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Whilst we cannot but rejoice in the advancement and
achieveinent of the truth, and would fain devote the space at our
disposal to thie consideration thereof, vet at the same time -we
feel that it is incumbent upon us to call the attention of our
readers to the rapid growth of various vicious errors which are
prevalent in these tinies And so m view of the increasing
propaganda being carried on in the interests of some of thesc
ntiscliiecvous and misleading tenets, with tlus issue of the
“ Tvangel ’ we wish to send out a word of warning, reminding
our friends of the solemnity of the days in whicl we live, and
of the very real perils of false teaching wlich surrouud us on
every hand.

* * * * *

Perhaps the fiercest fight rages around thic doctrine of the
eternal punishment of those who dic unsaved, a doctrine which
is so plainly taught and so clearly and conclusively established
in the Word of God  Russellism, with its crroncous exegesis of
Scripture, offers the most determined and deadly challenge to
this fundamental teaching of the Gospel. At this we are not
surprised; but we are deeply grieved to find within the Christian
camp those who are ready to pare down the divine conception of
future punishment for the wicked, thus veiling the mind of
imany to the calamitous conscquences of sin in the eternal state.
This is indeed indicative of that apostacy which is predicted to
precede the coming of Christ ‘To those who wish to cleave to
a life of sclf-indulgence and at the same time entertain hopes of
future salvation, the gospel of a ‘‘ larger liope,”” a ‘ second
chance,” or a ‘ limited punishment '’ may offer an irresistible
attraction, but such liopes will prove a miserable mirage which
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will mock them in the hour of direst need
*® * * * *

We are reminded that unity of spirit is a desirable goal
for wlhich to strive, but let us beware lest in our efforts to main-
tain the same we are found neutralising truth and indirectly
endorsing error -—real lasting unity can never be established
upon such a basis. We have not forgot the force of the apostolic
exhortation to ‘‘endeavour to keep the unity of the spirit,”
nevertheless we dare not overlook another equally authoritative
injunction to ‘¢ earnest]y contend for the faith once delivered to
the saints ”’ This is a priceless heritage for which God will
hold us responsible. In view of the fact that as stewards of
the Gospel we shall one day be called to the judgment seat of
Christ, it behoves 11s not to give ear to teaching which would
in any degree blind our eyes to the awful and eternal disaster
which must overtake the nnregenerate, or that would be likely
to quench our zeal to win souls. We must bear in mind that a
coating of sugar cannot Ch'mge the character of p01son it may

make it more palatable, but it robs it of none of its deadly
qualities Let us not be deceived by any subtle system of
camouflage. The greatest danger les in the presence of so much
truth interwoven with error What an urgent need of spiritual
illumination and discernment in order to distinguish the precious
from the pernicious !
* * * * *

Apostolicism is another form of error with which we have
come in close contact, and which is to-day beguiling many
unwary souls ‘The salient feature of this cult is the unique
importance which it attaches to the utterances of those whom it
styles ““ prophets > The messages thus given in semblance of
prophecy are claimed to be the authoritative voice of Jehovah,
and as such atre to receive unquestioning and implicit obedience
Whilst we believe that there is a place in the New Testament
Church for prophecy, vet we cannot insist too strongly upon the
necessity for every heliever to carefully examine in the light of
the Word of God any utterance which claims to be inspired by
the Holy Spirit. It behoves us to beware of the presumptuous
pretensions of some of these modern ‘‘prophets” lest we find
onrselves falling into thie snare of the Devil  We have had occa-
sion and oppotrtunity to investigate and test the validity of many
of these seemingly weighty prophecies, and we have discovered
thiem to he in many instances sadly inaccurate and inconsistent
Tet us carefully avoid those who thus prostitute prophecy for
a purpose for which it was never intended to be used in this
dispensation. And here it would be well to cull from an excel-
lent treatise on prophecy which we have to hand :—

“ Predictive propheey must stand a three-fold test -—
1 Tt mnat be an nnveiling nf the futnre
2 Tt must be 1n suflicient detail to exclude guesswork.
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3. T'he prophel must be sufficiently far removed by circunstances or
by time trom the fulfilment of his own prophecy to pieclude lis
bringing 1t to pass

All these tests n1e met by Seriptuie prophecy.”

We have grave reason to doubt whether many of these
medern prophetic messages would stand such a thorough test.
Space prohibits us saying all that is on our heart. It any who
are in danger of being drawn into this thing at once turn from it.

* * * * *

Again we are confronted with the increasing peril of
Modernism, with its specious but spurious argumenis and
amazing assertions regarding the very fundamentals of our faith.
In many quarters it has already succeceded in overthrowing con-
fidence in the Bible as the only Infallible Authority of God.
One is grieved to learn of the heterodox references to the Atone-
nment, the Second Advent of Christ, cte , which are being made
cven in the Christian pulpit. Modernism has lost its belief in
the Blood of Jesus Christ as the only effective remedy for sin,
hence we are not surprised wherever it obtains to find a dearth
of soul saving. Higher Cntiscism and New ‘Thought will
always cripple soul winning A Bloodless Gospel must always
prove a powerless Gospel. ILet us beware of those who presume
to question the Word of God! We must not in any way partake
of their unbelief, unless we wish to share i the fate of those
wlio tamper with truth. et us stand steadfast for a complete
Bible, though by so doing we may be counted as cranks, and
let us carnestly withstand those who would scek to adulterate
its pure life-giving waters.

The PBaptism of the ’iboly Spirit.

The 1loly Spitit, as the eteiual executive of the Godhead, must of
necessily wotrk in many methods aceoinplislung manitold 1esulls  Ihffcient
ages ol dispensalion demand different action, and dificent spheles and
difierent persons in the same dispensation requnie speewul activities. llence
the Beriptures employ a vanety of names, terins, and fizuies 1 deseribing
Lthe varied activities of the Iloly Spint.

Theirefore, a fitst step toward a right understanding of [lis agency
i any parbicular, i3 an intelhigent differentiation, 1egarding not only spheies
and dispensations, but also terms uund figules. The late Dr Goidon, in his
“ Mimstry of the Spinf,” set a good exawnple in Lles respoet, by difterenti-
ating the present age wotk of the Spinit trom that 1n other ages  But theio
needs also to be a careful diserimination in the teims and figiures deseribing
Lhe Spinit’s action; or rather, there needs to be a careful taking note of the
differences contaimned in these terms and figures, since the language and
syinbolism of Scripture are demignedly accurate

As, therefore, we come io the subject assigned to us, ** The Baptism
of the Spihirt,” we are led to mquiie at the outset, at least as to two
things: What 15 it? and when 1s 1% 01 wielein does the baptism difier
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from any other action of the Spint?—and when does the special action
valled Laptisur vceur 7 As to the first question, what is it? I suppose 1 do
not need to argue m this presence to piove that a baptisim 1s an over-
whelming, envelopiug, cumplete sullounding, accomplished either by
putting the subject mto the envelopmg medium, or by pourmg 1t
arouldd the subject, until the said subject 1s witlun 1t. The baptisn:al
countioversy has not been m vanm. We now know and should never foiget
what a baptism 1s. The baptism of the Holy Spirit, or miore literally, tli
baptisimn i the Holy Spuit, 1s an enveloping in the Holy Spirit.

To answer the second question, When is it? let us appeal to the
Seriptures  There ate two piedictive statemments concerning 1t. one by
John the Baptist, and the other by Jesus; one i the gospels, and the other
i the Aects. In oider to compale them fauly, let us take Luke’s state-
ment of the two.

1. The first 15 m lhas Gospel (ch. 3, 15-17), 1eadmg thus 1 the
Revised Veision. “ Aud as the people were mr expectation, and all men
teasoned m their hearts conceimng John, whether haply he were the
Chuist, John answeied, saymg unto them all, I indeed baptize you with
watel, but there cometh Ile that 1s maghtier than I, the latchet of wlose
shoes I am not woithy to unloose: He shall baptize you with the Holy
Ghost and with fiie; whose fan 1s in His hand thoroughly to cleanse His
tlneshing fool, and to gather the wheat into Has garner, but the chaff e
will burn up with unquenchable fire.”’

Notice scveral things about this predictive statement :

Fust. Tt 1s a compiehensive statement made to a mixed mass ot
people. The multitudes went out to hear the new preacher in the woods
All men weie 1casuiing concermng John, and lie answered to them all.
I do not need, I trust, to emphasize the fact that we must ever distinguish
m Seuptuie belween what 1s sa1d to the masses of mankind, and wlat 18
sald to Lhe elect. This statemnent 1s evidently said to the masses and not
to the elect. Theiefoie, the flery baptism of the Holy Spint, which
John predicted, has reference to the masses of mankind, and not simply
to the elect.

Second There 1s heie asseited a difference between the persons
annd anlnistiies of John and Jesuws, gieater than that which actually
appeared 1 then fleshy careels. John says he 1s not wolthy to loose
Jesus’ sandals, but, 1n pomnt of fact, He administers the ordinance of
baptism to Hun,  Jesus 1s sald to baptize w1 fire, but, m powmt of fact,
IIe, thiough 1lis dusciples, Laptized m water the same as did John. 1In
another Gospel, the mimstiy of Jesus 1s emphatically said to be after that
of Joltn, winle 1 point of fact, some of 1t was coutemporaneous with that
of Jolin, Save m the malter of mmacle workig, the ministiies of John
and Jesns wele vely much alike  They bolli proclaimed the samne message,
“Repeut, for the Kingdom of Heaven 1s at hand.” They both baptized
m Jordan. They both had a large following of common people in couutiy
places. They both weie so obnoxiwous to the ruleis that they suffered
martyrdom  In faet they weie so mnch like, that Heiod thought that
Jesus was sumply John 1ased agan. Frow all this 1t 15 clear that John,
1 speaking of the vast difference between his baptism and that of Jesus,
had reference to something beyend Ciuist’s fiist advent

Third. It 1s fuither expiessly stated 1n this utterance of John,
that the predicted baptisin of Jesus would be a separating, therough-work-
1ng agency such as only takes place ar the second advent. By a change of
figuire, 1t 15 smd, “ Whose fan 1s in His hand, thoroughly to cleanse His
threshing floor, and to gather thie wlheat into His gainer, but the clhaff
He will buin up with unquenchable fire.” This fiery baptism was to
separate the 1mixed masses of maukind, caring for the one elass and
consuming the other, a work which eeitainly lhas not been done, and whicl
will only be done at the coming of the Lord.
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[Reader, obscive that the pliase “at the coming of the Lord” is a
broad one Look at the piesent 1evival, and see the cleansing going on
now. Let us ughtly dwvide” the woull™]

We leain then, that this comprehensive baptism of the Holy Ghost
and fire which Jolin predicted of Jesus, was an enveloping of mankind
m the fiery embiace of that Qod, who 1s sud to be 2 consuming fire,
putifying what 1s to be saved, and consuming what 15 to be destroyed Or,
as DPeter voices Lire samne thing in ns Second Epstle, referring more especi-
a#lly¥ to the material earvlh; that as the wolld was once baphized in water
in the days of Noal, so again will 1t be baptized 1n fire ak the time of
the Lord’s comung. Noi 15 thag representation at all peculiar to John the
Baptist and Peter It 1s m entne hmmony with that of all the Old Testa-
inent prophets, who w0 genecrally volce the same trath of the Lord being
revealed “in flaming fiie™ (L1 Thess 1, 8).

We conclude, then, dhal the haptisry of the Haoly Ghost and fire,
which John in common with all Fie praphets foetadd) 1z that all-envelop-
mg embiace of divine potency wlhieh shall enwiap the whole woild in
connection with the coming of our Lord, I tiusi 1 do not needd to explain
that thas fite 15 nol the ovdiniy fite of combustion [yet sece IT. Kings 1,
14]. but 1ather that vilahzing, discerning, iiluminating, puifying, up-
lifling aard even speakimg manifesiilion of davintty, which was so fannliarly
kunwn 1 ancient times, as it led Tsacel, consumad enemies, utiered the
will of God, and vitalized those who were in harmony with 1.

2 DBut now let us leok al the sccond prcdictive statement coun-
ccinming this baptism as voiced by Jesus, and 1ecorded by Latke in Acts,
flicd eliapter, verzes 4, 5, amd & 16 1eads as Tollows  *° And being assem-
hicd together wilth them, e clinged them not to depart from Jerusalein,
but to wait for the promise o the IPather, which, saith he, ye heard from
me  for John tndecd Laplized with water, but ye shall be baptized with
the Tloly Ghost not many diys hence ¥ * ¥ Batb ye shall reccive power
when the Holy Ghost 1s come upon you  and ye shali he iny wiinesses
bothh 1 Jerusalem and o all Tudea and o §umarny, and under the
ultermost part of the earih ™ Lol wus notice zeversl things aboub this
stutement

First © It iz a speecral statement muade o a select company. The
speaker 13 the risent Jesus, who never even showed Hoansdli Lo a mixed
company. The hearers aie 1Is chosen believelrs. In ihis respect it stands
m niarked coniracet b the stotement of John

Seeond : Tlhs select vompany 15 promsed an exeephwmal baplism
of the loly Glost befere the geneial one, whieh was to come long after-
wald By 1eading the ovgmal of the last clause of the last verse, 1t 1s
soeh that “ye™ 15 emphaiie, the pronoun hempg expressed and the ‘“‘not
many days henee™ 15 litewnlly “not after many of these days™ The
tafcicuee 13, dlial the many would be baptized after many days, nrv at the
seccond advent s John Laed producied; bud thal a litdle select company was
i have an cxceptiotial baplisin i the near future

Thud - Tlus exeeptiwonal baplism was to qualily thent for heing
wilnesses to the peison and work of Messiah or Christ Dol as Messiah
wins 1o do his chiel apparent woik at his second coming, they were fo be
withoasea especinlly of b, namely the baplism of i which was then
Ly emine [and even now 15]. Awd consoquenlly they mmuasl have a feretaste
of it. Or, 1 other words, the exceplional haplisim not afler many days
was an earncst and witness of the comprehensive haptisin that was to come
afier many days.

Aceonding to Acts 2, 39, we well know lLiew Llns prediclion of Jesus
regarding the soon-catmning, exceptional baptisnt was fulfilled on Penteeost
anid the days mmmediately following  The fiery potency came and filled
the room whaie the select company was assembled, <o that they were
baplined or enveloped 1 ab and filled wath 1f, and by it they were so
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genelally empoweled that an exceptional condition of things soon obtained
thioughout the city wherever their presence was felt. Not only was Jeru-
salem filled with then doctiine, but hypoerites fell dead in their presenee,
the sick were healed by their shadow along the street, prison doors were
opened without human touch, financial and economical methods were
reveised, and, in short, a little taste or eainest was given of a state of
things, of which the present age knows scarcely anything but of which the
coming age shall be the glad fulfitment. And all this was interpreted by
thc apostles as a witness to the coming of the Lord with his fiery baptism,
as Pecter smid to the wondering Jews, “Repent ye, therefore, and turn
again, that your sins may be blotted out, so that there may come seasons
of 1efreshing from the presenee of the Loid, and that He may send the
Chiist, who lath DLeen apprmted for you, cven Jesus, whom the heavens
must receive until the times of the 1estoration of all things whereof God
spake by the mnuth of the holy prophets wliech have been since the world
began.”

But the Jewish nation, wlnch must ever take the lead in any
work of general emthly restoration, did not repent at the witness of the
exeeptional baptism of the IIuly Ghost and fire; but [alas| rather] resisted
it, even to the stoning of Stephen while his face was shining with it, and
so, wmany days, many yecais, many centuries, have rolled on, and the
general baptism of the IToly Ghost and fire has not yet come, for the
Jews as a pcople have not yet repented.

But obedient to the Loid’s prediction, the select company witnessed
not only in Jeinsalem, but also 1n Samaria and 1n Caesarea and in Ephesus
and towaids the uttermost parts of the earth, the Lord working with them
by various manifestations of the Holy Ghost (Ileb 2, 4) This fiery and
realistic presence as manifested in the Shechinah had been so closely
connected with the Jewish people that the eaily believers were slow to
understand that 1t could be granted to those of another nation. Henee
those who accompanied Peter to Cacsarea were amazed because that on
the Gentiles was poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost. But when the
matter was undeistood, the conclusion was, * Then to the Gentiles also
hath God gianted 1epentance unto hife,”’ fiom which we may infer that
repentance is the condition and hife the resnlt of thns fiery baptism

But, I suppose, as this subjeet has heen introduced into this Con-
gress, wlich gives its attention so largely to questions of current interest
in the public mind, that the expectation 1s, that a paper of this sort should
point out whether we now, of tlis day ean, o1 ought to or do receive anv
baplismm of the IIoly Spint. T say any baptism, for I trust that T have
made it clear that the bapiism of the Holy Ghost and fire, which all the
prophets have foretold, will come only at the return of the Lord. Bul,
as exceptional, anticipatoly, witnessing baptisms came in apostolic times,
it is quite proper fo mquire as to their coming 1 our times

Modestly and biiefly then would T attempt to answer these three
questions: Can we be, ought we to be, are we baptized in the Holy
Ghost 1 these days?

Trst: Can we be? This may be answered both on the human
and on the divine side. On our own part T see no reason to hinder except
our 1gnmance of what it is and our unwillingness to endure what it
mvolves. We often tlunk ourselves ready to receive divine gifts when we
do not realize what they are nor what their bestowment would bring to us
Thus was it with the sons of Zebedee, of whom our Lord inquired, ** Are
ye able to be baptized with the baptism wherewith T am baptized I
we are so baptized duiing this age, we shall veiy hikely suffer for it, since
it 15 an nvasion of Satan’s realm, which he will be quick to resist,
Martyrdom 1s often the pice of 1t Tt 1s such a mighty witness to the
coming age that Satan will be quick to suppiess 1t whenever it appears.
On the divine sule, we must allow a sovercign God to bestow when and
on whom what he wills. The twefth chapter of First Corinthians 1s
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very exphieit on this point. Theiefore we say, in answer to our first
question, 1f we understand and aie willing and able, and God sees fit to
bestow, we can be baptized in the Holy Ghost even now.

Secoud Ouglt we to be? Tlis 1s alieady paitlly answeied. We
ought to be willing and longing to be. But God mmnst be the judge of how
much testimony He will give to any time and place. Tiue, we may
eonstantly be giving testimony by word, but the testimony of sign or
earnest or fact is very much moie effective, and consequently opposed by
the world. We may pieach and the woild caie very little for our preach-
mg; but when we show a supeinatural fact, as a sign or witness of what
we are pieaclung, the woild 1s all alert either to diserecit 1t or to
cuish at. T 1ead this paper here to-dav, and the City of Providenee ecares
nothing about 1t But. 1f mstead of 1eading a paper on the baptism of
the IIoly Ghost, T should exlnlnt the thing itself, with my face shining
like that of an angel, and my woid stiiking dead any lim that eame into
the andience, and my shadow healing 10ws of sick folks along the streets,
and my nfluenee eansimg people to sell their real estate and to lay the
money at my feet, this city would rise against me, even as Jerusalem rose
agamnst thc early Church theie And yet the world needs testimony of
what God 1s going to do. Glory to His naune O pait shionld be to be wilhing
and longmg that God should put as inuch of Iis Spirit upon us as He
sees fit. Doubtless, as the age draws to a close, the testimony of sign or
earnest or fact will come more into play, as at the beginning of it.

Third Are we? Are we baptized in the ¥Toly Ghost m these days? Very
seldoin as 1z seems to me  Some exeeptional expericnee seem to be very
mnuch like a baptism; as, for instance, that of President Finney at the time
of his conversion. His law office was filled witlhh a light o1 a fiery appear-
anee, and he perceptibly felt on Ilns body waves and thrills of divine
power to a remarkable degree. Whether he was eompletely baptised, T
cannot say. Various other peisans have elaimed something of the sort
But, just as baptism in watcr has becn misconceived to mean only a few
drops bedewing the forehead, so baptisin in the IToly Ghost has been
mseonceived to be some shght and gentle toueh of the blessed Paraclete.
Indeed | think the enemy had a deeper design in perverting the ordinance
of baptism than we have generally conceived. It was an artful and
exceedingly effeetive stroke, to eluninate from the gospel its deepest
significance and tremendons 1eality. Gnd 1s a Snint 1t is true, but in RHis
relations with us, who have also material 1n our constitutions, He is a
thrilling and ecousumimng fire. And 1t 1s a very wonderful experience to
come withh our whole composite being 1nto complete enfoldment in the
divine healing But into that mysternous and mighty enfoldment o1 vap-
tism we are destined ultimately toeome, and any anticipatory experience
of it is a very weighty matter. Indecd any real touel of the Holy Spirit,
any quiekening of the couscienee, any 1Hummating of thie mind, any thrill-
mg of the hody, 1s very preeious. Somne of us ean say that we have had
these touches quite defimlbely; but a baptism—a complete enveloping of
the whole eomposite being in the dwvine poteney, giving some antierpation
of the great day of the Lord, is an experience that we eould not easily
narrate, even if we had passed throngh 1t, And the more full and real
any wvisitation of the Spirit is, the more 1everently we should speak of it;
so that flippant allusions to fiequent baptisms seem to us to betray an
ignoranee of what the Seriptures mean by a baptisin of the IToly Gliost.

And yet some realistic experience of contaet with the Divine One
1s neeessary to the fullest eomprehension of Christitamily, not only in its
present and personal relation to us, but also in its dispensational and
genelal application to the woild at large. TUnless we have some such
visitation of the Iloly Spirit as 1s often ealled a baptism, we make very
mefficient preachers of Christhianity. Aud if we 1eally have a baptism, our
munstry will bear some resemblance to that of ithose who were baptised
in New Testament times. Tiue Chrnistianity 1s mmmensely more than a
systemt of ethics for men in the flesh. It mvolves what we may eall a
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comprehensive and age-abiding, shechimab-ltke potency, both within us
now, and 1n whichh we me top hve and move and have our heing
cternally. A tremendous fact is the baptism in the Holy Ghost. Let us be
thankful for what knowledge of the Spint has been given to us; bub let
ns not think of ourselves more highly than we ought to think, nor
employ bablical terms without weighing their faue sigmificance. Yef, on
the other hand, let us be well assured that, unless we have some realistic
expevience of the Holy Glosi and fire, we are poor exponents of Him
who baptizes therewith.

Christ’'s Seamless Robe.

“ Then the soldiers, when they had crucified Jesus, took
His garments, and made four parts, to cvery soldwer a part; and
also His coat : now the coat was without scam, woven from the
top throughout.,  They said therefore among themselves, ¢ Let
us not rend it, but cast lols for it, whose it shall be’ : that the
seripture might be fulfilled whiclh saith, ‘ They parted my
raiment among them, and for my vesture they id cast lots.’
These things therefore the soldiers did.”’—John xix., 23, 24.

The different articles of clothing mentioned in the serip-
ture have not exact counterparts in our modern British and
Amcenican clothing., ‘The scamless garment menhioned in the
above seripture was an inner tunic,

The Setting of the Scene.
Again and again in the Scripture we find life and death
opposed  For instance at Nain two crowds arc scen—one follow-
ing the dead man, and the otiier following the living Christ. It
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is blessed to note liow Christ was victorious, and the dead man
was raised to life  In the scene before us, on the hill of Calvary
we see the same opposition of forces. On the one hand we see
the Lord Jesus, intent on giving life and blessing. ‘I am come’
saith He, in John 10, 10, ‘‘ that they might have life.” On the
other hand stand the combined forces of civil law (represented in
thie latin language), art and culture (in the Greek), and re-
ligion (in the Hebrew). They are also eagerly intent, but their
cry is different,—** Away with Him?" ** Crucify Him I’ They
are clamorous for bloodshied and death.
The Clothing of the Chief Participants.

A man is known by his friends, his conversation, his
handwriting. His character, occupation, and disposition are
shown in a score of ways, and not least, by his clothing. Post-
man and tram-conductor are easily known, so also the mechanic
in his greasy clothes, the bricklayer and plasterer with the while
of mortar, etc. Then how quickly a slovenly, or an exacting
or neat man may be scen by the set of the tie, the condition
of the trouser bottoms, etc.

Morcover it should be as ecasy to distinguish the sister
who believes in the Lord Jesus. “ Whose adorning let it pot be
that oulward adorning of plaiting the hair, and of wearing of
gold, or of putting on of apparel; but . . the ornament of a
meck and quiet spint” (I. Pet. 3, 3, 4).

Now, turning to the scene before us, we spot at once the
soldiers  ‘Their garb is unmistakable. ‘Their work is death.
They are trained to slay, hardened to bloodsted. There 15 also
somethmg unique about Christ’s clothing. The Scriptures,
recognising how characteristic clothing may be, have adopted
1t as a type of man’s deportment and behaviour. Thus sackcloth
and ashes suggest grief, and our righteousnesses are as filthy
rags, while the righteousnesses of those who have been cleansed
in the precious blood of Jesus are represented in Rev. 19, 8, as
fine linen.

The Robe of Christ.

Of the robe of Christ, I nolice three things: (1) it was an
inner tuaic, representing those inner motives and mainsprings of
action in the life of Christ. People may do a correct thing with
a wrong motive. Or again, outwardly a person may be very
respectable, whereas if one knew the secrets of the life swhich
only God sees, that person might be seen in a very different and
far worse light. Bul of Christ we read that He was ‘‘Mighty
in word and in deed, before God and bhefore all the people.”
His inuer life, scen by God alone, and typiflied by the inmner
tunic, was as flawless as his outer conduct.

This brings us to our second point: (2) It was without
seam. All our clothing has scams. And so has our deportment
and life. Christ’s challenge—* Which of vou convinceth Me of
sin ?”’ remaing still unanswered But if we were to throw out
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such a challenge many could take it up, for “*All have sinned.”’
“No righteousness in onc is found, cxcept upon redemption
ground.” The scamless robe was rightly His,—The Lamb with-
out spot, and without blemish. How could Christ maintain so
sweet and spotless a Life in the midst of sin and defilement ?
Unly by constant contact with His ¥ather. ““ 1 live by the
Father ” (Jno 6, 57). ‘' I do nothing of Mysclf”” {Jno. 8, 28).
Christ’s life was a constant drawing upon heavenly resources.
It was so much God the Father's life, wrought in God the Son,
that He could say °* He that hath seen me hath scen the
Father.” And surely this is what is pictured in the fact that
His inner tunic was (3) Woven from the top throughout.

When we read of thie Temple veil rent from the top to the
bottom, we know that God tore it. And when we read of the
scamless robe, picture of the spotless inner life of Christ, woven
from the top, we know that God wrought it

How indignant that poor woman would
have felt, who had received her healing by {ouching thie hem of
His robe, if shie liad seen the robe upon one of the soldiers who
murdered Him And what anguish of heart for the one who
Lhad washed Ihis feet with her tears and wiped themn with the
hair of her liead, as she recogniscs those sandals upon another
of the Roman guard, and looks up to sce those tender, bare
fect, plerced with nails. And now we sce the scaniless robe,
by blood-stained hands pulled down over the head of lum who
has won it by a toss of the dice.

We would ipstinclively shout, ** Stop ! you brulal mue-
derer  That is not yours I’ But stay a moment. He has morc
right to 1t than we at first 1magine, for ten centunies before,
God’s Spint-inspired prophcl showed that even this was planned
of God, whoen he cried © They part my garments aimong them,
and cast lots upon my vesture *’ {Psa 22, 18)  And we must not
be too lasty in condemming the soldiers It was our sin—
yvours and mine—ithat caused otr Saviour Lo be nailed fo the cross
onn Calvary. We are the guilty murderers of the Son of God.

And, wonderful to relate, as the scamless rohe was allotted
to the soldiers, so the spotless God-wrought righicousness of
Clhirist is attribuled to all who believe in Hhn o Xiven as Davil
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also describeth the blessedness of tlie man unto whom God
unputeth RIGHTEOUSNESS WITHOUT WORKS, sayiug,
“‘Blessed are they whose iniquities are forgiven, and whose sins
are covered >’ (Rom. 4, 6, 7).

Ol, guilty, sin-stricken man or woman, stained with the
deathh of tlic Son of God, believe on the Iord Jesus Christ and
tliou shalt be saved And this is His name whereby he shall be
called, THE LORD OUR RIGHTEOUSNESS (Jer. 23, 6).

Sinful as thou art, only believe on the Lord Jesus Christ :
and thou shalt stand spotless before the throne of God, arrayed
in the garments of a righteousness wliich He lhas provided.

The WL of God.

By ANDREW MURRAY.

In sickness, when doctors and medicines fail, recourse is
generally had to the words here quoted, and they easily become
a stumbling block in the way of divine healing. ‘‘ How may
I know,”’ is asked, ‘‘ whether it is not God’s will that I should
remiain 111?  And as long as this is an open question, how can
I believe for healing, how can I pray for it with faith?”’ Here
truth and error seem to touch. It is simply impossible to pray
with faith when we are not sure that we are asking according
to the will of God ‘I can,” one says, ‘‘pray fervently in
asking God to do the best for me, believing that He will cure me
if it is possible > As long as one prays thus, one is praying
witl submission, but this is not the prayer of faith. 'That is
possible only when we are certain that we are asking according
to the will of God. The question then resolves itself into
making sure of what is the will of God (I. John 5, 14-15). It is
a great mistake to think the child of God cannot know His
will about healing

To know His divine will, we must be guided by the
Word of God. HIS WORD PROMISES HEALING. The prom-
isc of James 5, 14-15, is so absolute, it is impossible to deny it.
Otlier passages tell us Jesus Christ obtained for us the healing
of our discases, because He bore our sickness (Matt. 8, 16-17;
Isa 53, 3, 4, 5, 10, R V., margin; I. Peter 2, 24). According to
these words, we have a right to healing. It is a part of the
salvation we have in Christ, and we may expect it with certainty.
Scripture tells us that sickness is, in God’s hands, the means of
chastening His children for their sins (I Cor. 11, 27-30; I. Cor
5, 5; John 5, 14). But this discipline ccases to be exercised as
soon as His suffering cluld acknowledges and turns from the
sin {Deut 7, 15; Psa. 103, 2-3; Jas 5, 16). Is it not as much
as to say clearly that God desires to make use of sickness to
bring back His children wlen they are straying?

Sick Cliristian, open thy Bible, study it and see that sick-
ness is a warning to renounce sin, but that whoever acknow-
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ledges and forsakes Lis sins finds in Jesus pardon aud healing.
Sucly 1s God’s promse.

Some  say, ‘f Is it not better to leave 1t 1o the will of
God?”’, and quote Christians wlho would liave forced the hand of
God by praying without adding, ** Thy will be done.’”” ‘These
say, * How do we kuow whether sickness would not be better
for us than health?’’ This 1s no case for forcing the hand of
God, since His Word tells us it 1s His will to heal us. *“ The
praycer of faith shall save the sick.” God wills thatl the health
of the soul should have a blessed reflex mnfluence on the health
of the body, that the presence of Jesus in the soul should have
its confirmation in the good condition of the body (ILL, John., 2,
1 Thess. 5, 23-24). And when you know that such is His will,
you cannel, when speaking in such a way, say truthfully that
you are 1n all things leaving it to Him. It is not leaving it to
Him wlhen youn make use of all possible remcdies to get healing
instead of laying hold of His promise. Your submission is noth-
ing else than spirvlual sloth in view of that which God com-
mands you to do

As to knowing whether sickness is not befter than health,
we do not hesitate to reply that the return to health which 1s
the fruit of the giving up of sin, of the consecration to God,
and of ultinate communion with God is infinitely better than
sickness  ““ Thus is the will of God, even vour sanctification ™’
{I. Thess. 4, 3J, and by healing God confirins the reality of this.
When Jesus comes to talke posscssion of our body, and cures
it nuraculously, wlen health must be maintained from day to
day by an wmnterrupled communion with Him, the experience
we thus make of the Saviour's power and love is a result very
superior to any sickness has to offer.  Sickness may teach us
submission, but hLealing, direct from God, makes us better
acquainted witll our Lord, and teaches us to confide in Him
betier, and to serve Him better.

Christians who are sick, if you will really seek to know
the will of God in tlus thing, do net be mwfluenced by the
opinion of oithels, nor Ly vour own foruer prejudices,; but study
“His Word” (Psa 107, 10, RV} Ixamine whether it does
net tell thee that divine healing is a part of the redemption of
Jesus {(Job. 32, 24, margm, I Jolin 3, 8), and that God wills
thal every believer shiould have the right to claim it; sce whether
it does not prounse that the prayer of every cluld of God for
this thing shall be heard, and whether hicalth restored by the
power of the Holy Spirit does not manifest the glory of God in
the eyves of the Church and of the world (Luke 4, 26; 13, 13;
17, 153 Acts 1, 8-10)  Inquire of it; it will answer thee, that,
according to the will of God, sickness is a discipline occasioned
by sin or shorteoming, and healing, granted to the prayer of
faitll, bears witness to His grace which pardens, sanctifies, and
takes away sin.,

Tite pastor of the First Baptist Church of Springfield, Mo., lhas
recently been atiending the World's Baptisi Congress at Stockholm,
Sweden. He has sent two descriptive lefters and tlie same were pub-
lished in the Springfield Leader of August 18. We believe that om
Fentecostal people will be 1nteresiad to read the following pzragiapl
from lus szsecond letier: ‘The service this mormng was unlque.
I spoke a few sentences, and the pastor spoke by mter-
metation  The service began with a voluntary prayer service,
several taking part. The singing was spivited.  The people
seemed deeply spiritual. . There were many Ameus, efe.; you would
think you were 1 the midst of a big revival. At the close a man of
humble appearauce spoke voluntarily The pastor imterpreted. Ile
spoke moan ‘unknown tungue” The pastor did oot know the language
lie used-—merther did the man. 7The pastor says he was given the
powel of wmteipreting the vuknown tongues about a year ago. Beveral
of lus people both speak and mterpret. He 1s a very sensible fellow
and not grven to foohislimess. He says the Pentecostal movement 1s
general m the Baptist churches m Sweden, and divine healmyg is
genelally practiced. He tells of hundieds who have been healed.
One man taken from a tubercular samtoiivm was healed, and passed
a satisfactory examination before the TDoard of Health—is working
jegularly now., I do not understand it all, but he 1s so intelligent

and so sensible one cannot doubt his testimony’.

Cur mission 1n Stockholm having come to a conelusion, we had to
Iid farewell to the samts as cur tram steamed out of the station. Cur
enlotions were slirred 2s we momentarily reflecled upon the two weeks
that had flown. Heie, on the raillway platform, were those with whom we
had been cemented togethel 1n the love of God. The Chrnst whom we had
embiaced at different times, under different circnmstances and 1n different
gountlies had made us “oNe” 1ndeed. The woids of the hymn wnicr
catne foicibly liome as we left themn singing—

“ Blest be the fie that binds
Our hearts in Christian love;
The fellowslup of kindred minds

Late tlie same evening we artlved at Christiania m Norway, atud
1eceived a weleome from the samts thiere that only Pentcecostal saints can
give., Ior the first time we had the privilege of meeting one whose name
has beecome a household word in the homes of our people 1n England—
Pastor T. B Barratt. In the early days of the movement he had fear-
lessly cairied the Pentecostal message to Eugland, and had met with fierce
onslaughts from the enemy. Tlhank God! that message has smce burned
its way mto the learts and lives of thousands, and poweriul assemblics
are to be found thioughout the whole of Gireat Britain awd Nortluan
Ireland

The meetings at Clnistiama will long be remembered. The young
people found in the assembly made us feel as though we were in one of
our FEhnug in thie homeland. Ileie, under the careful and wise leaderslip
of the Pastor and lus worthy assistant, Pastor Golbrausen, a rcal evan-
gelical work 1s cairled on, and the full gospel banner is unfurled over an
assembly of over a thousand membeis We felt the messages given by
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mtelpnelation gupping the people, and we continually saw souls weeping
thenn way to the cioss.

From Pastor and Mrs. Baliatt we couvey special
greetings to thein peisonal friends,

The gift
of the Holy Ghost comes as the third experience laid out {for the Christian
Multitudes of Christians never enjoy “ PRack wiTH Gob "’ bheeausc they are
not taught the ract of 16 o0 o repoice 1n 1 Mullitudes of others think it
plesumplion to heliove n such o blessed condition, so netlher of theso
evel enter 1nto YTHTES blesscdnesz’ as an experwence.  Then there are
numhboers who know 1 the heart the “blesscdness” of *“‘Peace with God,”
but have not as yvet enteied mio the experiences which are a “demonstra-
tion of the Spirit and of Power” by the Iloly Ghost (I Cor. ii., 3, 4, 5).
“Fven so the things of God knoweth no man, but the Spirit of God
Now we have received not the spinit of the world, but the Spinit which
1s of God, that we mremr know the things that are fieely given us of
God >’ The hitle company of saved ones at Bplicsus (Acts xmx) had a
very small knowledge of their mheritance, bui as they heard the truth of
whait was mepared of Qud for them to recelve or obey—instantly they
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received it with all readiness of mind. Did the Aposile Paul explam
Baptism as distinguished from John’s baptism of repentance immediately
they belteved and were re-baptized. Then when the Apostle explained
that God had promised the gift of the Holy Ghost to them—they believed
that also and desired Paul to pray for and lay hands upon them, God
immediately giving them the Holy Ghost and confirming the Word with
signs following. The student will observe that they had up to this ex-
pericnce (1} believed 1n Peace with God, (2) believed for access into the
promises of God, and (3) believed to receive the Holy Ghost. They might
have understnod “‘Peace’’ and “Access’’ without being willing for 2 super-
natural experlence of the Holy Ghost; or they might (as many in our
day do) have said, ‘‘ Please let us pause to consider the other blessed-
nesses before we decide as fo having any experience like Acts i, 4, ete.,
or x., #4-46, or xix., 1-6, i1 receiving the Holy Ghost.”” This attitude 1s
one of unbelief and greatly exalts the human mind against the mind of
Chirist.

We praise God that hundreds of thousands round the world during
the past sixtecn years have received the Holy Ghost with an experience like
unto that on the day of Pentecost, at the house of Gornelmiz, and at the
Church of God at Ephesus.

Ponrtion 4. (verse 5). “ THE Love of Gob is shed abroad in om
hearts by the Holy Ghost.” This is not a love which needs to be mani-
fested by thinking of speaking about it, or even by reading the Word of
our God. DBut IT RISES UPr aND 15 SHED ABROAD IN OUR HEARTS by the Holy
Ghost.  0Oh, wonderful experience of love that iz always rising up and
spreading out and worshipping,—even taking possession of the tongue of
the creature, carrying its control beyond that of the natural man--so
that Ihe Holy Ghost can speak forth “The wonderful works of (God™
{Acts 12, 11), and magnify Him (Acts x., 46) Thesc things come forth hy
the power of the Spirit, and display the wonderful things being revealed
to the human spirit {see I. Cor. xiv., 14). The Holy Bpirit produoces tha
music of the Bethel experience—' I will sing with the Spirit’"—the song
E}f love, an experience known only to those who have received the Holy

host.

PorrroN 5. (verse 9). ‘“Much more then, 3EING NOW JUSTIFIED by
His blood, we sHAeL be saved from wrath through Him,” ‘‘This Blessed-
ness’’ iz the assurance to our hearis that we have PERMANENT JUSTIFICATION
BY THE BLOOD OF CHRIST. 'This condition of permanent jusitfication is put
into comparison with the cornmendation of God's love to us as seen in
the death of Christ for us when we were enemies. Who apprehends this
great statement of the Word of God? Who believes 1t Many have enjoyed
the four preceding Portions, bub hesitate to enter into the blessedness
of porilon fivel Tradition, Teachings of Churches, Human ideas of God's
Salvation, Fears and doubts, all stand at the entrance to ‘‘this blessed-
ness,” and they will resist with all their power both “self” and “others”
entering m. Comparatively few Christians enter info the joy of this
“much more” of God's love through our Lord Jesus Christ and His
precions Blood ‘‘which forever speaks in God the Father's ear,’”” The
higher the expericnce shewn lo be ours without works; the more the
“flesh” resists entrance Into the joy of it. The more the “flash” 1s
urged to do To ArTaiN a higher place in God, the more will receive itl
Our Lord said of the teachers of His day, “We have taken away the key
of knnwledge : ye entered not yourselves, and themn thai were entering in
ye hindered” (Luke xi, 52). Only those who believe this fifth Portion,
telling of a Permanent Justification by His Blood, have entered mto tha
joy of 1t; and those * who resist others enlering are only shuiling
them out of the joy of it—for it is theirs, known or unknown. But with-
out knowledge of it, there is no ‘‘blessedness,”” no praise for it, and no
sanchifying by 1ts preciousness. “Ye are come unto ... the Blood of
sprinkhng that speaketh betier things than that of Abel ”” (Heb. xii., 24).
TFaitli behieves and rejoices in the Rlood that speaks, bub many believe
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rather in what they speak coneccrning the Blood of Christ  Therefore
“much moie then, being now justified by His Blood, we shall be saved
from wrath through Him.”

Space requires that * Reconciliation to God,” and “continuance of
Salvation by the hfe of Christ’” be continued, D.V., i our next.

Fl Spanish Colony in South Wales.

ings 1n tlhe stieets wheie they Lived, The Tord tewarded therr labours in
saving & number of tliese precions souls. Prarse His Name! The time came
all too soon for these two dear missionaties to 1eturn to thenn work 1n
Mexico, but before leaving they airranged for the woil to e continueid by
interpretatinon, one of gur Spanish sisterz being able to speak Doth the
Spanish and Enghsh languages. Since then othets have Leen saved, and
there 18 now a little assembly of Spanish believers who ate 1ejorcing 1n this
wonderful aalvation. To God be the glory!

Our hearts wers rejoiced when one evening last Maich we saw seven
of these dear people follow the Tevd thiough the waters of Laptism, ane
sister being 68 years of age. It 1s most wonderful, ton, that each ons of the
sisters lins 1cceived the blessed experience of the Baptisn in the Holy Ghost
The Lord has also blessed aniong the cinldren, four of the girls, whose ages
vary from eight to thirteen years, having 1eeeived the same expetience,
speaking 1n other tongues as the Spiuit gave utterance, according to Acts
n 4. They hiave proved the Lord, too, as the Healer of then bodies, some
of thomn being able to testify to instantaneous healings of minor complaints
on more than one oceasion,

It is good to see liow engerly they diink 1o the Woid of God, and

#inging of the hymns in Spanish. We have Spanish Bibles and hymn books;
mnuch help is derived, loo, from a monthly Peniecostal magazine which we
have froan Mexieo

Open-ann menlings are held occaswnally near the homes of the
Spantards, and the Word 15 1ead, Gospel hymins ate sunz, and tiacts aie
distiibuted—all 1n their awn language. The piayers of God's people are
requested on behalf of tlus work, and especially that those Enghish biethren
who are helping may speedily be enabled to speak Spanish

Before God can launch us out into the breadth and sweetness of His
service, and entrust to us great things for ITimself, we must be perfectly
subdued in every part of our nature to His will, and the disposition of His
mind. We must be subdued in our hearts, in our wills, in our words, 1
our tempers, in our manners; subdued through and through, so thoroughly
that we will be flexible to all His purposes and plans. We must be so
subdued that harshness, severity, criticism, sluggishness, laziness, impetu-
osity, and all wanting our own way even in religious matters, must be
subdued out of us. Conversion will not finish this work:; being able to
preach strong sermons on sanctification will not do 1t, or having charge of
camp meetings, or conventions, or Bible schools, or the writing of books,
and editing papers on Christian holiness will not prove adequate for thie
grace, ’

We must be subdued, not merely in our own opinions, not merely
think ourselves subdued; not only be subdued in the esteem of our friends
and fellow-woikers, but subdued so peifectly that the all-seeing eye of God
can look us through, and the omniscient One knows that we are subdued
God must conquer the man that e can trust with s great thoughts and
plans.

The Lord will begin to subdue us with
gentle means and if we sink lovingly and promptly into Ilis mind, the work
will be done, but if we have flint or iron in our nature, and it 18 necessary,
He will use heroic means, and put us between the millstones and grind
us to powder, until he can mould us without any resistance to Ilis purpose
The greatest difficulty in the way of God’s using His servants, even His
zealous and oftentimes sanctified servants, is that they are not perfectly,
and universally, and constantly subdued under the power of God.

We must be so subdued as to stop meddling with other people’s
matters that God has not entrusted us with, so subdued as not to be calling
God’s servants hard names, and thrusting at Cliistiaus who are doing what
they ean in their various fields for the Master; so subdued that we can
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hold our tongues, and walk softly with God, and keep our eye upon Jesus,
abd attend to our own work, and do Goed’s will premptly. lovingly, glad to
have a place 1n His Kingdom, and do a hittle service for Him

Oh! it is grand to be absolutely conquered by the Holy Ghost, and
swing out a thousand miles from everybody and everything into the ocean
of (God’s presence, and work with Him in huomility, without chafing,
without fault finding, without stumbling over others, without religious
peevishness, and hend with every plan that God gives to us.

When we are subdued in the sight of God, He will work miracles 1n
us and throuvgh uvs; miracles of mercy and power 1n experience, in finance,
in opening doors, in widening the fields of gervice, 1n gentleness and sweet-
ness of the inner heart life; miracles of grace that will astonish us, and
surprige our friends, and utterly amaze our enemies when they come to
know the magnitude of what God has wrought. Let us get subdued m
every way, in every thing, so subdued that we can keep still in God, and
see Him woik out the great, bright thoughts of His eternal mind in our
lives.
