AM going to state twa mcontrovertible facts.

The ont is, that when once a fabric of any

description has been dyed scarlet or erimson,
it 15 utterly impossible (at least by any lutherto dis-
covered chemical process) te remove the colour and
preserve the texture of the material : the process will
destroy the article, and render it quite useless. The
cother fact 1s, that man—Iearned, civilised and inven-
tive as he is—even with all the aids of science, can-
not produce a substance as white, I need not say
whiter, than snow,

The purest and most chaste substance that man
can produce, when put by the side of snow, appears
a soled white., Mam, with all s boasted wisdom
and strength, even at his best estate, when he can
most glory, 1s—what? Ask him what he 15, and
be will wnie you a large volume, teling of his
own powers and faculties, and exalting himself to a
lofty pinnacle; but he will take the greatest possible
care, in presenting a histaey of hunself, to hide from
you one important fact, that s breath 1s in his
nostrils—a fact which lays his honour low, and his
pride m the dust—that he is descended from a man
who disobeyed God, and thus involved the whole
human family in ruin—that he 15 2 lost sinner

But what 1s God’s estumate of man? how does
he view lum at his very hest? Let the L.ing Word
of God reply—'' Altogether vamty ** What a tre-
mendous blow to the pride of man' And as to lus
wisdom, God pronounces 1t ‘' foolistmess ' But
when God looks at man in his natural, unregenerate
state, he sees him stuined with c¢rimson sins, of
which he can no move rnd humself than the Ethiopran
change his skin, or the leopard his spors—just as
incapable as he 15 to remove the crimson dye from
the cloth. Man 1s as unable to cleanse hupself as
a corpse to nse up out of his coffin and walk THis
sins have separated hip from God, as a thick gar-
ment 1 which he 15 enclosed—be 18 * dead m tres-
passes and sins 7’

What is to become of man, such bemng his con-
dition when God’s searching eye rests wpon him?
His fellow-man looks, and may see nothing wrong.
“He may appear very amable, very honest, moral,
respectable, and 50 on, whart the world calls ** a good
sort of fellow—one of the right kind " But he only
sees the gutside, and man always puts the best side
out But God ‘‘seeth onot as man seeth” He
searcheth the heart—Hc looks within—to the root,
the fountair, and He finds nothing but rottenness
and corruption: ‘* From the sole of the foot, even
unte the head, there is no soundness in ir, but
wounds, and bruises and putrefying sores’ I need
scarcely say that man, in this condition, 15 totally
unfitted for the presence of a holy, sinhatmg God—

for that place into which ‘‘ nothing that defueth
can enter, where the bght must detect and expose
the faintest spot, wrinkle, or blemush

I ask—What is to be done? If the colour 15 to
he extracted from the cloth, the materia! must perish
w the process, 1t must be consumed And if the
sinoer 15 to cleanse fumself from his  scarlet and
cnmson Sins, he must perish also, Why? Because
the Word of God declares that * without shedding
of BLOOD 1s no remission ’', no cleansing without
BLOOD, and the BLoon 15 the LIFE "

The justice of God demands—as an expiation for
sins, as the priee of redemption and cleansing—
BLOOD, it also pronounces DEATH on the sinner as
the wages of his sins, and thus his lfe ts forfested.
Sinner, 1n your crimson stamms, can you give God
BLooD, which 15 the LiFe? Nothing else will do
You cannot give Him LIFE® because already 1t 1s
forfeited as the wages of sin; and nothing else but
the sLooe of a spoiless victun wiall do, which you are
not, for you are a crimson-stained sinner; and unless
you can make yourself ‘° whiter than snow," you
can never be where God as—either as such 1 Lght
and peace and joy, or shut out in ** the blackness
of darkness for ever.”

Dear fellow-sinner, how utterly imputent you are
to do anvthing, to do good, as people say Before
you ¢an do, you must Lve As a sinner, 1 repeat
i, your present Lfe is forfeited, and all the doings
of that Lifi are only fruits unte death, and jostead
of bringing you nearer to God, seperate you more
and mere, and rivet your final condemnation.  Every-
thing that you do, as the fruit of the hfe you have
recerved from the first Adam, 15 sm, and nothing
else * You must be bern agawm,’’—you must have
hfc from and m the sccond Adam, the Lord from
Heaven, before you can do one single thing wheh
God can arcept  You must be  cleansed—made
" whitér than snow," and brovght nigh to God
And God has fourd the means, the only way by
wluch to accomplish it, cleansed hy BLoob, redeemed
by BLoop, brought mgh by sBloop  The BlLoow
answers all God’s claims against sin—but whose
blood? Man’s—the sinner? No, 1t can only be the
BLoon of © One who knew no sm,” and who there-
fore had a hfe which was not forfeited—no less an
one than the blessed Jesus, the God-man He alone
of all that ever walked this earth had the fullest title
to Lve. He perfectly glorifed God in His hfe——which
no mere man ever did or could, before or since—and
He glorified God in His death, by the shedding of
His most precious BLOOD, which fully met the claims
of God against the sinner, and by which He made

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Divine Healing in the Book of Psalms

Songs, which we can he sure are wholly in-

spired by the Holy Ghost, that were ever given
to the Church; and we cannot too dearly love, or
too highly reverence and esteem them

THE Psalms are the only collection of Sacred

It v a2 most inspinag thought, which thells our
soculs, that the people of God have praised Him in
these very words for thousands of years, and that
they are still in use in every branch of the Christian
church, as worshyp in song Our blessed Saviour,
after His last Passover before He suffered—you can
read about it in the 26th chapter of Matthew and the
3Gth werse, or the 1d4th chapter of Mark, and the
26th verse—adhered to the Jewish custom: in chant-
ing what 1s known as the ** Iallel,” consisting of
Psalm cxun to cxvin  Possibly He chanted only a
part of the last named. For the lirst thousand years
after Christ the Psalms were the only  standard
bymns of the Church

It 15 a great comfort to me to remember how, 1n
the chuiches to which I formerly belonged, the
Anglican and Roman, they sang those wonderful
words of many of the most familiar Psalms, not
only daily, but even several times & day For in-
stance, the 110th, ** The Lord said unto my Lord, Sit
thou at my nght hand till I make thine enemes
thy footstool . The Lord hath sworn and will
not repent, Thou art a priest forever after the order
of Mclchizadek,” and the 130th, ** Out of the depths
have T cried untoc thee, O Lord Lord, hear my
voice let thine ears be attentive tu the vowce of my
supplications  If thou, Lord, shouldest mark .muqum-
ties, O Lord. who shall stand® But there 15 for-
giveness with thee that thou mayesti be feared I
wait for the Lord, my soul doth wait, and in his
word do I hope. My soul waiteth for the Lord more
than they that watch for the morning 1 say more
than they that watch for the morning. Let Israel
hope :n the Lord for with the Lord there 1s mercy,
and with him s plenteous redemption. And he
shall redeem Tsrael from all his iniquitics >’

When we cvealise the important part that the
Psalms have played in the spiritual development of
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the people of God, we are prepared to find  them
comprehensive 1in doctrine, or ieaching, as well as
in prayer, praise, worship, ethics, history and pro-
phecy. While the Psalms were specially adapted to
the Israelitish people under the law of Moses, they
rise 1n much of thewr teaching to mspired anticipation
of the New Testament Church And the individual
soul finds all he needs here w comiort, guide, and
luminate him in his recurring and changmg conflicts
Calvin says, ‘* No one will ever find in himself a
single feeling whereof the image 1s not reflected 1n
tins mirror Nay, all griefs, sorrows, fears. doubts,
hopes, cares and anviehies, n short, all those tumul-
tous agitations wherewith the minds of men are
wont 1o be tossed—the Holy Ghost hath here repre-
sented to the hfe. ™

Many of the Psatms wcre used in hturgical worship,
being chanted responsively, or antiphonally, by the
simgers and people as they marched up to Jerusalem
to take part i the sacred solemmties of the feasts
which God Himself had mstiruted i1 connection with
His worship; and we nced not be surprised that in
these psalms such as that magnificent mnsptred an-
them, the 107th, with 1ts ever-recurnng refrain, sung
ne doubt by thousands of voices, ' Ch that men
would praise the Lord for hus goouness (loving-kind-
ness), and for his wonderful works to the children
of men,’”” we find the clearest and most unmstak-
able teaching regarding God's will for our bodies

One of God’s favourite ways of teaching us s
through songs  We find that, when He woold fasten
certain greai truths on the munds of the Tsraelites,
and thewr cluldren forever, He commanded Moses to
write an inspired song (Deut, xxx1 28-30, xxxun 1, 2)
Also note that we are instructed fo teach and ad-
monish one another, not in Hharsh words, or cutting
phrases, but “ w.th psalms and hymns and spiritual
sorgs 't (Col w18} Let us gee to it that when
we try to help one another i these ways we Dbave
a love-song in our hearts. This method of teachung
by songs has been found most effective. One man
said that !f he wanted to influence a nation he would
rather wnte their natienal and popular songs than
their ustones and philosophies
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In the Dark Ages, before printing came .nto vogue,
1t was very comemon for students of all the Arts and
Suences to use songs and poems to enable them to
retam the facts that 1 was neocessary foe them 1o
comnut to memory. And one can hardly over-esn-
mate the powerful and lasting effect on the Israelites
of singing from babyheod those magnificent words,
and ocnes Like them, *F Fools becanse of thew trans-
grassion, and becavse of their nuquities are 2flicted
Thew soul abborreth all manner of meat and they
deaw near unto the gates of death ™ (Ps o 17,
18]  Why are they thus aflicted® Why have they
lost ol deswe for food®  Why are they brought to
the very gates of death? *' Because of their trans-
gressions and thewr miquities.”” Do vou think they
ever could or would foiget the relation between sin
and stckpess?  *f Then they cry unte the Lond
thar trooble ' {Ps cve 180 No mentwon of resort-
ing to human means, only to the simple prayer of
faith which saves the sick, *f and he saveth them out
of their distresses Tle sent lus word and healed
themn [Tt was ail that was necessary It 15 all that
15 necessary}, and delivered them from thetr destruc-
trons **

id not trust 1n tus past experrences Filled with the
Holy Ghost, Paul sard, ‘F Oh, full of all subtlety **—

' Thou chidd of the dewil *—one of the brood, one
of the enemy’s children, not necessanly a demon of

trfutes, and there are commercial demons, but they
have a smooth, high-sounding, decerving title—
" mediums,” ' clarrveyants,” and other high-sound-
wig names They brag ther masters much gamn
There @s hope even Ffor these deluded, possessed
people if they want deliverance God wants Pauls to
deliver these creatures. The demon knew the way
of truth but the victim did not He lkept 1t from her,
but he could not keep 1t from the Holy-Ghost-filled
people, the servante of God  Spinc-filled  peopls
sur up demon-filled people. The soothsayer was per-
fectly normal and well-behaved untd Paul came along.
Paut got blamed and punished for the whole trans-

aetion.  The same spint that put the demon in the
girl prompted those men to have Paul put into
prison

God's servants are mot promised immuonity from
the rage of the enemy, but God can overrule, for
His gloey, the wrath of the enemy, as we see in the
sequence here—the salvation of the Philippian jailer.

She married a simple carpet weaver, named John

Crossley. After passing from the stages of appren-
tice and journeyman, he rented a small waoollen
miil, with a dwelling house attached Rusing one
might and entering the yard of his home, he promised
the Lord that if God would bless hrm, he would give
God part of the increase  And God heard the prayer
of that poor man To-day we find in Halifax, mam-
meth factones, employing 5,000 hands, owned by the
chidren of that father. Two comfortable and com-
modious alms houses, erected and endowed hy two
of them, furmshing a guiet home for a large number
of deserving poor. A large orphanage reared by
anpther, with model workmen’s dwclling houses near
by All this was because of God's blessings And
they stand there as an Ebenezer of God's faithful-
ness in answering the prayers of that poor young
man and woman  The same God that answered their
prajers will answer ours if we wall 1 the hight
as He 15 tn the light, and do His will

Many years ago a lad of sixteen years left home
to seek his fortune As he trudged along he met an
old neighbour, the captain of a canal boat, and the
following conversation took place which changed the
whole current of the boy's Lfe,

** Well, William, where are you gomg? "’

“1 dan’t know, father 1s too pour to keep me at
home any longer, and says I must now make a
living for myself.”

“ There 135 no trouble about thag,”” sad the old
captmn  'f Be sure you start right, and you el
ger along finely °

Willilam told his friend that the only trade he knew
arything about was soap and candle mmaking, ar
whith he had helped his father while at home

* Well,” said the old man, ** let me pray with yon
once more, and pree vou a bttle adwvice, and then
[ will let you ga ™

They both kneeled down upon the towpath) the
dear old man prayed earnestly for William, and then
gave this advice ** Some one will soon be the lead-
mg soap maker in New York It may be you, as
will as anyone T hope it may. Be a good man,
gree Your heart to Chnst, give God all that belongs
to Him of what you earn: make an honest soap; give
a full pound, and I am certain that you will be a
prosperous man '’

When the boy arrived in the city he found it hard
to get work Lonesome and far from home, he re-
memberad his meother's words and thé last words of
the canal hoat captain  He was then led to *' scek
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first the kingdom of heaven,” and united wih the
charch. He remembersd his prommse to  the old
captain, and the first severeign he earned brought
up the question of the Lord’s part In the Bible he
found that the Jews gave one tenth; so he smd *“ If
the Lord will take one tenth, I will give that

And so he did, and two shilhings of every pound
was sacred to the Lord Hawving regular employ-
ment tw: soon found a partner, and after a few years,
his partner died and Willhlam became the sole owner
of the business He made an honest soap, gave a
full pound, and instructed hiz book kecper to open
un account with the Lord, and carry one tenth of ali
his 1ncome to that account He prospercd. bis
business grew, hus farmly was blessed ; his soap sofd,
and he grew rich faster than he had hoped  He then
gave the Lord two tenths and prospered more than
cver, then he gave three tenths, then four tenths.
He cducated his family, settled all his plans for hfe,
and gave all hes wncome to the Lord  This is the
story of Mr. Willam Colgate, who has given mullions
to the Lord’s cause, and left a name that will never
die

So you see, my fricnds, 1t pays to give God all
that belongs to Him. I conld mention many person's
names 1 this church that have prospered more simce
they have been trthing, than they ever expected to,
Onc man, tn this church now, began tithing when he
received but thirty-six shilings per week  He s now
recerving six pounds per week, and this has happened
within s1x months

A woman came to me the other day and sad:
* Pastor, since [ have beer tithing, God has won-
derfully blessed me. While I give more than [ used
to, God blesscs what remains more than He used to,
for what I have left goes a good deal further than
it did before I gave the Lord His part, and my hus-
band’s salury has been ucreased.”

I could mention many mare wnstances bot I don't
want to weary you  The following story, however,
will illustrate how it pays to obey God in giving

you ter meetin’ and makes your hfe happy " . . .
“ Oh, no, Lord,” sobbed the chdd, choking and
shivenng Then, ' Yes, yes, T will He gave up
mor'n that fer me™

Blmdly she extended the polished crutch and
placed 1t 1n the hands of the deacon who was taling
up the scanty collection For a moment the man
was puxeled, then, comprehending her meanmg, he
carried ber cruleh (o the [roat of the church, and
laid 1t on the table w front of the pulpie  The
memister stepped down and held wp the crutch with
shaking hands  The stence had completely unnerved
him, #and he counld not speak

Signs of the Near Return of Christ.

N the first article of this series, we dealt with
I the sunple fact of Chnst’s coming, but pow we
wish to examine some of the signs of the times
which are clearly pointing to the near return of
Christ.

There are always those who destre to look upon
the bright side of things—these we call optimists.
but when optimism clashes with cold fact, 1t 15
foolish  For istance, were a doctor to visit a dying
patient and, although seeing no possible chance of
recovery, cheer him with the false hope that he
would spon be better, we would call that doctor a
false optimist and a liar Far better to tell the
man gquetly that the end 1s near in order that he
nught prepare for death

It 15 better then that our eyes should be opened
to the diseased state of the world around and that we
should be awakened to hear the cry ‘' Behold, the
Eredegroom cometh ** than sleep on in ignorance of
the vital fact of the second advent.

Perhaps, for the sake of clearness, it would be as
well to drvide the signs mto four groups, namely,
Relgious, Socal, Providential and Political Sigos

I. RELiGious Signs

{1} We are told there wall be m the last days
scoffers, who will say ¢ Where 1s the promise of
His Comung? Thus we find that there are many
who dende the thought of the Near Return of
Chnst  Scientists talk of ages to come and prophesy
of great advancements in sctentific irvention Even
amongst some Chrisban denomunations there seems
to be a lack of definite witness to the coming of
Chrast

{8) Men are becorng ** lovers of pleasure more
than lovers of God ' {II Tim m. 4). The churches
are¢ all but empty, while places of amusement are
packed to the doors 1 remember a large church
near my home which provided & cinema entertainment
on Saturday afternoon and a concert at night .o
order to attract the pcople to 1ts services pn the
Sunday Another church of which I read felt com-
pelled to give up its Sunday mght service and showed
so-calied religious films instead as the only way of
attracting the young people Surely men are be-
cotmng lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God!

In a recent periodical I came across the following .
‘“ The newspapers tell of the surprise many people
got a few evenings ago, when, passing a certan
church in central London, they heard the sound of
jazzy music, popular songs, and the shuffle of danc-
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g feet issue from the old graveyard They were
mformed by a warder who was posted at the gates
that u dance and concert swere in progress, and that
the price of admussion was ninepence

The greens on either side of the approach were
to have provided the dance flosr, but the rain made
this impossible, 50 the couples jazzed on the flag-
stones, and the choir gave a variety programme 'n
the porch of the church  “ Where they are dancing,”
said the report, ' e the remains of more famous

people than any other London churchyard ean
buast
And all thus in the name of Christiamity ' Surely

the last days are upon us' Thank God, the old
gospel, 1f preached 1n the power of the Holy Spirit,
attracts men to Chrest withowr the ad of such
worldly amusements as the aboie

{3} In the last days men are to have' a form
of godimess, but to deay the power thercof '™ (JE
Tim m B3). That is to say, they will have all the
outward show of reugion without the experience of
the new bith n theirr life  Surcly that 1s so to-
day ' The great majonty of those who stll keep
up an outward form have stever been born agamn—
they are only empty professors

There s the sty of 2 young lad, who, having
just been saved, was naturally very keen to see others
enjoying the same salvation One day he eatered
a fram-car and, saw opposite lum a diprufied look-
g man, wearing a colir which scemed to hum like
a mimster’s  Leanmg forward he said, ** Are you
saved, sir? ' ‘“ Me'’ answered the man with
contempt, ' Why I'm a professor ™ *F Well," sard
the lad, ' I was that myself once, bur now, thank
God, I am a possessor and that’s better than all
vour professing © And thank Ged, 1t 137 For of
all men, the most nuserable are those who try to
keep up the outword form of religion withoui the
vital power of Chnst wihm

(4} Agamn, we are told that ' when the Son of
Man cometh, shall He find the {margin) fath on the
earth? ’’ (Luke xvm1 8) The reference 15 not so
much to sunple faith as to 2 belief in the whele
body of revealed tiuth as explamed in last article.

The great earthquake in Japan
15 still vivid 1 our memory when towns rocked to
ruins and thousands persshed One recalls the horrar

{3] Thera s however one last sign which I wish
to bring before the notice of the reader God has
a clock by which one may tell the fime of this age,
and the clock 1s the Jew Cast out of his own land,
subjected to persecution after persecution, hated and
despised by most nations, the Jew yet has cetamed
his cistinct nauonality and has refused to be either
extermmated or absorbed by the Gentile Nations
Christ uses on one occasion the fig-tree as a parable -
When you see the fig-tree putting forth its leaves
“ you know summer 15 nigh  So fikewise ye, when
