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Why Christians keep the First Day of the Week

Y way of imntroduction let me state that Chris-
B tians do oot keep the first day of the week
because they regard it as the Old Testament
Sabbath. The two days are by no means the same.
The Sabbath was a memorial of the old creation,
the Lord's Day a celebration of the new. The Sab-
bath called for physical rest, the new day the fuller
rest in Christ The Sabbath marited the end of the
dispensation of law, the first day that of the begin-
ning of the dispensation of grace The Jast Sabbath
was marred by gloom, unbelief, defeat and death.
The first Lord’s Day was characterised by joy, praise,

prepared to receive it as such  Circumcision was
performed on the eighth day. The ceremomally un-
clean were discharged on that day. On the eighth
day the priests entered upon thewr duties, and the
lugh priest entered into the holy of holies. The
feast of first fruis fell on that day. And the year
of jubilee occurred on the cighth Sabbatic year. All
these were typical of the blessings of the saints under
the new dispensation, Ounr salvation, c¢leansing,
anomnung and glortfication were all eighth day bles-
sings Now this eighth day answers to our first day.

triumph—a celebration of earth’s mightiest wictories,
over death and hell The new age requred an
entirely new day And just as there was a change
from the Passover to the Lord’s Supper, and from
circumcision to water baptism, so there was also a
change from the Sabbath to the Lord’s Day

In this limtle message we wish to set forth six
of the ¢huef reasons why Christizns almost univer-
sally have observed the first day of the week as the
Lord’s Day. They cclebrate this particular day,

Christ How natural, then, that this day rather than
any other should be adopted as the great memorial
day of the new age!

II. Tt Marxken tHE REsurRgEcTION oF CHRIST FROM
THE Dgap

Why is any day kept? Because of what happened on
that day We mnstinctively remember a day because
of 1ts associations  The Israelites celebrate the Sah-
bath and the Passover, Americans the Fourth of July
and the Eleventh of November sumply becauvse of
what happensd on those days. So we commemorate
the first day of the week Dbecause 1t marks the most
important event m the hstory of the world,  If ever
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Satan had hope, 1t was when Christ lay dead in the
grave But on the first Easter morming Christ arose
a Victor over dearth, hell and the grave Never be-
fore had such a day dawned upon this lost world
Satan was defeated, the Jews were dismayed, the dis-
ciples were made glad and the angels held a jubilee
No wonder 1t became the memorial day of the church.
Without the resurrection, the death of Christ would
have been no more than that of a martyr. In the
resurrection of Christ lay the proof that God had ac-
cepted the atonement for our sins, for *‘ If Chrst
hath not been rased, your faith 1s vain; ye are yet
in your sins ’ (I Cor. xv. 17). In the resurrection
of Christ we also have God’s full and final witness
to His divinity, a demonstration of completed re-
demption, and a pledge of coming resurrection and
glorification.

Each of the four Gospel writers record the fact
of our Lord’s resurrecrtion, and rtell us it was on the
first day of the week. They do not tell us the day
of His birth, nor even that of His death Why do
they specify the day of His resurrection if it was not
singled out as the great memorial of our completed
redemption?

IIT It was THE Day oF Our LorD’s SPEcCIAL
MANIFESTATION

On that memorable day Christ manifested Him-
self five times to His anxious disciples. The last
time He appeared to them in the upper room bring-
ing to them the message of peace, and shewing to
them the tokens of His redeeming love He also
breathed on them the Holy Spint, and gave them
the divine commssion Could they ever forget the
precious memories that clustered around that glorious
appearmg? Now Christ did not manifest Himself
agamn until just one week later But why did the
disciples meet again at the same place and at the same
time? And why did Jesus delay His second meeting
with the disciples for a whole week, passing over
the Sabbath? Plamnly, the Lord intended to sanction
that day as the one to be observed from that ume
on It was His pecuhiar way of confirming the action
of the disciples, and sanctifying this new memonal
day As often as the first day came around they
were found waiting for His manifestation until it be-
came to them a meeting of faith and love. In this
way it naturally became the glad day of religious
gatherings

IV It was tug Day oF THE OUTPOURING O THE
Hory SpirIT.

According to Lev xxu 15, 21, Pentecost occurred
on the first day of the week. The coming of the
Holy Spirit had been foreshadowed in Old Testament
type and prophecy Many Scriptures give glowing
descriptions of this glorious event The New Testa-
ment devoted thre¢ whole chapters to the details of

T

His coming and ministry. His presence in the church
was to characterise the new age In fact it marked
the birthday of the church, the beginning of the
great work of baptising believers in the Holy Spirit
It also marked the begmning of the preaching of the
Gospel in the power of the Holy Spirit leading to
the conversion of thousands. Now 1t would not be
strange that the Lord remamed in the grave till the
Sabbath was past, and the Holy Spirt remamned .n
Heaven till another Sabbath was past if it was not
God’s intention to characterise the new age with a
new day? Just as Christ had honoured the first day
of the week by His resurrection and personal mani-
festations, so now He further sets His seal upon that
day with the wonderful outpouring of the Holy Spurit
Surely the believer need no command to keep such
a day as a memorial Jesus sanctioned it, the Holy
Spirit sanctioned 1t, and the church has been obser-
ving 1t ever since and will o the end of mme.

V It Marxs THE GLORIOUS APOCALYPSE OF CHRIST
anND THE PERFEcTING OF THE NEw CREATION

The sublime revelation that God gave to the
Apostle John took place on the first day of the week
For * John was in the Spirit on the Lord’s Day ™’
(Rev. i. 10). Now the ‘- Lord’'s Day ' was generally
understood by the early church as referring to the
first day of the week That 1t does not refer to the
prophetic ** Day of the Lord ' will be readily seen
from the difference of expressions Besides, the first
vision is that of the glorified Redeemer among the
churches which had no connection with the ** day of
the Lord.” Moreover, the whole sertes of judgments
lead up to one great consummation—the restored
heavens and earth with Christ as the great and
glorious central figure. All this full and final day
celebration in commemoration of the new creation s
but a pledge and prophecy that one day all things
will be made new It i1s only befitting, then, that
John’s matchless vision of coming glories should be
granted on the first day of the week And because
1t speaks of the mighty trrumphs of our glorified
Lord 1t 1s only nght that it should be called, ‘* The
Lord’s Day.” The early church never called the
first day of the week ** The Sabbath.” It is a mis-
nomer, and leads to much confusion But by com-
mon consent this glorious day of days became known
as ' The Lord’s Day * It would be well if all
Christians would adopt this same name

VI. It 1s THE DAy WHICH wAS ADOPTED BY THE Earry
CrurcH ForR RELIGIOUS GATHERINGS, AND WHICH H\is
Smnce BEen (OBSERVED

We do not read of the disciples holding a service
on the Sabbath when Christ lay dead in the grave
But on that first Easter morning we find them as-
sembled and Christ in their midst. Another Sabbath
passed without a meeting, but on the followmng first
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day they are again assembled In each instance
Christ sanctioned this day by His presence and
blessing. AN this naturally suggested a new day for
calling together the followers of Christ for fellowship,
and the preaching of the Gospel We learn further
from the epistles of Paul that the early church
gathered habitually on a certain day. The expression
in I. Cor. x1. 17, * When ye come together *’ and
that in Heb xv. 25, *' Not forsaking our own as-
sembling together »* do not refer to mere incidents
but describe a custom or practise. What that par-
ticalar day was we learn from Acts xx. 6-12, where
we read *‘ And upon the first day of the week, when
we were gathered together to break bread, Paul dis-
coursed with them, etc. From this scripture we
learn some very interesting facts In 2. -6 we read
that after Paul reached Troas he * tarried seven
days. ' This shews plainly that he passed over a
Saturday, or Sabbath, that he might meet with the
Troas bréthren when they were accustomed to come
together, on the first day of the week. Again we
learn that on this day, and not on the Sabbath, they
¢ broke bread,” that is, observed the Lord’s Supper.
We further learn that this was the day on which they
were accustomed to preach the Word. From I. Cor.
xvl. 2 we also learn that Paul gave direction to the
churches to set apart offerings for charitable pur-
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poses on the first day of the week Note his own
words, “ Upon the first day of the week let each
one of you lay by hum in store, as he may prosper,
that no collections be made when I come.”” But
why should this be done on the first rather than on
any other day of the week? Simply because it was
an act of worship suitable to that day. That this was
a public rather than a private act may be seen from
the special provision in the precept, ** That there be
no gathering when I come.” If there had been only
a prvate setting apart of a certam proportion for
the Lord’s work there would still have been need for
collections upon Paul’s arrival In the above re-
ferences we have the clear teaching of the Apostles
with reference to the custom of the early church keep-
ing the first day of the week  They habitually
gathered on that day for the observance of the Lord’s
Supper, the preaching of the Word, and the re-
ceiving of offerings. And this same practice has been
continued all down through the centuries, and ob-
tains among Christtans generally to-day. There is
no command in the New Testament to keep either
the seventh or the first day of the week But an ex-
ample is often as good as a command. And here
we have the example of the Apostles and the early
church keeping the first day of the week. And this
is another reason why Christians keep that day.

BELGIAN CONGO

R James Mullan wnites, under deate January
M 3rd, 1927, as follows :—

I thank God I can report continued
blessing on His work here at Kisanga. There is no
doubt that the Holy Spirit 1s working here 1n answer,
I believe, to the prayers of the saints in the home-
land Since my arrival here, scarcely a week has
passed without seeing one or two professing conver-
sion, or backshiders restored. For all this I can take
no credit, because as yet my knowledge of the lan-
guage is far from permitting any great fluency of
speech. I am glad to say that when I do attempt
to preach *‘ Jesus,” I experience the power of the
Hely Ghost upon me, and I am enabled to speak
much more freely than I do in ordinary conversation
\'Nhat joy it brings to one’s soul to see these young
lives surrendering to Christ, especially when one
knows the deplorable sinfulness of these people, and
how difficult it is for these young men to take a
stand for Jesus, in face of the terrible temptations
they are subjected to ‘every day and mght Thank
God the Gospel of Jesus Christ is indeed the power of
God unto salvaton to everyone that believeth

I.t is very difficult to get the grown-ups here to
believe—or "even to listen to the Gospel, they seem

endeavour to do, and occasionally we manage to

Very few of them ever venture

get into conversation with them about God (they
avoid this subject as much as possible, and pretend
not to understand) The other day I had an oppor-
tumity to witness to several old men—they are old
men here when they are forty or fifty years old
Whilst going round the village visiting the people I
came to one man sitting outside a hut with his wife
He had a filthy sore on his leg, so I asked him about
it, and after replying he passed some evil remark
about the woman, using at the same time one of
their names for God. 1 seized this opportumty to
speak about God and the various names they had
for Him. The man laughed and denied that they knew
anything about God; as we talked, several other
men, hearing our voices joined us and all displayed
an unusual interest in the discussion, each one voic-
g his opinion, the crowd all the time increasing
m number. They lstened respectfully while I told
them of God, how He hated sin—His judgment on
all mankind because of their sins, of how Jesus, God's
Son, had come into the world to save sinners, of
His death and resurrection. I urged them to accept
Christ and to turn from sin, or they would continue
under God’s wrath and eventually be turned into heil
to suffer eternal punishment They argued about all
this, and the only dectsion they would come to was
that i1t was a good thing to become a Christian be-
cause the Bwanas (the missionaries) would help them
w get riches I enhghrened them with regard to
this matter, and after inviting them to the meetings,
I left them, praying that God would bless the seed
sown 1 weakness, on ground that seemed to be <o
hard and barren—yet, who knows, with God's people
mn the homeland praying, the seed sown under God’s
blessing, may bring forth fruit in some of those lives

AMONG THE MEXICANS

HE following s an extract from a letter dated
January Tth, 1927, from Mr and Mrs. George
Thomas :—

Christmas Eve, or ‘* Noche Buena,’ is an impor-
tant event to the Mexicans, it 1s to them what
Christmas Day is to us

For some weeks before Christmas, the children of
our Sunday School had been learning hymns and
verses of Scripture, in reachness for December 24th,
and had looked forward with eager anticipation to
* Noche Buena *' (Good Night)

At last the ** Day ’* arrived, and a pretty Christ-
mas Tree was fixed up and decorated, in a room at
the rear of the church, while 1 the church itself,
palm branches had been so arranged as to give quite
a pleasing effect,
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At 7 o'clock the service commenced, the children
were all there, dressed in their best, and it did our
hearts good as we listened to them singing ther
Christmas hymns, and repeating their verses of
Scripture, about the “ Babe, born in Bethlehem,
the ** Wise Men from the Kast,”” etc The parents
had come too, to see and hear their children, so this
afforded us an opportunity to tell them the story of
Salvation

men and women i our meeting, who had not been
there before, many of whom we are sure, are hungry
for God At the close of the service we mvited them
to the altar, and almost all of them came out and
knelt, while we prayed with them. Some of the men
had been drinking, and had bottles of whisky or
other liquor under their coats As we heard them
pray, and tell God that they were gulty black sinners,
and ask Him to save them we realised that deep
down in thewr hearts their was a craving after the

The Three Future Judgments
By PASTOR GILBERT T. FLETCHER (Elim Evangelistic Band).
(Concluded from February lst 1ssus).

Judgment of the Living Nations. This

judgment will take place when Jesus returns
to earth again accompanied by all His saints (He
will have come for them to the ‘air’ long ere this
judgment occurs} The place of judgment will be the
valley of Jehoshaphat (Joel m. 2, also v. 12) and the
subjects judged will be the Gentile Nations alive at
that time.

After the rapture of the saints at the coming of
the Bridegroom, the world will continue just the same
as before, ie., there will be no change in the pro-
gramme, business as usual, pleasure as usual, every-
thing as usual will be the motto; but suddenly there
will arise a mighty man—a man of destiny—a man
of sin—a lawless one—the Anhichnist. By flattery
he will gain ascendency, and by cunmng he will soon
rise 0 be the great world dictator. The world will
receive him, because already the world is being pre-
pared for bim (many are asking to-day, ‘* Is Mus-
solini the Antichrist? ’—and although this article
does not pretend to be a treatise about the Anti-
christ, the writer would say that he does not be-
lieve Mussolim1 to be the Antichrist, but he certaunly
seems to be a type of the Coming Man of Sin—he
15 a shadow of Antichrist) Even the Jews will be
musled by the great world-emperor, and he will make
a covenant with them for seven years, under which
covenant they will return to their own land and think
that the Millennium so long promised by Jehovah has
at last arrived Their delusion will soon be revealed
and sad and bitter will be their awakening from the
spell cast upon them by the personality of the Anti-
christ, for in the midst of the seven years he wll
break the league or pact, and then* suddenly the
* Time of Jacob’s trouble ’—the tribulation—will
break upon God’s ancient people (Daniel- ix. 27;
Damel xu. 1; Jer. xzxx. 7; Matt. xxiv 21, etc.).

THE second of the Future Judgments, is the

PrioR to the tribulation, and -the revelation of
Antichrist in his true colours, whilst the Jews are
still under his terrible spell, there will.suddenly arise
two witnesses We have the account of therr advent,
ministry, persecution, martyrdom and resurrection in
Rev xi. Some have taught that these two witnesses
will be Enoch and Elijah (the two prophets who
were faken to heaven without dying), but there is
no scriptural foundation for this teaching. That they
come 1n the power and spint of Ehjah we can fully
understand from a study of the chapter, and that
they perform signs and wonders even as Moses did
of old 1s true, but.we are not told their names, and
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so dare not speculate. These two witnesses arise,
and their pecular mission is to expose Antichrist, as
the great decewver of the Jews He has come n
his own name, and the Jews have recerved hum and
hailed him as therr Messiah (John v. 43). Anomnted
with the Spirit of God, they fearlessly and boldly de-
ounce the Man of Sin, and warn the people that re
is deceiving them, and that they should depart from
mis way, and prepare themselves for the Coming of
the true Messiah, and accept the Gospel of the King-
dom (e, the Gospel announcing the near approach
of the Millennium through the soon coming of the
King of Kings and Lord of Lords). Many are the
attempts made by the agents of the Antichrist to
assassinate them, but all such attacks are turned aside
because these men are immortal until theirr mimstry
1s finished.

When however, their testimony 1s ended, and the
will of God fulfilled, the Antichrist has them slain,
and foolishly imagines they are done with Oh, the
rejoicing over their death, people send each other
presents; there 15 public delight that the two faithful
witnesses are silenced—but stay, God has not
finished with them yet. Their dead bodies have been
refused burial, and have lamn in the open streets three
and a half days, a gazing-stock for all to behold,
when suddenly the spirit of life from God enters their
bodies, and they stand upon their feet, and a great
voice is heard from heaven, saying, ‘Come up
hither * and-a cloud descends to tzke them up, and
in the sight of all, the despised witnesses are
publicly vindicated by God, and caught up to glory,
whilst great fear falls upon the beholders At the
same hour occurs a great earthquake, the tenth part
of the city falls, seven thousand men pensh n it,
and those who remamn are affrighted.

OnE may ask, ‘* Was the mimstry of the two wit-
nesses-a failure? ¥ 'We would say that there 15 every
widication that their ministry succeeds. Many of the
godly, orthodox Jews, already doubtful in thewr own
minds concerning Antichrist, will be fully convinced
by what their ears have heard through the mouths
of the prophets, and being eye-witnesses of ther
open recognition and raptuie by God, will now come
right out of the camp of the Man of Sin, and take
their stand for the Gospel of the Kingdom—these
persuaded ones, will then become the preachers of
the Gospel of the Coming Kingdom of Messiah
(Matt. xxiv. 14),

Doubtless these faithful preachers will be perse-
cuted, and multitudes of them be put to death, but
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the witness will nevertheless go forth to all the
nations of the earth

Soon Annchrist will be revealed 1n lus true colours,
and will lzunch his great schemes upon the world.
With the aid of the False Propher, his confederate,
he will now shew what his object has been all the
tume, 1.€., the manfestation of himself as God. We
need not dwell upon the making of the great image,
and the command to all men to worship this image
oo pam of death {Rev. xi.) but we pass on to
mention the great scheme in which he all but suc-
ceeds—but here again just when he sees wvictory
within hs grasp, Christ appears and destroys him
and his satelhite. 'We refer to his attempt to exrer-
munate the Jewish race from the earth. The launch-
g of the great battle of Amageddon (Zech. xii. 2,
v, 2, et seq , Rev. xiv. 20, xix 17, 21), will prove
the undoing of this arch-fiend, for when poor Jerusa-
lem 15 well-nigh conguered, the true Deliverer appears
from heaven above, and the battle turns to victory
for the oppressed and defeat for the foe.

It 1s at this tune that Christ will st up His judg-
ment seat upon the earth, in the valley of Jehiosha-
phat, and will judge the living nations Natice
Aatt xxv. 31-46. The Shepherd-Judge will have
before Him three classes of people.

(1) My brethren (Ihs earthly people, the Jews
Israel, united, converted, forgiven and happy wath
the King).

(2) The sheep {Thase who have recerved the
Jewish messengers and believed the Gospel of the
Kingdom),

(3) The goais (Those who have persecuted the
messengers, and refused the Gospel of the King-
dom, having recetved the mark of the beast, and
worshipped him, and helped on his ungodly
schemes).

It will be seen that the sheep and goats are judged
for thewr treaument of the " Brethren ’, the sheep
laving recerved them and their messagy: are rewarderd,
but the goeis having persecuted them and rejected
their message, will be doomed.

The outcome or 1ssue of this judgment wiil be,
that the sheep will go into the Millenpral Kingdom
with the people of Christ, and the goats will go
away into perdition

Matthew xxv 31-46 15 often spinitualised, but we
contend that whilst there is certainly a spiritual appli-
cation there is most surely the literal interpretatiom
which refers to the Judgment we have been studymng.

THE final judgment, is the Judgment of the Great
White Throne., Thiz judgment takes place at the
end of time, and the judgment will be set up in
space  When the Judge shall sit, the heaven and the
carth wnll flec away from before His face, and there
will be found no place for them.
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The subjects of thes grear last judgment will be
the wicked dead of all ages. No saint of God who
hias been saved by sovereign grace, will stand before
that dread judgment seat, only those who have lived
and died m sin.  Christ-rejectors, those who have re-
fused the offered mercy of God through Christ our
Sawiour, those who have despized the blood of atone-
ment, and who have resisted the Holy Ghost. These
will be the subjects of that judgment. Small and
great, rich and poor, kings and beggars, religious
professors who have no salvation; as well as ungodly
men who have made no pretension to religion; wise
mey, scienbsts, as well as fools and ignorant ones
Well says the Word of God, ** It 1s appornted unto
men once to die, but after s the judgment '’ {Heb.
o 27} This appomement none of the unsaved can
miss—they must keep 1t. God will surely call all
men into account for their wasted Lves, and smful
days on earth None can escape this great judgment
morning, save those who are washed 1n the blood
of the Lamb.

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Pentecost—Past and Present

N view of the stnking claims advanced by many
I devoted Chnstians to-day to the possession of
an apostolic experience, 1t would be well to
proceed to an unhiassed examination of that which
actually transpired on the Day of Pentecost and
then to carefully compare the result of our invest-
gation with that which is taking place in the present-
day Pentecostal Movement, which now numbers
hundreds of thousands of earnest and mature be-
Lievers mmongst its adherents. The results of such
an enquiry will to some extent enable us to deter-
muine whether these claims are scripturally jusufiable
or not, whether first cenlury practice and phenocmena
have any parallel 1n the hfe of the church to-day
I it 1s true that on earth at the

short, can we find in Pentecostal circles to-day a
counterpart of that which took place in Jerusalem?
Withour the shghrest hesitation we submit that the
Lhulk of Pentecostal testimony 15 undoubtedly evan-
gelical, amongst 1ts evangelists may be found some
of the most successful soulwinners of the present
century, whilst its revival campaigns provide some
of the most striking statistics, revealing and re-
cording some of the most wonderful trivmphs of
the old Gospel Within the short space of two
years thousands of souls have heen led to  Christ
through the message and mimstry of those who are
labouring in this country under the auspices of this
Mevement  Hundreds of young men and maidens

filled ddiscipleship 12 always in some measure of a
soulwinning character If tlus 15 the case, then o
all fairness we must ask, how far does the exisung
Pentecostal Movement resemble in practice, polity
and expenence the primutive church? Iz its witness
evangelical? Does it strike the New Birth note?
Is it insistent upon a New Creation? Does its
message contain the music of the Atonement? In

spurious power which 15 at work
decerving the Lord's people by means of counterfeit
signs and wonders? We are not yet convinced that
the character of the Il has undergone such a
complete change as to make bun the author of
revival along regencration lines and on a widespread
scale. No stretch of the imagination will enable us
to attribute to him that which 15 now taking place
In so many Centres, Some power 15 at work in the
lives of these followers of Christ, hindling the fire
of intense concern of the perishmg Can it be
uther than the dynamic of the Holy Spint? The
sluggish spiritual Iife of dozens of Christian com-
munities 15 being stirred to a new activity; places
where converts have not been regustered for many
years are now becoming centres of soul-saving
fervour and fire. Converts are taking the plece of
concerts The church 13 recewving power to give
birth to spiritual children, A glonous and aggres-
sive evangelism 1s laying hold of these men and
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womenh who declare that they are filled with the new
wine of the Kingdom. We admit that there have
been those tdentified wrth the present Pentecostal
Movement who have become so wrapt up in their
own spiritual enrichment and advancement as to
lose the soul-saving vision. DBut these are only an
mconsiderable minonty—they represent the excep-
tion and not the rule

A further examination of the account of what fock
place on and subsequent to the Day of Pentecost
leads us to say that another feature which should
distingussh such an outpouring .0 any period shoubd
be :

IL.  Samurs

AS the one hundred and twenty went forth from
the upper room, 1t speedily became evident that they
had received an enduement of power which enabled
them to confirm thewr testimony by lives that gleamed
with the glory of God. °° Wilh gladness and single-
ness of keart ' they bore their witness to the realdy
of that which had taken place n their lives.

Samnts!' Perhaps our more modern interpretation
of that term 1s somewhat misleachimg  Sainthness
does not mean a monkish mysticism which cuts
itself off from associavon with the world. Saints
are not ascetics who dwell apart from the ordinary
haunts of men They are such as have won their
laurels on the field of everyday life, We venture
to say that never was a sturdier set of saints found
than thosc early disciples of Jesus. They were
made of the matenal that coufd stand the wear and
tear of hard circumstances. They could stand the
storm and not finch i the hght. Theirr caperience
did not confine them to harbour—they were made
for the high seas. They were not of the *f glass-
vase " type hut built on the *f all-weather  principie.

Here we would point out that we understand
saintlingss to sigmify separation m the spiritual sense
If there already existed a gulf 'twizt the disciples
of Chnst and the people of that period prior to
Pentecost, how much grearer would the gulf be
afterwards. The diffurence in Ufe and charzcter
would then be emphasised to a larger extenr, If
they had been misunderstood previously, they will
now be stll more misunderstood.

Separation ts not a condition to saintliness, it is
the effect; we are not saints because we are separate,
we are scparate because we are saints  If separa-
tion 1s a sequence to saintliness, then we art not
surpnised to find that suffering also follows in the
train of Christian experience. It requires but a
brief survery of the early' chuich to discover that
thewr unflinching faithfulness speedily involved them
in bitter persecution The hand of the enemy was
laid heavily upon them It was oot the suffering
that made them saints but it served to manifest
saintly character.

NU matter tow cntical the stndent of  scnpiue
may be be = bound to admur that the Day of Fentc-
cost was marked by severzl starthng  supernatural
signs  The inspired Janguage used s unmisiahably
clear. * And suddenly there came a sound from

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heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled
all the house where they were sitting. And there
appeared unto them «<loven tongues, hike as of fire,
and 1t sat opon each of them; and they were all
filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with
other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance *’
(Acts i1 2-4)

Thus we see that Lhis, the wmtial advent of the
Hoty Spirit, was distinguished by certain events whach
would stamp it indelibly upon the consciousness of
those who were privileged to participate therein.
The * cloven tongues of fire,’— the rushmg mighty
wwmd 7 and the utterance in ‘ other tomgues ’ were
a1l calculated to make 1t 2 memorable experience in
their lives.

And here it is that possibly we may find the most
convincing similarity between the outpounng of the
first century and that of the fwenticth century. In
fuer the most distinctive feature 1n both instances s
the same, poth being of a supernatural character.

‘When we discover that hundreds of thousands of
carnest Christians are witnessing to-day of an ex-
pericnce exactly umform with that of the upper room
at Jerusalem, then surely we must at least pause to
examing their testimeny and see whether it really
and truly conforms to0 and coafirms that found n
the Word of God.

IN the first place we learn that these Christian dis-
ciples who to-day are receiving the Holy Spint in
the same way as 1n Acts in, were seeking the ful-
fitment of the very same promise as that made to
the hundred and twenty. Christ told them to tarry
for the promise of the Father: in cbedience to this
command they are found waiting when the Holy
Ghost came in the remarkable manner described
above It 18 symificant to observe that they were
sovking the same protuse, from the seme source, in
the same spirit, for the same purpose, and that they
tlaim to have recerved the same baptism in exactly
the same manner as those who tarried on the Day
of Pentecost In so many instances the spirtual
phenomenon has been repeated in the experience of
thosc who have sought to be unmersed m the Holy
Spint  And consequently recognising it as Divine,
like Peter of old they unhesttatingly affirm © this s
that.” Are we to accept their testimony or discredit
it?  That we must assume some attrtude towards
the posiwon that they hold 1s obvious We submit
that what is experienced is either devilish or Divine
=-lt 15 either from above or heneath. If it is Satanic
then the only course for all Christians is to avoid
It, but on the other hand if it 15 Divine, then surely
It is something that should be dilipently sought by
all true belisvers Many of the Lord’s people agree
that the Church in all perinds of this dispensation
sl}ould be Pentecostal in chatacter as far as soul-
wWinning and samt-making are concerned, but when

the question of supernatural signs 15 raised then they
are at once at 1ssue with thase who stand for a full-
orbed Pentecostal Evangel and evpernience It ap-
pears to be the desire of much Chrstian thought
to strp the upper room of much of its miraculous
wonder and glory. In other words a bold attempt
15 bumng made to windicate a posimon which, 1o say
the least, falls shoart of the Dhmee pattern

Sometimes the argument 15 adsapced that there are
in existence Pentecostal Assemblies where extrava-
gance 15 encouraged and fauaticism 1s found, and
therefore 1t 18 wisdom to give a wide berth to the
whole movement People wath a normal mentality
are pot in the habit of regarding the whole currency
ol the realm as spurious hecause they are unfortunate
enough to encounter one counterfeit coun  Nether
do we consign the fruitage of the whole tree to the
rcfuse heap because we discover one diseased apple
To focus upon some isolated instamces of fanaticism
may suit those who are preudiced agamst that
which God is doing at this time and in this way,
but we are convinced that honesl enquirers will not
suffer themselves to be thus misled  The evidences
of the Divine ongin of thc work now in progress
m various parts of the world are far too weighty to
be 1gnored

And so to briefly review the situation, we find that
in these three main features viz.

IT is not uncommon to meet the very plansible ob-
jection from thuse who are bitterly hostle to Pente-
costal preaching and praciree, that such nuraculous
manifestations as * healing,' * prophecy,” ‘speaking
with olher tongues,” etc, are quite unnecessary {o
the life of the Church 1n these tunes  Bat pray
what auothonity are such objections based upon?
Can we afford to dispense with aught that God has
been pleased to include 1n the Divine programme?
Where can we find in the Scriptures that which even
appears to endorse the penurious position 1n which
too often the people of God are found to-day? Is
not the abserce of these heaven-seat siyrns rarher to
be reparded as an mdictment of the Church on the
grave grounds of unbelicf? Why do we denounce
that in which the early Church delighted? A sign-
less baptism in the Holy Spint 1s nowhere revealed
mn the Bible—then why seek to strip it of these God-
given seals? Many assemblies of Christians  are
languishing i the iand of drought when they might
b: enjoying the rich frurts of Canaan, simply because
they have lent their ears to the fearful sugpestions of
those who sought to hinder their spintual progress;
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and thus they possess a Pentecostal vision from
which the supernatural element has to a great ex-
tent been extracted.

Snould we not welcome an experience which opens
up such a realm of spiritual possibility? That ushers
us nto the temple of triumphant teshimony and wee-
torwous viseon? That brings the dypumic of the
Gospel ioto powerful play in the hfe? That #&lls
and floods the whale being wath heavenly love? That
makes each mumistry vibrant with spintual melody?
That makes the Scrniptures glow with a new inspira-
tion? Surely we should not shrink from that which
uiters such a hentage of blessing and yields such a
harvest of happiness?

TO those readers who tremblingly stand upon the
brink of Pentecost, let me urge you to plunge .n
to all that God has prepared for you. If you seek
bread, do you fear that you will recarve a stone
from the Father's hand? Is nt consistent with the
revealed character of Jehovah to act thus?  Would
He allow M. own, who crave His fulness, to be
betrayed into the morass of error? Nay, such mis.
trustful thoughts are unworthy of those who have
known the Lord The writer 1s fully persuaded that

Carlisle visits Glasgow

TRAIN of eleven corridor carriages carrying
A seven hundred passengers, left Carlisle
station for Glasgow, on Saturday, February
5th, at noon Out of this number of passengers,
six hundred and fifty were Elm friends and converts
from the newly-formed Elmm Church of the Four-
square Gospel, Carlisle
Anyone walking down the platform as the tram
stood 1n the station, would have scen over a hundred
labels bearing the words ‘‘ Reserved for Elm,”
pasted on the windows. so we are correct in saymg
that this was an Ebm lrarn  Think of it—a tran-
load of saved and happy people, mostly converts of
the recent great revival services conducted by Pastor
George Jeffreys, in Carlisle
The enthusiasm of the young converts as they en-
trained was great, they sang Elm hymns and
choruses, praising the Name of the Lord Jesus It

where Pastor George Jeffreys 15 conducting the revival campaign,

Munco Haur, Grascow,

was heaven upon earth. The journey occupied about
two and a half hours, but .nstead of being tedious
and tiresome, it was ‘ glory all the way.’ Singing
parties rarded each compartment en route, and bom-
barded the occupants with Gospel music, and sweet
and heavenly 1t was, coming as 1t did from hearts
afire with heavenly love.

On arrval at the Glasgow (Central) station we
noted the great crowds of people hurrying to the
trains, trams and ’buses for the purpose of attend-
Ing one of the great football matches for which
Glasgow 1s so keen, but our train-load was hastening
to St Mungo’s Hall, to see our beloved Pastor and
his co-workers and to spend ¢ a day with God.’

HE Parable of The Prodigal Son (Luke xv) is the best
known of all the parables of Christ, and 1t 1s sur-
passingly wonderful from every point of view But in

order to grasp its main lesson and to appreciate 1ts great
climax, 1t 15 needful to observe that 1t was addressed directly
to the Phartsees and Scribes, and that it was the Lord’s
answer to ther mdignant complamnt, * This man recewveth
sinners and eateth with them ” (v 2) Thereupon, ** He
spake this parable to them ™

Cnrist s wuingness o assocrare with swners had from the
first excited the astonishment and indignation of the Pharisees
Early m His munistry they had asked His disciples, * Why
eateth your Master with publicans and sinners?  and from
the standpoint of therr doctrine 1t was a most natural ques-
tion (Matt x 11)

HOW, to get the force of the parable it must be noticed
that the elder son in the parable asks substantially thus very
questton For, as he drew near the house, and heard the
sound of the music and rejoicings inside, ** he called one of
the servants, and asked what these thimgs meant” {v 26}
Therefore we should give close attention to the verses that
follow (27 to the end of the parable) because they give us
the Divme ecplanatron of what was such a sore puzzle to
the Pharisees

The servant replied ** Thy brother 1s come, and thy father
hath kifled the fatted calf, ‘because he hath received hems safe
and sound ' We call attention to the fact that this reply
mentions both the points of the complamt the Pharisees had
maae—recerwing sioners, ana eatng with them

These few words contain a surpassingly wonderful revelation
They tell us, and in a way that carries conviction of 1its
truth, that God's joy, in which all heaven shares, 1s over the
recovery of one sinner, more than over ninety and nme just
persons {(such as the Pharsees esteemed themselves to be)
who need no repentance

But it 1s not of this truth, great as it 1s, that we wish now
to speak Qur present purpose 1s to call arention o several
remarkable features in the concluding verses of the parable,
where 1ts climax s found

lHE sitwation 1s this the son who 1s inside the house, en-
joying the feasting and merry-making (of which indeed he 1s
the cause) 1s the one who had declared his badness and un-
worthiness, whereas the son who 1s without 1s he who loudly
proctaimed his goodness and worthiness Let it be noted that
he was outside by his own will and chowce, for the door was
open to hum also, and a share in the festvity was freely offered
to him But he chese to remain outside and to find fault
with what his father had done ** He was angry and would
not go 1n” So his behaviour corresponded perfectly with that
of the Pharisees, and with that of all mer to the present day
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Thursday, March 31st. * When I meditate upon Thy ordi-
nances, then perceive I Thy pathways "’~-Psalm cxix, 15 Spur-
rell}.

Yes, it is through the windows of meditatton that Light oft-
times streams upon our darkened way. In the contemplation
of truth guidance 1s given God's way 1s i His Word, but
it may only be revealed w those who diligently seek it
Whilst to the unenlightened it yields no direction, yet to those
who are the mtiated of the Lord, it makes plain the path

The elder son complained because his father had not bes-
towed upon him the means whereby he might mahke merry
with his own associates The father did not, indeed, bring
the joy outside to where that son was, but he came out him-
self and entreated him to enter Likewise God does not bring
heaven’s joys outside to men who turn away from Him and
complain of His way of saving sinners, but He comes out to
them, o the Person of Christ, and by His servants, beseeching

WE believe there 1s a special application of this part of the
parable to the Jewish people They had been a chosen people,
“ mgh unto God," even as the eﬁier son had remained with
his father, whereas the Gentiles had gone ** far off,"” like the
younger son But now the publicans and sinners and Gentiles
too, were entering into the Kingdom, whereas the leaders and
the mass of the nation rejected the Saviour whom, 1 fulfil-
ment of His promise, God had sent to them They were
' angry and would not go in’’ Nevertheless, lihe the father
m the parable, God continues until now entreating them
to enter.

A Story Tuar 1s LeFT UNFINISHED

THIS brings us to one of the most striking features of the
parable, namely, that :t does not itell how the matier ended
It leaves us wondering whether or not that elder son y.elded
to his father's entreaties, and to the persuasion of the sounds
of music and festivity that came from within, or whether he
haraenea his heart, and—we his own loss—persisted i his
refusal to enter. How did 1t end? This 1s an interesting
question indeed, though we cannot find the answer Bur 1t
suggests a far more important question for such of our readers
as are yet in the outside place, who know not what David
speaks of as *! the blessedness of the man whose niquity 1s
forgiven, and whose stn 1s covered " (Psalm xxxu 1)

If you, dear reader, are one of these, the momentous question
1s, how will the story end with you, when the last chapter
shall have been wrnitten? See the door of God’s mercy which has
been kept wide open until now for you! and behold Jesus Christ,
the Lamb of God, slain and risen again that all things mght
be made ready for your salvation and your eternal joy in the
Father's house! Hearken also to the sounds from within of
the music and the rejoicings which have already * begun
and will never end! And above all, Iisten to the loving en-
treaties of the God of all grace, Who 1s urging you, even by
the lines you are now reading, ‘‘to come 1n "

For, however the story may end m your case, be sure of
this, that at this critical moment you are precisely in the
position of that son who *“ would not go m,”
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
