(Kisanga, Belgian Congo)

AM glad to be able to report continued blessing
on the work, Recently I baptised several be-
lievers here at Kisanga, also a few from a neigh-

I have just returned from baptising

bouring village
fourteen candidates at one of our out-stations, and
I expect to go back soon to baptise some more there

Shortly after my arrival at Kisanga some four
months ago, I was greatly disappointed because one
of the Kisanga out-stations had to close down owing
to the interference of the Roman Catholics, who
worm their way into many villages out here by bribery
and corruption | made this a matter of earnest
prayer, and i the meantime I posted the two native
Evangelists from that village in two other wvillages
temporarily God has blessed in a wonderful way n
these two villages, and souls have been saved through
the Evangelists.

It 1s only a few days ago, since God answered
prayer and opened the doors for us agamn in the
village where the Roman Catholics had gained a foot-
hold the Catechist soon cleared out and the Chief,
who 15 very powerful, and his people, desired us to
comg-back again So with joy, I hastened to send
ansevangelist to work there, and 1t is only to-day
that news has come back from him to say that al-
ready ten persons have professed conversion Praise
God! That 1s not all, for word also came 1n a short
time ago from another large village, which had gone
over to the Roman Catholics long ago, that the Chief
of that village wanted our Evangelists back again
Isn’t 1t wonderful how God answers prayer? The
other missionaries who had been at Kisanga Station,
and myself, had long been praying for this to hap-
pen 1 have already sent along two Lvangelsts,
and I am now expecting news of blessing there, for
God is faithful.

The way that news of blessing continues to come
in from the out-stations shews that God’s hand 1s
upon the work here For this I can assign no other
reason than that God is answering the prayers of
the dear saints in the homelands Recently I have
recetved a number of letters from some of God’s
people, and I have been greatly cheered and en-
couraged by their repeated assurances of earnest
prayer being offered up on behalf of the work here

Last week I set out to visit a new Evangelist 1n
one of the villages The journey to and from the
village was rather a tough one Never before had
I seen so many tse-tse flies, which seemed just to
settle on me like a swarm of bees, and were apparent-

ly so delighted with the quality of my blood, which
was evidently very much to their taste, that some f
them clung to me until I returned to Kisanga again.
While doing my utmost to escape these tse-tse flies
on my way to this village, I had the misfortune to
cycle over some thorns, and of course the inevitable
happened, and I found myself having to walk a good
part of the way there, and then after the meeting,
I had to tramp the eighteen odd miles back. 1 felt
a wee bit tired on my return, but in spite of this,
I felt very happy that I had gone, and found the
Lord s work progressing so well

God continues to bless His work here at Kisanga
and also 1n the little villages in the immediate vicinity.
The meetings are very well attended, and I think
on Sunday we had a record congregation for the
time I have been there. To-day I have had the joy
of baptising a further nine believers in water. Thus
the work of the Lord continues steadily to grow and
prospet, under His rich blessing.

may be accompanied by a mughty outpouring of the
Spatit, and the gathering in of hundreds of dear,
precious souls

Our forees herc have been increased since the ar-
rival of Mr. and Mrs. Vale from Kasongo Mule
Mr. Vale has charge of abourt six of the meeungs and
schools at the nearby out-stations There has been
a terrible epidemic of pneumonta and 1nfluenza in the
villages around Our baby, Eustace, started to go
down with it, but the Lord stayed it, and now he
15 running about so merrily again  Quite a few in
the mission compound are ill with colds, and my
wife is kept very busy poulticing and praying Our
teacher and evangelist ** Wombey ' 1s just groaning
to-day with the pdain 1n his lungs Last evening we
prayed around his native bed He has been much used
of God, and we are thanldful for such a helper whom
God has been so pleased to honour and bless He
has a muighty gift of tongues and interpretation

From Mr. and Mrs. G. H. Thomas
(Mexican Border)

INCE we last wrote, we have had another bap-
t:smal service when we bapused a young man.
Thts, like our first, was held at the edge of

the waters of the Pacific Ocean

The work here 1s going along steadidy. Lately, the
younger element of the Mexicans has been trymng -o
disturb our meetings as much as possible, by gather-
g around the door and windows and making as
much noise as possible, and interfering in other ways
It 15 oftentimes very annoying, as some of these of-
fenders are young men from whom we would expect
better, yet we prefer this to a total indifference on
their part, as someumes we are able 10 1nduce some
of them to come into the church where they sit and
histen to the Word. Quite a number of these young
men bave been in to our meetings.

We hold our open air meetings outside a Pool
(or bilhard) Hall, where the Mexicans from all
around congregate cach evening, Time and again we
have seen them leave the hilliard tables and come
out and listen to the singing and the testimonies, and
stay night through the meeting This 1s a good op-
portunity for sowing the seed, and we pray that we
shall also have a share .n the reaping of the harvest

Last Sunday, a young Mexican Christtan and 1
vrossed the border into the neighbouring town, w
sce If there were any possibilitiy of holding meetings
there We went across before eleven o’clock in the
mormng, and at that early hour saw numbers of men
and women drunk on the streets and in the saloons.
these people being for the most part from the
American side of the border, some of them coming
many miles 1in therr automobiles

In this town there are dozens of these saloons, in
every one of which there 1s an orchestra and an open
space for dancing

It was a sad sight to see these places thronged
with people sittmg n little groups around the tables,
drinking and smoking—both men and women—and
when the orchestra would strike up they would step
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out on to the open space and dance to the time ot
the music, oftentimes there being so many of them
that there was hardly enough room for them +o
move around. WWhen the orchestra stopped playing
the people would return to their seats and continue
the.r drinlung and smoking , this wene on incessantly
In another large bulding that we entered, which also
was crowded with people, we saw numbers of tables
around which were groups of people gambling At
some tables they gambled with the dice, at others
with cards, and at others 1t was roulette

It was pathetic to watch the faces of the men and
women as thewr money changed hands, and they
watched with stramed faces the throwing of the dice
or the revolving of the disc, and when they saw
that they had lost, they would give a lttle gasp or
make some other gesture which shewed their hecn
disappomntment, and which to us shewed how fast
they were in the grip of the Evil One

panion gave out tracts to the Mexicans, wluch they
wilingly recened We gave some also to the

we gave hum almost all we had, and when we passed
that way a2 httle later we saw them reading these
tracts

could not even hold meetings :n the house of a

Report of an Address

WANT to speak this afternoon of some things
concerming the Holy Spinit We have heard a
good deal about the Holy Spirit the last ten
u: fifteen years, especially since the Latter Rain out-
pouring, and many have come under the Spint’s
power, and have received what we are calling the
baptism of the Holy Ghost But I must say I be-
lieve there has been great loss to Pentecost as i
13 known throughout the world, and great loss m
the personal experience of many, because they have
some way got the idea that this baptism of the
Holy Ghost 1s the end of all things, while it 15 prac-
tically only the beginming Pentecost as far as its
reputation in the world 1s concernéd, 1s suffering be-
cause people do not more fully realise God’s purpose
w1 this wonderful outpouring
I want to speak about the ‘‘ Holy Spirit and . . .*
There are many things the Word tells us are +to
follow or accompany the work of the Spint. The
Scriptares speak of the Holy Spint and service, the
Holy Spirit and wisdom, the Holy Spirit and faith,
and numberless *other things that should have ac-
companied the Spirit 1n His working in our hearts
to make this experience fruitful as I beheve the Lord
intended.

THE first that we would thunk of perhaps is the
Holy Spirit and joy  This 1s spoken of m Acts xlis.
It reads ‘° And the disciples were filled with joy
and the Holy Ghost’ I think those of you who
were here when the Spint was poured out, will re-
member the Spirit of joy that was manifested A
brother who was present at that time remarked, that
although he had been in several other places where
the Spinit had fallen, he had never witnessed such
a baptism of Joy as the Lord gave us here. I shall
never forget it, the memory of it makes me praise
God. I was speaking of 1t yesterday to a brother
who* was here at that time and he said 1t was the
wonderful spint of joy, and the marvellous singing
m the Spint, that convinced him that it must be
from God, and set him seeking, and God met him
so speedily afterwards

I believe that is God's thought concerning Pente-
cost You see it was in the beginning a baptism >f
joy. The Word does say that the disciples *° con-
tinued day and might in the temple, praising and wor-
shippmg God '* They just did not want to go home
The reason that the disciples were so wonderfully
filled with joy was that the Spirit came after Jesus’
ascension. He had gone away into the Heavens,
and they were left alone. He had told them something
about His going, and that they would have to walk by

done in His presence He said He was not going to

truly as we recognise the Joy, they begin to ask:
“am I backshding? ** How many have gope
through these experiences and lost out! They did
not understand that God wasz going on with His
work, and giving the fulness of the baphism, whech
was to purfy and malke ready for the garncring.
Bur God has gone on with His process, we should
have understood 1t, 1t 15 the same discipline which
Jesus went through for thirty years. Jesus full of
the Holy Ghost from His birth, never needed any
fire for Himself, but for you and me He went through
those years of testing and proving.

_IN Malachy we read of the necessity of the refiner's
fire and fuller's scap  You say I thought that was
all fimshed,” but the Bible says  ** My thoughts
are not your thoughts **  The Lord sees we need
tnore fire, and why® ‘" And He shall purnify the
sons of Levy.’' Who were the Lowites?  They
were the very oncs wheo under Moses had already
been separated unto God They were not the worst
of all, but the best of all Just after they had
sepurated themseives unto God the word came,
* Take the Leyites and cleanse them ' Because we
have said ** Yes »’ to the Lord the word is ' Now
take them and cledanse them, and purge away every-
thing that belongs to the flesh, and bring them mto
the fulmness of the Life in Chrst.” We have a gueer
word 1in Frov. 2o . *° The slothful man roasteth not
that which he wook i hunung but the substance of a
diligent man 15 piccious ™ Now this is teling us
about a man who wert hurting, and got some game.
He tock it home and did not roast it, that is, after
he got it he did not value it and 1t simply decayed
and gave out nothing but corruption and death. That
iz exactly what some Pentecostal experiences come
to. Tney have decayed, and given out nothing but
death, whereas of they had been * roasted with fire,”
{(God’s fire of testing) they would have heen good
for food and given out bfe  Every blessing God grves
us roust be put to the test of fire It wiil be in the
future, before the Bema or judgment for rewards
when our works are to be tested by fire We might
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better have the fire now than when it is too Iate.
Just as soon as you seem to be most honest with
the Lord and ywelding up everything on the altar, i
15 just then that the fire begins What is the altar
tur? Why do they put the amumals on the altary
Not to leave them there to corrupt, but that they
should be cunsumed and offered up as a sacrifice unto
the Lord In the wheole burnr offenng every pare
was put on the altar, mncluding the head and wnwards
It was a picture of the perfect offerng of Christ o
God, a sweet savour offering It also 1s typical ~f
you and me as we fully surrender everything we have
and are to God, putting all on the altar Then pei-
haps we think as we have surrendered all to Gl
there will be no fire, but immediately the fire begins
Why of course! As soon as the offering 15 made,
the fire 12 applicd [t also says as soon as the oller-
iy began ** The song of the Lord began ¥’ All the
bimo the offering was burnng, the song of the Lord
cenfinuedd  (h! the Lord 1s putting us to the test
Im so many ways You have your own particular
test and I have nune and God 15 dealing with cach
one of His children just w1 the way they need, to
matwe and perfect them and malke them ready for
the gathering home. It will be a fire that will last
throughout our hifc and never ccase It suys that the
fre was never to go out, and 1 believe that the Lord
wants us to be.under the baptism of fire until He
comes, and m owder to eadure it we must learn this
“song of the Lord. If you are msunderstood,
worried, tned, 1f God seemns o put you o the shell
when you thouglit vou had a wonderful momsiry Ie.-
fore you, and 1t looks as though your bfe was just
as fechle as befoie your baptism, see tu it that you
begin tius ' seny of the Lord ** wlule the offerwg 1s
being consumed 1 am perfectly sure that we all
come shoit m this  We do let our song cease, aud
we hang our narps on the willows [ believe the firc
would not scem half so hot if 1t was accompanied
with the ' song of the Lord

Now, we have another word—the Holy Ghost
and obedience, and I belicve the [ack of obedience =
one cf the reasons why the song ceases In Acts
v 32 we read, " And we are His witnesses of these
things, and so 1s also the Holy Ghost, whom God
hath given to them that obey Him ’* We have num-
berless nstances 1 the Bible of the Holy Ghost and
chedience working together 1 just noticed this
mornmg n connection with Philip and his preachmg
m Acts vin, he was about his work 1n a certain
place, preaching and having a blessed numistry wien
suddenly the Spint sad, © T want you to go off 1o
the desert.'” *° And the angel of the Lord spoke unti
Yhudip saying, Arse, and go toward the seuth onte
the way that goeth down from Jerusalem unto Gasu
wluch is desert, and he arose and went.”’
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There are wvolumes in that He did not say,
“ Why Lord we are right in the midst of a revival,
people are being saved, why should you want me to
go somewhere else? No, not a word, ** he arose and
went > You know how the Lord worked and blessed
his ministry, and then wrought a miracle, hfting him
up and giving him that strange ride through the arr,
long hbefore the days of arrplanes If he had not
obeyed he would hase nussed that wonderful ex-
perience. I believe our fuatare growth and blessing
hangs upon our obedience.

The Lord put Peter to the same test you remember,
in Acts ¥ There was Cornelius, a heathen, but
‘“ devout and feared God,”” with a hungry heart,
praying and fasting, but yet in the dark The Lord
came to his rescue and samd, there 15 a man over
there 1n Joppa who can help you, send for him. God
was preparing Peter for this miumistry and gave hmm
that wonderful vision of the sheet let down from
heaven, full of all manner of amimals and creeping
things. Peter was puzzhng to know what the vision
meant We know now what it meant, but it was
not so easy for Peter to see that Pentecost was for
everybody. Suddenly there was a knock at the door,
and those messengers arrived God said, “ Go down
Peter and talk to them.” < Behold three meen seek
thee, arise therefore, and get thee down, and go with
them, doubting’ nothing >’ The word ‘ doubting °
in the original is ° analysing *—without analysmg
Oh, the Lord would say to us many times, stop
reassning, stop analysing, go when I say go You
know the outcome of Peter’s obedience, and how God
‘gave him that wonderful sermon to the Gentiles an-
the Holy Ghost fell on all that heard, because Peter
was obed.ent, doing what God told him to do I
believe there is much leanness and barrenness in our
lives many times because of little acts of disobedience
which cause us to lose the blessng

Then another word -—

Tre HoLy GHOST anND PRrRAYER

OH, who can tell the wonders of prayer in the Holy
Ghost We know something of it A word in
Ephesians says ' praying always with all prayer and
supplication 1n the Spirit, and watching thereunto
with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.™
Praying always, in the Spint. We forget to count
on the Spint’s upnsing I thank Him for some of
the things God has taught us, how in the early days
God would reveal to us His will and purpose as we
prayed

In the early days, when God shewed us this build-
ing, a great big brick barn stood where I now stand,
and you are sitting For seven years we prayed,
and this beautiful Tabernacle 15 here to-day because we
prayed We have never m all these years undertaken
any important step without prayer Sometimes we
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have prayed many years before the thing materialised.
We have waited on the Lord, until all became clear.

God has in answer to prayer caused to pass through
our hands from $18,000 to $20,000 yearly, part for
the home and part for the foreign work, but all in
answer to prayer, when we did not kn.w where
it would come from The Lord has enabled us to
carry on business for these years, withou a bank
account, hardly over more than one hundred dollars
in the Bank and that missionary money, ready to be
passed on But we have prayed, and we are here
to-day, to continue tu pray untid our work .s finished
and God calls us home If there 1s anything on earth
the dewil 1s contencing against, mn these days, it is
prayer. We find in our own experience that when
we gather for an evening to pray, we can sit and
talk and plan the work and converse about God and
heavenly things even, for any time uninterrupted, but
the moment we say, Now we must begin to pray.
the ’phone will ring or the door bell will ning and
some one will call, or a dozer things will seem to
happen at once to hinder prayer O yes, Satan is
willing you shall talk, but he is not willing you shall
pray O, who can estimate the wonders of a prayer
life t

It 1s through the Holy Ghost and prayer that
blessing 15 to come before God’s wrath is turned upon
the world 1n judgment T believe we are living in
the hours referred to in the second chapter of Joel
‘“ Blow ye the trumpet in Zion, and sound an alarm
11 my holy mountain for the day of the Lord
cometh for it is nigh at hand *” The day has come
when God would have an alarm sounded, and unless
we measure up along these lines we will not be
ready when the Lord comes O that one voice might
be heard ascending from the four corners of the
earth, ‘“ Thy kingdom come, thy will be done in
earth as it is in heaven ” Such a united cry would
hasten on the day of His appearing. when this
groaning earth will come mto the deliverance fore-
told by the prophets, and preached by the apostles,
and the kingdoms of this world would become the
kingdoms of our Lord and of His Christ!
