man offers one of the best possible lines of evidence
to indicate what acteally happened  This can only
be exanuned properly by a careful comparison of the
beliefs of evolutiomsts and the creationists about early
man and the

BEGINNING OF HUMAN HiISTORY

ONE may discuss general principles of biology

On taking Ussher’s chronology as approximately
correct, and the Bible narrative as good history, tne
following position will be held

The first man, Adam, was a direct creation, not
a product of ammal ancestry  Considering his ongn,
lus long Lfe, and other incidental facts, he and his
mmmediate successors, down at least to Noah and his
sons, would be termed supermen if they were alive
to-day  There 1s no caveman ongin here

Second, modern races of men will be believed to be
descended from the three sons of Noah, and human
history cannot run back for more than abour 4,500
years, except as traditions of an antediluvian earth
are added

On the side of evolution the following contrasting
condition would have to be believed

Recorded history would run back for eight or ten
thousand years, losing itself in the nudst of antiquity
rather than having any fairly sudden begimnmg. The
civilisation would be one growing out of a caveman
onigin and mentalty rather than a superman ongm
and mentality Since men had been men for hun-
dreds of thousards of years, and certam men had been
as finely developed from twelve to forty thousand
years ago as the so-called Cro-Magnon men of
southern Europe, the history of antiquity, and the
races of antiquity, should have developed min an earth
well peopled 1n all habitable portions rather than from
people starfing 1n one special district four thousand
odd years ago That ought to be plam

Such theories of ongins, the first of sudden, rather
recent Divine creation and the other of evolution
from the beasts through hundreds of thousands of
years, are so different and se distinet that their com-
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parative merits should be shewn very clearly by the
hnown facts of early history

As to the fact of a deluge several lines of evidence
can be presented

Fuirst, traditions of a great deluge are so wide-
spread that any clear-thinking, honest man must be-
lieve that there was some ternble deluge such as
Genesis describes

One must face the fact that the Bible and Chaldean
tablets are not the only accounts of a deluge. The
Greek account in which Deucalion, the Greek
““ Noah ' and his wife were saved mn an ark, and
landed on a mountain 1s commonly known  Clearly,
such a tradition could hardly have developed unless
an ancestor of the Greeks (being also the ancestor of
other races) had gone through such a deluge—either
that or there was a separate deluge for each separate
race, and few persons would wish to hold that theoiy

Next to the Hebrew, the Greek tradition of the
Deluge 1s the best known Other accounts come from
China, from the Polynesians in the Pacific, and from
the American Indians In fact Bullfinch, mn his Age
of Fable, states that all races bave the tradition of the
Deluge The story of the lost Atlantis, as given by
Plato, 1s an account of the destruction of the anted:-
luvian earth, rather than the destruction of a conu-
nent in the Atlantic Ocean

The geologists and the historians who accept evolu-
tion allow mo place in earth history for any great
deluge, vet the traditions exist and have to be faced
if one 33 honest and scientific  The creation theory
accepts them, the theory of evolution ignores them,
or tries to make a freshet on the plams of Chaldca
tesponstble for Greek, Chinese, and other traditions
of the Deluge

Score one hundred for creaticn on this evidence and
zero for evolution

THE ORIGIN OF MODERN RACES.

The next line of ewidence, 1s the place (and ume)
of origin of modern races Consider the place first

All races certainly came not long ago from west-
central Asia or thercabouts That fact 1s plam It
agrees with the theory of creation, and not at all with
the evolution of man through long ages
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The evidence for this 1s strong and direct 1 some
cases and indirect m others. Take the leading races
m order.

1. The Caucasians The name indicates the ap-
proxmmate place of origzn  The Aryans extend from
India on the south-east to the Atlantic on the north-
west, straught across the district south of the Caspian
Sea The Cimbr (Gauls, Celts, Sumenans) certainly
had therr original home between the Pers,an Gulf
and the Caspian Sea as did—obviously—the closely
related white races.

2 The Mongolhans The earliest definite date 1n
Chinese lustory 1s given by several authorites as
2,300 B C (ciurea), and the place, not Chma, but
south of the Caspian Sea. The language 15 asserted
to be Sumeman 1n origin, as was also the earliest
civilisation, and the earliest history  Naturally this
prings the other branches of the Mongolian race to
the same place and time of onigin as the Chinese, and
since the American Indian 1s a Mongolan offshoot
m patt, they also have to be held as coming from the
district, 4,000 odd years ago.

3 The Polynesians  Both the traditions and the
language, also many of the customs shew conclusive-
ly that the ancestors of this remarkable race came
across India only a few thousand yeais ago In faul
Maor traditions name Ur as the ancestral home
The Polynesians are seemuingly a Malay offshoot, and
the Malays seemingly came across India also, one
branch in fact going westward rather than eastward,
and forming the Hovas of Madagascar,

4 Negroes  Although the Negroes are primanly
an African people, the fact 1s plain that negroid peoples
exi5t n the Pacific and East Indian islands, as well
as mn parts of south-eastern Asia This hkewse points
tu the same pont of ongin as the Aryans, Mongolians,
Malays and, of course, the Semites

THE POINT OF ORIGIN
of all races seems to be the same, and the fime not
long ago

As to the latter pomnt, 1f one will trace the farrly
defimite dates of nations of antiquity be will find «
surprising number of them occurring about 1,500 B C |
ot a few hundred years earlier o1 later Only in the
great races of antiguity, China, Persia, Assyna,
India, Egypt, are much earlier records found, and
cxcept as traditions of antediluvian history occur, the
first dates among these nations are not far from
2,000 BC

One cannot possibly believe that peoples like the
Greeks, Latms, Phoenicians, Egyptians, and others,
existed for two or three, or ten thousand years, but
just appearcd in history, as separate, very distinct
rages on'y 4,000 years ago  Yer the theory of evolu-
tion would require that supposition

Evolution, by requring man to originate fiom an
ape-like stem, at least a hundred thousand years ago,
or by recent estimates about a mullion years ago,
would seemingly have had the earth filled with man-
kind tens of thousands of years ago. As highly en-
dowed individuals as the Cro-Magnons would dominate
western Europe from twelve to forty thousand years
ago, and that would give a far longer time than from

the dawn of history to the present for them to spread
abroad through the whole earth If they did, cei-
tainly all the peoples we now know would not have
come solely from west-central Asia only 4,000 years
ago—not unless a deluge or something of the sot
destroyed all mankind except a very few.

What would be required 1n order to fit evolution 1o
human history as we know 1t, would be for ape-man
to survive for thousands upon thousands of years and
advance to Neanderthal standards, for Neanderthal
men to survive for thousands upon thousands of
years, only to give way to the superb Cro-Magnon
people, who presumably had developed from anothe:
Iine of humans, for these men all to perish, vastly
superior though they were to therr

APE-MEN PREDECESSORS,
and having tools, intellgence, and domesticated
plants and ammals for therr support, for all men m
all parts of the earth to perish, n spite of the way
they advarced from apc-man swndards tarough tens
of thousands of years—all would perish except a fow
in west-central Asia, and possibly a few elsewler,
who would later fai:l to survive, and then these few
men m west-central Asia would suddenly spread out
over the whole earth, not as one race, but as many
diverse, lughly endowed peoples, seemuingly with the

foundation of a wonderful lot of civilisations? Such
a concept 1s ndiculous  Therefore the theory of
human origin by evolution 1s nidiculous  The only

kind of origin that will st this set of facts 1s that
given in Genests, of Noah and his sons as the pro-
genitors of all living races

The difference 1n races 15 a very technical problem
which can only be discussed here 1 a2 bnef and
general fashion The facr that races differ so much
from one another, as Mongolians, Whites and
Negroes, though all came from the same district only
a few thousand years agoe, favours the kind of history
Genesis presents immeasurably more than it favouss
the theory that mankind developed from ape stan-
dards for tens of thousands of years

The cntical pownt here «s that strong racial dif-
ferences must hase omgmated 1n the childhood of the
race, so to speak, that 1s to say, while men were few
Distinct breeds of amimals or varleties of plants can
only develop by i1solating a very few mdividuals—
almost anvariably one famuly, and only parts of that
family—from all other mdarviduals This fact 1s re-
cogrnused and acknowledged by all great biologists
It 15 one of the

PRIMARY FACTS OF GENETICS

Therefore to get races as disunct as Negroes and
Whites, the division between the two must have come
when very few men lived, or, speaking definutely,
among the 1mmediate descendants of Noah  Other-
wise the descendants of Noah would have married
back ana forth and all possible racial lines of marked
unporiance would have been obliterated However,
if mankind had increased from ape standards to typical
men, filing up the earth in the process, the isolation
of very small groups to develop into the present races
of men could not have ocecurred  The subject 15 .
techmical one, but very apparent to biologists The
great difference between races favours most decidedly
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a Genesis history, rather than a long, ape-man history

Lastly, when history dawns, it dawns on races very
highly endowed. The subject has been discussed so
well and so often elsewhere that it will not be more
than touched here  The Chinese, Chaldeans, As-
syrians, Persians, Pheenicians, Egyptians, and other
nations begin as crvilised, though very distinct from
one another How could this possibly be if they had
all developed gradually from ape-man standards
through tens of thousands of years, or even from
the finely endowed, but primitive-living hunters of
Cro-Magnon type? It could not be All that 1s left
for a true scientist to believe 1s the record of Genesis

SUMMARY.

Facts are facts and evidence 1s evidence, yet no
matter how learned a man or group of men may be,
pre-conceived ideas often dominate over fact Sull,
when facts are clear and are held up for public at-
tention they finally compel acceptance Here 15 a
set of facts that are perfectly plain and apparent to
all who will look at them Unfortunately most havc
seemingly been overlooked by those who are willing
to welcome them Weigh these facts, see if they do

Miracles are exceedingly various  The Bibneal
Cyclopedia gives a fine summary of Bible nutacles
It says.

** Miracles ranged in kind from acts resembling
acts of providence to acts resembling acts of creation,
and from acts of mamly a physical character to acts
matnly or even wholly mental or moral Those re-
corded n the New Testament included such as the
stillng of the storm on the Sea of Galilee, many
varieties of instantaneous healing of diseases, several
mnstances of raising the dead to lfe, the resurrection
of Christ. the awing of the multitudes at Christ’s
cleansing of the Temple, the gifts bestowed on the
Day of Pentecost, the conversion of Saul of Tarsus,
and all the extraordinary accompanmiments of the
mmustty of the Apostles Those recorded in thc
Old Testament included the special Divine acts doac
on behalf of the Hebrews in Egypt, at the Red Sea,
and 1n the wilderness the passage of the Jordan, the
fall of Jericho, the several extraordinary mnaidents in
the conquest of Canaan, the several remarkable events
connected with the appearances of the Angel-Jehovah,
and the several marvellous things marking the minis-
try of Elijah, Elisha, and other prophets They thus
were exceedingly various They were not all nor any
of them mere acts of power still less were they acts
done merely to astound or bewilder, or ternfy spec-
tators, and far less were they acts of caprice, or acts
of temporary or local import, done merely for the
persons whom they immediately affected They weie

holiness, mercy. omnipotence, omniscience, and wis-
dom, acts manifesting the moral glory of Deity, in
connectron with the government of our world, acts
on a range of principle or a range of operation as
wide as the range of operation in special providences,

out the sphere of sublunary things—acts for all time
and for all chmes as significant now and as full of
influences for future ages, as on the days when they

See how beautifully the passage II  Kings n
42, 44, foreshadows the bread-multiplying muracles of
the Lord

And there came a man {rom Baal-shalisha, and brougli
the man of God bread of the firstfruits, twenty loaves of
barley, and full ears of corn 1n the husk thereof And he
said, Give unto the people, that they may eat And his
servitor said, What, shoud I set this before an hundred
men? He said agawn, Give the people, that they may eat
for thus saith the Lord, They shall eat, and shall leave

3 Tue Meaning oF THE GIFT OF MIRACLES

The gift of healing expresses itself mn miracles
That healing .s a muracle .s clearly stated .n Scrip-
ture Acts v 22 says, '* For the man was above forty
years old. on whom this muacle of healing was
shewed »’

But sceing that the guft of healing is treated as «
separate gitt we will not think of miraculous heal-
mgs coming under the gift of muracles Miracics
are such that seas and waters divide, supernatural
fire 1gmites and destroys, rain ceases, bread and o1l
are multiplied, money 1s provided, chams are brolen
gates are opened, water 1s turned into wine, the sea
15 walked upon, the mouths of lions are stopped, and
so forth

Apart from muracles of healing and the miracles of
the Lord, muracles are very rare in the New Testa-
ment But they were undoubtedly worked at times
Ananias and Sapphira were miraculously destroycd
Saul was miraculously stopped in his mad carcer
Peter was muraculously delivered from prison  Herod
was miraculously smitten  Elymas was muraculously
strichen with blindness

loosed the Londs of Paul and Silas  All the lLives
of the storm-wrecked sailors were miraculously saved

4 ARE THERE PRESEMT-DAY MIRACLES?

There are undoubtedly present-day miracles His-
tory makes 1t clear that such miracles have occurred
at irregular times throughout the history of the
Church  These muracles have been usually wrought
in answer to special prayer Whether 1t can be squd
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that those responstble have the gift of miracles or not
1s not always clear Few, if any, can be said to have
habuually worked miracies Personally I do not know
of anyone who claims that the gift of miracles has
been possessed by them  Yet there are pioneers of
the Gospel in home and foreign lands who have at
tines seemed to have such a gift For mstance 1t
15 sawd of Wesley, *' The elements as well as stckness
were often in his way, prayer removed the hin-
drances *

Mrs Stuart Watt tells the following thrilling ex-
perience that came to her husband while he was en-
gaged m mussion work in Central Africa. He was
out on a mission tour, and thirty miles from the ms-
ston station, every water supply had failed and
strength was exhausted Twenty rules ahead was
the nearest poitt where water could be obtained
Two of the strongest natives were urged forward to
obtain water and return, while the remainder of the
cxhausted party crawled forward m slow, pamful
stages of a few hundred yards Thus stage afte
stage was made until the sun was high in the heavens,
gleaming 1n all its tropical fury  As the hours passed
the intense

AGONY OF THIRST

hecame more acute, the mouth foaming, and the
tongue so clave to the palate that Mr Watt could
only speak with great difficulty Eventually he could
only make about a hundred yards at a time, with tlc
aid of the men, who partially supported b On hys
body he retained the barest clothing so that as little
mosture as possible should be lost by perspiration
At last he realised that the climax had come To the
nattve who kept by his side he gasped out ** Sudie,
I can go no further If the men do not bring water,
here I die "’

He then threw himself down under parfial shadc
and then with an effort stretched out his hands to the
burning heavens, and prayed to God for onc drop
of rain to cool his feverish body. While he was pray-
ing a lttle cloud appeared 1n the heavens Borne by
some God-directed current 1t came directiy over where
the missionary lay, and instantly there fell a few, big
heavy drops He pulled his vest wrdely open so that
the large spots mught fall on his heated breast The
drops mcreased 1in number until there was a httle
shower of ran  To use Mr Watt’s own words ‘* 1
opened my mouth and thrust out my tongue to catch
the precious fllud  In about five minutes or less the
cloud was spent but I was revived My clothes were
quite wet on one side 1 got up and felt greatly
strengthened 1 said to Sudie ‘ Do you see what
God has done for us? ' * Yes, master, [ see 1t,’ came
his response | was then enabled to proceed, in short
stages all that afternoon, until sundown, when I met
my two faithful porters laden with their water vessels

The Rev George Grubb gives another miraculous
cxperience along a different ire  He says

* When my dear co-worker, Mr Millard, and I
were conducting a miss'on mn Cape Town n the yea
1890, two of the chief banks in Cape Town failed,
and a large number of people to whom I was preach-
tng on Sunday were beggars on Monday, and the
very gentleman in whose house | had been staying
lost heavily He was an earnest Christian man, well-

known 1n Cape Town
to pay a sum of
£60 OF TRUST MONEY;

he was trustee for some little property, and £60 of
tlus money was due, and he had to send 1t to England
by a certarn day Well, he had not the money to
pay 1t with, so he went to God in prayer, * Oh, my
heavenly Father, it ts not Thy will that any child of
Thine should be i debt, Thou hast declared in Thy
Holy Book that debt 1s a sin, Now, O Father, Thou
hast never yet allowed me to owe one penny in my
Life, and I do not believe Thou wilt allow me to do

Some time after that he had

so now My Father, I ask Thee to send me £60
before such a day comes that 1 may send 1t to
Lngland "

‘“ The day came, but no money had been recerved
Then my friend told me how he prayed to God n these
words, * Father, I am trusting Thee and Thou hast
said that whatsoever I shall ask in the Name of
Jesus shall be done Now, Father, Thou art able to
rain down the money from heaven to me if necessary,
I beheve that Thou wilt send me that £60 to-day,
I dv not know how '

‘“ He went to his office, and one o’clock came, and
the mail was 1o go at two o'clock No money had
come, he went out to his lunch, and he came back
about half-past one o’clock, and, looking upon his
desk, he saw a cheque lying there for £60 sterhing,
and sad to his clerk, ' How did this cheque come
here? ' Well, sir,” he rephied, * after you went oft
to luncheon, a gentleman came 1in and laid that cheque
on the counter and wert out agam ’

* Mr W— looked at the signature He did not
recognise 1t, he turned up his books, and found tha*
some years ago he had marked off this sum of money
as a bad debt that would never be paid This gentle-
man Lived a long way up the country, and God had
made that gentleman remember

Mussolini’s interview granted to Mr
and Mrs Ralph C Norton will be com-
mented upon by Christian papers all over
the wor'd  The Editor of the ** Sunday
School Times " (U S A ), who publishes
the interview, 1s aware of this We
cannot produce the whole of the mter-
view, but rhe extracts below are full of
mterest and justify us tn giving a longer
space than usual to one item Mr Nor-
ton says

Our first question was * Is there real
rehigious lhiberty 1n Italy, is 1t practical
or _only theoreucal?

His answer was, very positively '“Yes,
the same freedom for Jew Protestant,
or Catnole

We ook the liberty of telling him,
just here, that we knew of cases
which the priest domunated the local
authorities, <o <causing oppression and
persecutton to the Protestant body We
could see that he scarcely believed this,
and we are confident that f he were
really convinced of this abuse he would
unmediately take stern measures con-

power  We are told not to talk about the Blood mn
this enlightened age  Talk about love  Blood
savours of the slaughter-house and 1s not good form
It 15 added that there 15 no more power in the blood
of Jesus of Nazareth than in the blood of any martyr
who died for his faith, and that it i1s the life of Christ
that matters  He lived 33% years a beaunful life to
which we nught try to attain, but 1t only took Him
a few hours to die We surely need a revival to cause
the old message of redemption by blood to ring forth
“Without the shedding of blood there 1s no remus-
siwn of sin ** His ufe, although beautiful and full of
power, could not atone, but His blood c¢ould, for it
alone cleanses from all sin

We nced a revival to bring us back to depend on
the Holy Spint We have been depending on Church
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machinery and on vast organisation—might and human
power Men thinking they can run the Church better
than the Holy Spint It took the Spint of God to
move at the beginning of things, and everything was
set 1n order, and the whole creation began to run
well, So 1t 1s with the Church No one can run 1t
like the Holy Spint  He understands every wheel in
the machinery, and knows every place where the ol
15 required He can keep the fire in the furnace well
supplied Everything 1s at boiling' pomnt if left in His
hand Nothing can stop 1t, for it will go on fulfilling
the purpose for which it was bwlt What was that
purpose? Was the Church meant to be a social club,
a place where 1ts members were to meet together to
play bridge or whist, to take part in private theatricals,
and to turn its prayer room into a dance hall? The
Church 1s a called-out company, called out from the
world, and God expects her to fulfil the great purpose
for which she has been called—called to get others
inte 1—called to continue stedfastly in the Apostles’
doctrine, not continuing stedfastly in organising
bazaars, sales of work, fancy faurs, dances, etc

The early members of the Church came together to
meet the One in the midst  He was the attractiop—
Jesus  They also looked to the Holy Spirit to take
of the things of Chnst and reveal them unto them
They reahsed their utter dependence on the Third
Person of the Trinity and the purpose of their calling,
and they fulfilled 1t That :s why they were in a state
of continual revival As soon as they allowed the
world to come i, the Holy Spirit was 1gnored and was
grieved, and He withdrew Then

began to die down unutl it gradually went out, How
cold everything became Hearts were chilled, instead
of being warmed as they met together The pews

were no longer full  The church bell called the people
to the house of prayer in vam, until the need of re-
vival was felt, and many began to cry for the old-time

The cry of need entered into the ears of the Lord
of Sabaoth, and He answered The Church was re-
vived The standara of holiness was hfted up The
Church refused to have anything to do with the
world and worldly things The Holy Spint was asked
to take control agam The fire began to burn, and
the Lord began to add to the Church It was re-
vived, and England was saved from an awful revo-
lution  This was in John Waesley's days. Since his
days, when the need of revival has been felt and the
conditions complied with, times of refreshing have
come from the presence of the Lord  All over the
world Christians are praymng for revival, and God 1s
answering and will answer their prayers

Agaimn let us consider what i1t will mean when it
comes Things will change The sleep of death will
be disturbed  There will be an awakening Every-
thing will begin to move God’s standards will be
raised once again, and the masses will re-climb the
rugged precipice of backslhiding and will reach those
standards once more The bloodstamned banner of the

to provincial centres  Reading, Brighton,
Notungham, and Worlhing have each
in turn been the scene of fruitful wvisits

Formed nearly four years ago, the
Chowr has throughout that period carried
on a regular munistry of soul-saving and
soul-napiridg  SOuE The conunuvus
stream of appeals tor therr services pro-
vides 2 splendid tribute and testimomal
to the character of the work bewng done
by this band of salvation singers Many
can bear witness to the spirjtual stimulus
rccenved through this agency

From 1ts inception the Choir has been
under the leadership of Mr Douglas Gray,
through whose unnring  eflorts 1t has
reached 1ts present state of efficiency
IIimself a lover of muse and song, he
has gnen hmselt unsparingly to the
creation and consotidation of this body
of yourg people We .enture to say

that 1t 1s largely owing ro the excellent
example and infiuence of its leader, that
