Not
from carthly thrones do they mount They are cach one of royal
blood  But their dynasty 18 a heavenly one  Their radiant
brows bore just now the marks of care  Their slhnning frames
were a moment before bent with toil. The hands thiey raise in
glad worship were hardened by the touch ef-tofl and stress of
labour. Sowme there will be who like Daniel have stood for God
as statesmen and diplomats in Babylon-like courts, somne mighty
prophets, who like Elijah have thundered forth God's Word
where all knees seemed bowing to Baal; but few of them will b
missed in carthly upper ranks. ‘They are of heavenly rank.

They have been in the main misunderstood and lightly
esteemed; but their calling was so high and holy that they cared
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would preach fo brong up the diurehes to the standaid of holy hiving.”
Ve Tavker said, nat lung before e died : “What 15 wanted now Is a mission
to the churches  The great aoul 1 ery tor 1s the man whe will set fire to
the Chuich, amd bring back our conscious nced oi the Holy Glost.”

Is not this evidencod 1n the apathy, the prayeilessness, the fitful zeal,
the tow aml 1madequite views of sin that pievail among God's protessing
praple” The grosser evils may not be comuntted, but are not the wanrfesta-
twns of discontent, Lad tewper, cennoiousiess, worldliness, that are so
olten seen 1n Chuteh hife, just as dishonouring to Ged, and huitful to the
soul, as the sv-called gleat sins® No woilel a nunister was heard to say
a short tuuie ago: “Thele aie no tokens of God’s presence in the church
of wlhich I am the pastor. Sceuls ale not saved, nor are believers sanctified.
We seemn God-torsalken,”

How tiue this 15 of many chutches! The late Reader Mairis once
saud, “ The state of the world s bad encugl. Ihunkenness and lust,
fridelity and sin, ale swéeping almost unhiudered over the land, But, bad
as 11z, Lhe condhition of Ll ehuteh 1s, 1n many eases, far worse: wolso
tn proportion to ils exalted privileges and great 1esponsibiliky, woise, be-
cauwse 1o 1ls forthlessness must be asenibed the podiess state ot the world.
Perhaps the woist of all 15 the comparative indifference with whiell the
Clhntel 1ogards 165 own condition, and that ot the workl among whom it

15 placed to shine, and to whom 1t 15 speetally commissioned to hold forth
thie Word of Lite’? !

Nu wonder that “lehabod”—“The glory 15 departed”—las to be writ.
tenn ovel 50 wany of owr sauetuaries! The only lLope for such churches 1s
the thebandmg of the members, il only {hose ate leit who ale troe tg
God aund filled with I Spuit. These foew—be they only halt-u-dozen—
would do wfuntely mare good than a thousand halt-saved wotldly Christ-
lalls, 1ndeed, the wmore theie aie of this class 1n o chureh, the moie nischief

15 done, and the more the Holy Bpint w greved, resisted, guenched and
dishououred.

Is 1t not tnme we got 11d of our culpable mdifference to tlese things?
Dught we nut to be aslamed betore God of our silonee and apathy® Thank
Gud for those who realise the wretclicdness and leait-ache that sin i
vanng everywhere atgund them, and whe undeistand somewhat in their
own expedtenice the meamng ol the Psalunsl’s words. “* Rivers of water
L down mine eyes, because they keep not Thy Law » May God 10c1ease
the nmuber ! 1 believers evetywhele, 1n anguish of soul, were to ery to
God with the prophet of old  “O Lord, 1evive Thy wotk in the midst of
the years, in the wadst ol the yeats make 1t known, 1 wtath 1emember

merey,” the Kingdom of God would e mghtily extended, and crowds of
sinners would be saved.

But before this can take place we must know what 1t is to have
travail ot soul for their salvation. Dr, Pulstoid¢ once saad  “If the Chinch
15 the kingdom ot God with men, she must partake of God’s convern.
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she st eatty souls tn het Bosom unbil they ate born ot God. | am
imchnred to thank that a soul 1» never born again, apart 1om the fender
coneetn aind anxiety of some creaturely heart or hearts, What would the
cffect b tf the whnle Church tiavailed wellt anula?™  Na owonder that <o
few soul~ aie born again 1 our mudst, when we feel for thewm, and long for
them, sd canry them op our hearts oo hitle!

What 1s the 1emedy for this unconcein, coldness, selfishness, pride,
and woildliness of the Churel, and consequently  of manlkind? It s the
same to-tlay as on the day of Ascension, when our T.amd preseribed the
baptism of the Holy Ghost as the 1emedy, and the only remedy fo Peter’s
4rmdity, for Thomas’s doubt, for the selfishness of the sons of Zebades, and
the fear whiel caused all the dwsaples to forsake their Lowd, the remedy

“My gonl 1z God Hrumserr, nol joy, nor peace,
Nor even bipssmg, but Himserr, my God;

“Not by nmaght, noy by power, but by My Spirt, saith the Tord
of 1Tosls" {Zech & B ¥, . Them that have pieachied the gospel
unto v, with the Haoly Ghost send down from heaven” {1, Pet, 1- 12),

A. Names and Terms.

By compaing Acts 1. 5 to 8 with Acts & 4 it will be seen that
“Baptized 1n the Holy Ghost,” “the Holy Ghost is come upon you,”” and “filled
with the Iloly Ghost’ 1efer to the smne experience—that whieh Christ prom-
1secd s dohi 14 16,°T wili send you ancther Comforter . . the Sparit of Truth,”
Al ggany in Luke 21 -89, “ad]l ye be endued with power from on high.” The
everd ge 1cferrod fo 1n Aets 11: 15: “ The Haoly Ghost fell on them as on
us at the beginnming ™ This e recorded i Acts 10: 44-48, where the
additional ters, “Poured out the gift of the Holy Ghost” and “Received
the lioly Ghost™ ale also employed. Here Cornelius received the Spirt
thiough the teaclnng that “God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the
lHoly Ghost and power” (Acts 10 38) That cvenbt 1s spoken of in Luke
322 “The Iloly Ghost descended upon 1Iim.”  The same blessed
eypetlonee canie tn the Ephesians in Acts 19 18, whele soine of the above
terins mre cmployed, ool tn his eprstla Paul writes to tliem of that tune
(ph. 1.13), "After that ye behieved ye were sealed with the Holy Spirit
of promise.’”  Ilence we see that all these eleven terms (baptized mn the
Holy Ghost, the Holy Ghost coming upon, being filled with the Holy
Ghosl, 1ecetving the Comlorter, being endued with power, the Foly Ghost
falliny wn one, the gitt of the Holy Ghost bemg poured out, receiving
the Iloly Ghost, being anomted with the IIoly Ghost, the Holy Ghost
deseetiing upon viey, anld beaug sealed with the Holy Ghosty 1efer to
diiferent aspects of exactly the same event or experience,

B. It is Possible to be a Believer and yet not to have
Received the Holy Ghost.

. In Acts 812 we find that the Samaritans (not Jews, Jn. 4-8, Mat
10 &, 6, 2 Kings 17-24), were baptized believers. Yot the Aposiles “prayed
lor them that they imght 1ececive the Holy Ghost, for as yet He was
Fallen upon nove of them, only they were baptized m the Name of the
Lewd Jesus. Then lawd they their hanids upon them and they received
the Iloly Ghost”™ (Acts 8.13-17).

Agam Paul was saved on the road to Damaseus (Aets 9 5-6). That
this was the tume of his conversion 1s elearly scen by compavison with
Rom. 10 8 Yet m Aets 8.17 we find Ananias sent that Paul “might

« be flled with the Iloly Ghost,” so that, clearly, he was not thus
filladl at hts conversion.

In Aects 19 1, 2, the Ephesian believeis had “not so much as heard
wlhether there be any TIsly Glost™ Tn v 5 these Gentile {(Eph. 2:11})
helievels were baptized, but it was not till afterwards, when Paul laid
Ins hands upon them, and prayed for them, that the IToly Spirit “came
on thein ” - Consequently, 1n Ius epistle to these people, Paul Writes,

“ After thal ye believed, ye weie sealed with that Holy Spirit of promise’’
(Eph. 1.13),
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Thus we sce thal, though all dubihen of God aie “born of tle
Spuit” (John 1 13 and F3 5), and they are “fed by the Spinl” (Rom, 8 :14),
yeb 1L 1s necess=a1y for such to “recerve tho Spiud.” 1t was tecessaly fol
evenn Clinst, after HE was boin of the Spint (Lk, 1 35), to be filted with
the Spnit (Lk. 3 22). Tle s teachiing 1s eleatly set forth an type,
a2, 11 Lev, 2.5 awd 6; after the meat-offciing was mmgled with o1, 1
was still necessmiy to powr ol upon 1. Awd agaon, i Lev.e 14:17, 18,
after the ear, thwmb, and toe of e lepel il been donched with ol
it was slil! necessary to pour oil upon Ilnm.

We are ceitamnly told * If any man have not the Spmt of Cliist Lic
1> none of IIis” (Rom. 8.9), but this passage cannot contiadict those eited
above, and so the “Spumit of Chust’” eannot be the “Holy Spmt”

Tn Jne 14 16, Jesus says, T will pray the Ifather, and He shall
give you another Comnforter ” 8o Jesus 1x one Comfotter and the Iloly
Spirit 1s another Comfloiter At conversion we receive Clhnist (Joo 1.,12),
but 1t 1> then necessary to recewve the oty Spoain

C. Upon what Gonditions may the Believer Receive
the Holy Spirit.

The Spuit 18 given to “ those who Obey” God (\els §-32)  Conse-
quently those who are not hiving accordimg to God's will, as 1evealed
1Iis Wourd, canmot expeet to recewve Lhe Ioly Spoil. In Aets 2 38 (i)
“ Repent aud be baptized, cacli of you, m the Name of Jesus Chust,
beecause of the i1emission of your sins, and ye shall 1eeerve the gift of
the floly Hprmat® 8o that though, o thie case of Paul (Acts 9 17) and
Cmnelius’ household (Aets 10 46),  the St {ell upon thein before
thiey had been baphized, yeb repentanee, and Laptesm are clently laddd
clown s conditoms upon which we can elaim the * pronte-e of the Facher™
In Jobn 7 39 ... the Spané, which those who believe on 1Iin shoulld
reeave.”” This condition of fanh 1s essenfial, and o persou who doubls
and wavers on God’s promises caunot itececwve anythig from the Loid
(Jas 1.68-8) “ Have yve 1eceived thie 1loly Ghiost simice yo bulieved 27 (Acks
19:2). The word *recelve” mcans “‘take.”  God offer- us a gift, and (as

D. What is the Evidence that we have Received, or been
Baptized in the Holy Spirit?

In Aets 2 4 *“They weie all filled with the TIoly Ghoedl, and began
fo speak with othier tongues. . . 7 I does not say ihat 119 out of the
120 spoke 1 tongues, but all 1eceived a Tike mnnitestaiion, accompniving
the gift of the Floly Sput. I Acls 1906, “ when Paul lawd Ins hands
upon them the Holy Ghost came on them; and tliey spake wailh tongues
andd propheected ™ On the Geatiles also was prowed out the gift of the
Haoly Ghost, FOR they henrd them speak willt tongoes and magimfy God”
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(Aets 20:45, 46) In Acts 8.17 no details of manfestations accontpanying
tlie evenk ale given, though something miraculeus musk liave occurreil
lo mduce Simon thie sulcerer tu offer thie Apostles money, that he might
liave power tu do whal he saw them do. In Acts 9.17-19, we are nolb even
tolil that Paul recerved the Holy Spirir, though we kirow that he did, and
alsu that he spoke i tongues (I. Cor. 14 .18). Thus in all those cases
wheie the Holy Ghost was given, and where details of the event aie
recorded, all the 1ecipicnts spoke 1 tougues. BMoreover, i Acts 10 .46 and
11 15 1t was accepted as conclusive evidence that Cornelius and his house-
hobi had recerved the Holy Smnt. * For,” not “we saw love, joy,” nol
“they weaie used 1 soul winmng,” o1 “tlic Bible became a new book’;
Lut—*FOR they heard them speak with tongues® . . . {Acis 10 :46).
Tihus, dunng e piesent dispensation, those who say they have received
the Hely Spnit but have net spoken i tougues, have netther a scriptural
eapeilence, 1ol 4 seuiptolal evilence, Some will say, “ Bat ai such and
such a bine I was filled with joy,” or “my heart burncd witlhun me,'”" or
I had a viswon of the glonfied Clmst,” or “my Bibie beeame
it new  book,” or “I have been used in healing and o Iring-
tng souls to Climst”” Yet, before the Holy Spmit was poured out
upon the disciples (Jolin 7 39) they had joy {Lk. 24:52), Their hearts
burned withim tlhiem, and the scriptures wete opened up to them (Lk.
24 32) They saw the glonfied Chiist (Lk 9 29). They were given power
tir Ligal, awl to cast out demouns {Lk. 8.1} And they brought souls to
Jesus (Jno. 1.41, 455, Hence, blessed as these experiences are, none of
them 1s proot of having received the Holy Spinil. They are only evidence
tleat e 15 guidmg and working with the believer,

It must be made clear that though the believer maguifies God in
porgucs (Acts E-11 awd 10 45), as evidence, at the time, thai he hLas
recewved the Holy Spint, he does nol necessarily receive the gift of tongues,
1e., he may never have the ability to speak m tongues (I. Cor. 14 :27) ak
will  DBat God gives to oue the word of wisdom, to another farth, to
another gifts of healings, to another diveis kinds of tougues, and so on
(T. Cor. 12.8.10). Spcuking of the gifts, God asks “Do all speak wih
tongues ' (I. Cor 12:30) But on the other haiid, ** The manifestafion
of the Spint (as distinet from the gifts) 1s given to every man to profit
withal” (I. Cor. 12:7},

E. The Purpose of the Baptism in the Holy Spirit.

Goed clesires spiritual woishippers {(Jolin 4 -23} and spirvitual prayer
(Jude 20) It is a greit mastake to think ihat heady, intellectual, well
eapressed prayers are nceessamily pleasing to God. The happy, inaiticulate
pratiic of n coowmg baby 1z mee pleasing fo Him. In Matt, 21.16, in
fact, 1o calls 1t *f perfect praise,” because 1t comes from the heart; whereas
i may be said of some “This people honoureth me witl their Irps but
then Lieart 13 far Jrom Me” (Mk 7 6).

Thus Tet the ~cholar who has
stwdied o Lthie universily enquie, ““Ale my tlnee, five o1 seven yedls of
theologweal trantng producing the same wesulls as the Spun produced in
the Gahilean fishcumwen?”’  Guod shows tlie requusite cqurpment when le
says, Wit stammmerning hips and avollion longue (not with cloegquence and
post-graduate courses) will He speak to this people” (Isa. 28 .11)

F. The Results of being filled with the Spint.

Tlicse a1e, of course, partly dealt wrtle i the previous scction on
“The Puipose.,” Theie are nmme frud of the Spuit, and nine gifts of the
Sparit.  Practically all Chnistians acknowledge the necessity for the fiut,
but some say, without a single sciiptuial cotroboiation, that the muraculous
gifts have been done away, whereas the Seiipture says “ The gifts awd
caliing of Ged a1e withouts 1epentance” (Rom 11 28y TPaunl, ip I Con. 1 7

Chuteh 15 still mandesting the mits of the Spuit “ Go ye into all the
world, and preacli the gospel to every cieatuie  He thar beheveth and s
baptized shall be saved; bual he tbat beheveth not shall be dammed,  And
these signs shall follow them that believe s m My Name shall they cast
out devils; thiey shall speak with new tongnes: they shall take up serpents;
miut if they drink any deadly thing, it shail not hwt them; they shall lay
hands on the sick, and they shall 1ecover ™ (Maik 16 15-18), Since we 21c
still anming at the proclamation of the gospel to evary creature, and he
that believet: sl 15 baptized s stil! bemng saved, b 1s elear that Christ’s
wotds stifl hold true., We ae mdeed told that ** whether theie be tongues
they shall ceasc” (I, Cor 13 .8), but the passage also says, “wletlher theie
he kuowledge 1t shall vamsh away,”” whieh has certamly notl yet ocewred,
moteover the context cleamly shows that the lime when Lhese things ate
to be dispensed wilh, 194 when we shiall see ““faee to face,” and “know even
as we a1e known” (v, 12),

I Cor. 12+27, 28 teaclies Lthat the funciions of the vaieus members
of the body are analogous to the operations ot the vavous gifts m the
Church, Consequently an assemibly without the gifts v operation, 15 like
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a dismcinbered or paralysed body, whieli cettainly is not Christ's 1ntention,

The Wlitness of Goo.

““ If we receve the witness of men, the witness of God
is greater.”” What s the witness of God? Jesus said : ““ The
works that my Fathier has given me to do: THESE TESTIFY of
me.’”’ ¢ Believe me for the works’ sake.’”

What is true of Jesus should be true also of any Church
which professes to follow in His footsteps. His disciples ought
also to be able to say : *“ If I do not the works of Hun that sent
nme, believe me not.””  If we cannot *° work the wotks of God,”
we have no right to expeet the world to behieve what we say.
In the case of the first disciples, it is said that ** God was working
with them, CONFIRMING tlie word with the signs following.”
These sigus then were the winess or testimony of God to the
reality of their cevangel,

Very prominent amoug the signs was the *fsign of
tongues.”’  As Pcter affirmed coneerning Cornelius and his house-
hold @ ““I'he HEART-KNOWING God BARE thewm wrtngss : giving
them the Holy Spirit, even as unto us at the beginmng, cleansing
thewr hearts by faith ** The sign that they were baptized in
the Holy Spirit to the Jewish Christians who did not expect,
and ‘“ were astonished that the Holy Spirit was poured out on
the Gentiles ' was that ** they heard them speak with tongues
and magnify God’’;—otherwise they would never have believed
it possible, so fully possessed were they with the belief that it
was for the chosen people only. But we sce that this was
prommsced in Mark 16 .17, among the signs that should follow
them that believe, that they should ¢ speak in new languages,’’
““cast out demons,’” and also “‘lay their hands upon the sick and

because He is not “* confirming the Message by tlie signs which
follow.”

DBut what is
proving the fact more than anything else, is that we have seen
all these signs being performed by God’s people, not only here

AN ADDRESS GIVEN BY MR. W. F. P. BURTON, AT THE BELFAST
CONVENTION ON 27th DECEMBER, 1921 {(Concluded).

WHEN TO USE AND WHEN TO REFUSE MANIFESTATIONS

In the Baptismi in the Spuit we have been biought into a wonderful
new realin, in which very fiequently we see wonders and things out of
the natural, aud things that do not go according to our own thoughts at
all. Sometunes these things upset us, but moie often they upset others.
We were speakimg this afteinoon of being as those who are diunk with
the power of the Spiiit (Acts 2 .13, 15).

Now we are sorty that i many chuiches they never have anytlung
in the shightest degiee resembling this blessed and scriptuial experience,
but on the otlier hand, I behieve that veiy fiequently we can be led, just
in sheer exhilaiation of joy, mto those tlungs which aré not piofitable,
And you know “ the manifestation of the Spirit is given to eveiy man to
profit withal” (I Coi. 12-7) I want to leave a clear and Scriptural
impiession upon your minds, and so let me give you a page from my
personal experience.

When I received tlie Holy Spuit, I heaved and shook and laughed,
and fell onn the floo1, ancd clapped my hands till I nearly damaged a chair
Oh what a tune I had! The Comforter had come. It was almost too good
to be true. Somnetunes, when the power of God came upon e, 1t was like
great ocean hillows of love 10lling over and over me. My arms would
go like a whirlwind. The leader of our assembly was as new as I to this
sort of thing, and I must have caused him a good deal of anxiety, as I
shook and heaved, tremubled and fell to the giound, under the power of
God. Oh yes! It was the power of God alright, but I was puzzled about
tlie matter myself, and did not see the use of 1t all, but did not want to
quench the Spnit. I prayed mnucli about 1t, and one day I came upon a
verse in Lk. 24 .41, “ While they yet believed not for joy.”” I thought to
myself—joy is quite a coirect thing. It is guite legitimate to have jov.
Why should 1t hinder their believing? Suiely joy should help our heliev-
ing, but no! joy was hiudiance to their believing Joy is one of the fruits
of the Spint just like faith, and yet they believed uot for joy. As I thought
it out I saw that the power of God can he expended uselessly through onc
channel, wlhen it might be profitably einployed in anothier. That whereas
1t accomplished little in joy, 1t might have accomplished much in faith,
and that whereas little was done by my shaking and falling down, much
blessing might come from that very same power if inore profitably em-
ployed The power of God was right, but the use I made of 1t was
uuprofitable. And so Paul says,  Whether we be beside ourselves it is to
God, or whether we be sober it is for your cause (II. Cor. 5:13).

The joy and exhilaiation 1n worship to God, m other words, might
lead to actions alinost like those of a man beside himself, nevertheless,
in order to profit those about us, a moile sobher course must be followed,
‘“ All things are lawful for me, but all things are not expedient *+ all things
are lawful for me, but all things edify not. Let no man seek his own,
but every man another’s wealth” (I. Cor. 10.23, 24).

My laughing and shouting was fine to myself, but as nobady else was
blegsed by 1t, I determined that the power of God should rather go out 1n
pieaching and payer, i faith o1 in Bible exposition that others might be
benefited. It 1s exactly the same power as of old, but others beside myself
may now receive blessing, since it is employed in moie profitable channels,

Sometimes Gad is wanderfully blessing 1n a meeting, and perhaps you
are preaching the Gospel and you have the unsaved before you. The power
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of the Spirit is there and convietion has lawd hold upon their hearts.
Suddenly some sister jumps up witlh a seream, or shout, or wave of the
Lands. Everyone looks away, and you lLave lost their attentiom, Was it
bucause that sister was wicked? No, but if that power that was upon her
had gone out m fuath to God for precious souls, they would have believed.
Of 1f shie had a message n1 tongues with mterpretation, the preacher would
gladly have held las peace till 1 was dehvered, in accordance with I. Cor.
14 -30, and people would have been edified and blessed But instead, atten-
tiont has been diverted just when 1t was most vital to hold 1, and nobody
has reccived any good.

Thus mstead of jumwping and Jeikug, heaving and shouting, if we
let the power of God flow out in wunstry and in faith for precious souls,
stpnetlung witl be done {o Jesus. Perhaps somebody at this juncture would
hke to turn me to & verse m Fiov. 3 5, * Lean not anto thnte own
understanding.” Exactly, and of you read the coutext 1t says, " Trust m the
Lord with all thhte hiesart; aud lean oot ke fhine own sndestaodmg,. In
all thy ways acknowledge ITin, and He shall dincet tLy paths.”

And 1f thou dost trust Hum, and He directs thy paths, it will be
«ccording to His word, and that is to profit.

MAY I USE MY OWN MIND, OR MUST T PUT IT OUT OF TIHE WAY?

God intemls us to vse our seitses, for ITe says ** strong meat belongeth
to them wlhu, by 1eason of use, have their senses exereised . . 7 (Heb. 5:14).
Those nway {1om God aie boside themselves ¢ The paturel man recervetl
not thie thmgs of the Sprine of God, for they are foolishness to hiny’’ (I. Cor.
3:14), hut wheu the predigal son Ycame to hamsel,”' he went baek to his
father, And so those who a1e not truasting 1 God cannot expect to accom-
plizh muel by their own understanding.  But with us children of God it is
guite different,  “*We have tiie mund of Christ™ (1. Cor. 2 16). Are we
gomg to put it out of the way? People so often say, “You must put the
pund out of the way.” But God’s Woud does nod say se. It says, * Gird
up the loms of your mmd” (I. Pet 1-13), “God hath not given us the gift
of fear: bubk of power and of love, ad of a souwd mund ” So don’t put 1t
away, but let us use 1t, and glorify Him for 1.

I would like to show you a 1atber startling expressiom m Luke 1:3,
“ It seemed good to mie also, having had peifect understandiag of all
things fiom the very first, fo write unto thee . !

Do you believe that Luke's Gospel was inspiredt Of course you do.
Yet how did it come aboud that Luke was written? Did e fall on the
flovr, and hear voices, and Lave revelations? No, he just did what
“sanned good.” ‘Ol Luke”—I1 hea:r someone say—* don’t wrbe tall you
got some wwanl thrill, or have some unique vision, or expenence.” But
yes, he just went ahead, and God inspired what “it seemed good” to Luke
to wribe People say you must die Lo yoeur own mmnds. But Gold doesn't
say s0. He »ays, “I stir up yowr puie munds” (II. Pet 3.1). 1 do not
know Lhow you study youwr Bibles, but f thele s sometiing of vital
miportant upon my heait, T like to 1un through the whole Bible, or at
least through the New Testament, oo that subject  Now if you look up the
following Scriptures you will see that God gave people minds, and senses,
and judgment, and dizeistion, and God expected people to use, and blessed
them for usmg, those minds which ITe gave thiern for use .—Luke 1:3;
10+42; Acts 6 3, 5; 11.259; 16 3, 4: 19 21; 20 3, 13, 16; 28 33; Rom. 1:13;
12:2; 15 26, 27; T. Cor, 7.5, 1%, 13, 36, 39, 4G; 10-27; 14 1, 163, 4, 12;
IT. Cor, 1.15-18; 21+ 8.6, 19; 974 12.18: (ial. 6:10; I. Thess. 2 17; 31.1;
1. T, 3.1 Titus 3 12

But not only do we find people who eatot, or darve not, use their
own mmds.  We fnd othera who can only use their own nmunds. That is,
if there 15 something wlnch originates with another person, tliey will have
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nusgivings about it, winle some believe thewnselves so spiiitual, that tliey
cah pick faults 1in anything, or anybody but themselves. But this, of
coursc is not spruruality at all.  Paul prases God m Philemon 5, for
Philemon’s faith and love, “toward the Loid Jesus, and toward all saints.”
Yes, we must not only have faith in Jesus, but faith 1 the saiuts. The
same Spirit who dwells 1n us, dwells 1 them too, and God has made us
dependent one upon anothel, as members of the same body. So we not
only believe 1n using our own minds, but i using other people’s
minds as well “In the multitude of counsellois theie 1s safety” (Piov.
11:14), so 1t is a blessed tlung to take counsel with other people when we
want to know God’s will. There are pecple who are not fit to counsel
others, but some have received the gifts of wisdom, and knowledge, just
as definitely as others have 1ecerved tongues, or piophecy (I Cor 12 8).
It 1s just heie that the value of the giey-headed fatheis 1s most felt They
may not have the vigour and snap of youtl, but they have a maturity of
expertenice aud obseivation which makes them fitting counsellors of the
assembly.

What a mistake Rehoboam made when he foisook the counsel of the
old men, and consulted with the young men that were growi up with him
(I Kings 12:8) The Sciripture shows thiat God doesu’t do anytlung without
showing 1t to His servants the piophets. Thus 1f God has called you
soinewhere, others will also get the confirination, and 1t is always such
an assurance when you not only have the leading in your own heart but
otliers have 1t also.

Before I kuew iy wife, she Lieaid God’s call cut ruto the vineyard,
but she lud the matter in lier heait. Then the leaders of the Assemblies
also heaird from God, aud separated ler to the woik; with prayer and tlhe
laying ou of hands. And finally I, not knowmg of all that hLad gone
before, was led to her as my helpmeet,—*‘ The woman whom the Lord liath
appomted” (Gen. 24 44). Thus all this witness worked together, giving
accuinulated assuiance of God’s will. Theiefore if you ale feeling prompt-
mngs in your heart and miud, but are not quite sure of God’s will, go and
prayerfully talk 1t over with the elders of the assembly, or those who lhave
lad experience, I especially mention the elders because some act wilfully
aud independently, 1ignoiing the fact that God says “Obey them that have
thie rule over you, and subinit yourselves.” "There are tliose set to guide
thie ehurch (Heb 13.17) “Them whicli .. . ale over you 1 the Lord
(I. Thess. 5.12). To iguoie these 1s to ignore the Loid who gave them
their authoiity, and made them overseers (Acts 20.28). Tue youiiger ale
specially exhoited to submt theinselves to the older (I Pet, 5-5)

GUIDANCE TTHHROUGH CIRCUMSTANCES.

When we ask God’s guidance He often peoimits cireumstances so
to affect us as to make a mistake impossible. ITe 1s “ He that openetli ad
no man shuatteth; aud shuiteth and no man opeuetl’ (Rev. 3-9). So that
if He wishes us to go 1Ie will open up the way, wlule if He would have
us stay, He will just shut the door When 1 was convelied at 19 ycais of
age, immediately I wauted to go to Afiica, but no society would have nie,
tlrus tlie door was shut. Then for several years I had the gicat piivilege
of Dible study with a gifted student of God’s word After which once
more I wished to go, but agamn God shut the door, for iny fatlier's
eyesight failed, and he couldn‘t follow his profession as sea-captam. Thus
for a time 1t seemed as though 1t would be my duty to support my mother
and sisteis. In this way I was kept i the homeland and brouglhit mto
touch with divine healing, the Dbaptish 11 the Spuit, and the life of
faith. I prase God for closing the door to the foreign ficld, that I miglht
thus be better equipped befoie staiting out. Eventually my sisters became
mdependent, and my mother was ealled into the presence of the Lord
Jesus, and thus the doo1, long shut, ab last opened, and I was able to
set out for Afitca. In this connection I canuot speak too stiongly
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about dopeuding upon Goed for the supply of all ueeds. There are many
in the foregn field Lo-day who ought to be at home But they ean apply
to comintitocs o1 otganizations, and thus keep going, quite apart from
God’s provision. If T get my support from a hoard, I ean write home
anet say I want dlas o1 blat, and :f T get all I need by this means, there
12 no necesstty to depend upon God at all

80 I'm glad of u life of faith, and I tell God often, that the moment
He has finislied with the Gongo Evangelistic Mission, I'd like Him fo shut
the dooy by withlolidimg the funds for eaniying 1t on. YWhere He wants
us 4o go, e sciuds the means for gomng, but if we contemplate something
whieh 1s not m Il plan, He shuts the door by not sendmg the money
for that project Thus Ly lcaving the supply of one’s needs entirely in
God's hands, one leaves 1Iim with the option of opening and shutting
doors, and thus manifesting His will, I do not msinuate thar funds are
the only way that God has of shulfing doors or opening them. He has
many otlier means .—health, weather, civil autlorities, ete. But may we
have anonted eyes, to sec God’s will in these clreumstances, and to listen
when He 1w speaking  And finally, whether it be through inmer compul-
ston, friends, eileumstances, or any other means, 1 pray for you, and
desire that ye might be filled with the knowledge of His will in all
wisdom and spiritzal understanding; that ye might walk worthy of the
Lord unto alf pleasing, being fruitful in every good work, and increasing
in the knowledge of God” (Col 1 9, 10)
