“For unto us a Child is born, unio us a Son is given; and
the government shall be upon His shoulder; and His name shall
be called Wonderful, Counsellor, the mighty God, the everlasting
Father, the Prince of Peace.”—Isa. ix, b.

There are many holy days, memorial days, holidays; days
which commemorate cvents of great lmportancef-—blrthdays of
great men; birthdays of nations; but there 1s one day different
from them alI, a world-wide day, Lelebratmt‘r an event more won-
derful than any or all other events which have had to do with the
history of the world.

The Christmas holiday is more beautiful than all other days
because of its simplicity. It touches the hearts of the children;
it appeals to the parents; it is wonderful in ifs homely appeal—
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the shepherds, an open heaven, a celestial pronouncement, a star,
the wise men, a stable, a manger for a crib, a little baby.

MY OWN EXPERIENCE.

In the meantime, as the hiealing service approached, the first
of its kind [ had ever arranged, 1 began to be oppressed with a
tremendous sense of ihe need of power. Here was a woman who
was gomyg to challenge the unbelief of this worldly wise and
apostate community by invoking the power of God to perform
myracles I had always bebeved in prayer for the healing of the
body and could relate many experiences where miraculous results
had attended my pastoral visitation in the sick room, but I had
never practised prayer and anointing according to James v, 14, 15,
I would eatch myself praying, “ O God, send us power,” in the
midst of the pressure of work. I awoke during the night again
and agaimn praying for power. Wednesday morning [ went into my
chaniber to pray that the power of God might rest upon Sister
McPherson, and manifest itself in the healing of those racked,
wrenched and distorted bodies that I knew were going to parade
across the platform where I ministered the Word, and call on Jesus
to heal their infirmities.

As I knelt to pray, the power of God struck me and I ex-
perienced a vivid, vital, indelible consciousness of the presence of
God dealing with me such as I hed never experienced before.
Somehow 1 seemecl conscious that I was lying on the floor with my
arms outstretched and my feet crossed much as I had seen Jesus
pictured on the Cross, and I cried unto God that I might be crucified
with Christ and that sin might die out in me, that I might experi-
ence something of His agony. I knew that my self-confidence and
self-rehance must be slain and that there must arise within me a
new man who after God should be created in rightesusness and
holiness of truth and endued with the spirit of power. My wife
came running up to my room and exclaimed, *“ Oh, dear, what is
the matter—what can 1 do for you?” “ Leave me alone with God,
my dear. He is dealing with me and I am constrained to belicve
that He needs no help.”  Telephone calls and insistent demands
for my presence were of no avail, He would not let me go until He
blessed me.

" GOD WORKING WITH THEM.”

The great healing meeting occurred on Wednesday aflernoon
Notable miracles of healing were wrought by God in the name of
Jesus, in answer to the prayer of His servants. The gallery held
many young people from a neighbouring Christian college, where
young people were in attendance in training for Christian work.

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They went back to their ¢lass rooms exclaimimg * “ Now we know
that there 1s a God, for we have seen Him at worls” They were
referred by their professor to a section i then text-book on
psychology headed ** Emotional Insanity.” * Emotional Insanity ™
indeed, when God’s people pray, expcct and recene immediate
answer to prayer ¢ they must certainly scem insane to this sin-
weary old world with its fictitious faith in an absentee, or an
imprisoned God aad its multiform godicssness and want of power,

Years ago Hourace Bushness prophesied this period when he
sald in hus Nafure and the Supernatural : “ Among humble and
simple-hearted believers spasmodic cases of miracles have con-
stantly appeared, and continue to appear.”

He considers that in his time there were siens of a revival of
the prinmtive apostohc gifts; that believers feeling after some way
out of the duliness of second-hand faith and the dryness of a merely
reasoncd Gospel, were longing for a kind of furlh that shows God
in hiving commerce with men such as he vouchsafed to them in
tormer trmes  ““Probably, therefore, thete may just now be
coming furth a more distinct and widely attested dispensation of
gilts and miracles than has been witnessed for centurics.” Healing,
piopbed v, and gifts of tonoues, he admits as possible, and to some
extent operative to-day as n the begimning. These quotations are
from Dr A, J. Gocdon’s Muusiry of Healing, pages 111 and 112.

The meetings continiied 1o grow in power—ithe altars were
thronged with seckers. Marred bodies were healed—saints filled
with the Holy Spirit, and such a rcvival prevailed as the city of
San Jose had never witnessed. The sccond Sunday morning Sister
McPherson gave a wonderful sermon on the sccond coming of
Christ. At the close she broke inrto a message 1 tongues with
interpretation that melted the awdience into a unity of contrition
antt maved them forward en masse again to throng the altars in
comversion, repentance, and a new-born faith. People were under
e power all over the house, deacons, Sundavs School teachers,
visiting preachers, all ahke were smitten under the power of God,
and many came through to their baptism speaking in unfamiliar
dialects the marvellous pratses of God.

The Iife of the church was greatly quickened—there were
many additions, and a spirit of confidence, unity, enthusiasm and
power replaced the old apirit of Ianguor, uncertainty and fubilify.
There was of course some vigorous opposition, but before every
meeting a few of the saints were gathered together in prayer, and
all contrary smirits were allayed.  With the rising storm of
calumny, misrepresentation and ridicule, we stood the firmer
together on the Word of God and the experience that He had sent
among Uus.

NO MISUNDERSTANDING.

That there might be no misunderstanding on the part of the

church T went frankly Dbefore them the first Sunday after Mrs,

McPherson left, following the first campaign from March 20th to
the 27th, confessed to them that I had received this experience and
this new message and that 1 wanted no misunderstanding—that I
should Iike to continue as their Pastor if they would have me, but
I would rather preach this messaze with this power on an ash
barrel in a blind alley agamst a brick wall than to stand in the
greatest puipits in America without st.

The church unanimously accepted this invitation and said in
effect : “ Tins 1s the kind of a message we want and the kind of o
pastor we need.  You stay and we will stand by,” and the majority
have stood by courageously and loyally with magnificent fortitude
and unabating {rleliy.

THE SECOND VISIIL,

We  began to pray and plan fo the return of  Sister
McePherson, and finally secured her consent to her return engage-
ment during the month of Aucust 1921 \We armangzed for all
manner of comvemences and Incurred Dbills aggregating seven
thousand dollars with about four hundred dollars in subscriptions,
the greater part of which was never pald. The first eight days, the
collections overpaid every expense.

The August mectings were a wonderful success. Thousands
upon thousands assembled from nearly every State in the Union
and from many parts of Canada, coming to seek salvation, to be
prayed for for heahng and to ‘“‘awatt the promise of the Father.”
There were over seven thousand people at the altar for salvation
and renewal of consecration, and certainly more than four thousand
people prayed for, for the healing of their. discases We have a
record of upwards of 3,300 who signed cards.  The results of the
healings were remarkable.

Weeks following the meetings T set out a card with neither
return postage or envelope and received over 2,500 answers, thus
indicating the deep and abiding mnlerest in this branch of the
services. [ asked the patients to reply to the following statements,
“Yes” or “No " i—

1“1 was immediately and completely healed.” Six per cent.

answered in the affirmative.

2 “1 was immediately and partially healed and have con-
tinued to improve ever since.” Eighty-five per cent. replied
in the affirmative.

3 “I experienced no change in my condition either for better
or worse.” Less than twenty out of the 2,500 answered
this in the affirmative.

4 “The ministry of ancinting and prayer for healing was a
great spiritual uplift to me and strengthened my faith.”
Only ten out of 2,500 failed to reply to this statement In
the affirmative, thus showing that independent of its eflect
upon the body, the ministry of prayer for the healing of the
sick is a means of spiritual grace, inspiration and comfort.
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We have many of these cases still in our congregation, whe after
three years are in seemingly perfect health and living to the praise
and glory of *“ Him Who is able to do exceeding alnmdantly above
all that we can asl or think, according to the power that works
n us.”

We have continued the healing services on Tuesday after-
nonns, and they bave been the most blessed services in our church.
Scores of testumonies are in hand of people who have been healed
in these meetiges. DPeople in the maritime provinces in Canada,
Ponnsyhvama, iFlorida and other parts of the East and South and
Aaiong the coast, m the Muddle West and mountam States hasve
written us for prayer and have been hiealed while we were praying
for them. 1t has opuned for us a contment-wide mimstry.

EFFECT ON THE CHURCH.

Our prayer mectings had to be moved mto ihe large
auditorrum, and are pow atlended by from two hundied and fifty
to four hundred people, where before the revinal twenty-five to
fifty was the limit, and then it was very trying to keep up the
services lor an hour, as very few would take prat. Now fwo hours
and a half 1s too short a time, as hundreds want to take part,
testifying and praising God.  Sometimes our tarrying mectings
keep up to the morning hours, praise the Lord! Gnd is now
working with us; and adds 1o the church those that are saved.

The Sunday Sechonl hos outgrown its present quarters,  The
Young People’s Socicty has more than doubled its membership,
and scores of our soung people have dedicaled their lhves for
Christtan work, preparing themselves as missionaries and evan-
gehists.  Others have taben up Christian work locally, conducting
meetings on the strects, public parks, hospnals; old folks’ home,
county jail, and other publc places. Our youny people have netther
desire nor time for socials, theatres, dances and worldly amuse-
ments, but arc now the most blessed and happy group of young
people to be found, Rlled with and controlled by the Holy Spirit,
working in their Master's service.

We have baptised upwards of 1,700 candidates during the last
three yvears, and our church has grown from a membershep of about
300 to nearly 1,200. But the eflcct on thes church 1s by no means
the most significant consequence of this revival

Since then great revivals have been held by Sister McPherson
i Fresno, San Francisco, Oakland and Lodi, and {he spinit of
revival 1s flaming yet, not only in the ciies but in the remote
country districts, 1n the mountain fastnesses and decp recesses of
Cabfornia’s hills; canyons, and wide-spreading plains.  Scores of
thousands have been saved, many thousands have been healed,
and thousands more bave been filled with the blessed Holy Spirit
—*“and the end is not yet, praise the Lord !

The substantial membership of the church, many of thern after
three years of keen scrutiny and critical observation of the work of
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the Holy Spirit as He bas wroug bt His will in the hfe and activities
of the church and its members, have been finally convinced and
have come lo the altar and recewved their baptism according to the
apostolic pattern.

We have challenged investigation and opened our records for
the scrutiny alke of friends and foes. Only two men on the Pacific
Coast have acu epted our challenge and have investigated our work,
and these two men, both pronunent Baptist pxea{,hms of the North
West, went back to their homes and began the healing ministry
which has been attended by the blessing and power of God.  Local
educators have requested the privilege of examining our files and
investigating the cases, and that privilege has been cheerfully and
promptly grantd to them, but they have never taken advantage
of if.

WE PRESS ON.

The one sentiment of this church after three years’ experience
with this ** Gospel of the Kingdom” is, we must go forward—ue
cannot go back. e are convinced that there are riches of grace,
reaches of power, depths of spiritual unction and love that we have
never apprebended. We have no spirit of conlention or con-
troversy. Lo all inguirers we say, * We know there are richer
expericnces, more wonderful manifestations ahead for us, and we
count not ourselves to have apprehended, neither are already
pexfect,but we press on, and we exhort you to link arms with us,
that we may go forward together. Who knows but in the future
that is before us e may come into your expericnce and share with
you your manifestations and your power, and perhaps you also
may come to share eith ws the full-orbed Iife of the nine-fold gifts
and fruit of the Spirit.”

A WORD TO OUR FELLOW CHEISTIANS,

We commend the Baptism of the Holy Spirit as a remedy for
empty pews, empty altars, empty treasunies, deserted prayer
meetingrs, church guarrels and divisions.

Dear pastor and people, accept the remedy that our church
accepted. Let the Holy Spint take control of you and your church
50 fhad the Lord can wovk with you. Your pews and altars will be
filled—vwyour praver meetings well attended, your treasury full of
money, your sick healed, your half-hearted members warm-hearted
consecrated soul-winners. The gifts of the Holy Spirit will be
manifested in your midst. Your congregafion will be of one heart
and sounl, all of one accord, all denonunations and Christians shall
melt together m one spint—ihere will be one flock and one
Shepherd. Ave we willmg fo accept God's wav? God 15 more
willing to give the Holy Spivil to his childven than our parents are
to grve good gifts to thew childven. What He has done for us He
waits to do for you—il you will only Tet: him.  Glory to His Holy
Name!

I shall never forget the spirit of expectation that laid hold ol
me as we travelled m the car of a friend from Pasadena to Eclho
Park, where the Angdlus Temple is siuated.  As we turned the
corner which brought us in [ront of the bulding, before us stood
a massive structure of steel and concrete.  All one could say as one
gazed upon it was that 1t well deserves the name * beautiful.” Thus
butlchng of stee!l and concrete i1s an umposing structure, cireular in
contour, and of Roman architecture in design, reminding me much
of the historic Coliseum in Rome, which it was my privilege to sec
in 1922, Towenng above the dome rise two spires of steel net-
work, supportmy the aerials of the Angelus Temple radio broad-
casting station, which speaks to tens of thousands in Canada and
all oyver the States.

Los Angeles 1s well and centrally Tocated in the State of Cali-
forrua : ils eity Itmits encompass abeont three hundred and sixty-
seven square miles.  Angelus Temple 1s within a mile and a haif
of the centre, in one of the most beautiful districts of the City. In
front of the Temple is the delightiul Echo Paik, where those who
attend the services can rest between the meetings. Under the trees
are pienic tables, as well as a stone fireplace with wood provided,
so that visitors can prepare and partake of refreshments there.
For locatwn, Angelus Temple 1s ideal.

In front of the Church of the TFour-square Gospel was a
scething mass of cars and people.  One thought, when looking on,
that the doors had not been opened.  You can understand my
surprise when 1 found there were aver {five thousand in the building
—and that before the time of commencing. If the outside of the
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Temple deserved the name * beautiful,” how much more the inside !
—words {ail to express its beauty! The dome which we viewed
from the outside stands some one hundred and ten feet from the
ground, and s said to be the largest unsupported concrete dome in
the world. As I looked up, I could hardly believe that a roof was
on the building : 1t was likke sitting under a beautiful blue sky with
white clouds that one could fancy were moving. On each side of
the platform there are four stained-glass windows (eight in all),
which depict eight scenes from the Iife of Christ: His Birth, His
Baptism, His power over the storm, forgiving the woman who was
a sinner, healing the sick, Gethsemane, Calvary, and the Ascen-
ston. From every seat one has a splendid view of the platform,
and the least whisper from it can be heard all over the building.

The Temple has a baptistry which is a miniature River Jordan,
and when all the lights in the Temple are lowered and only the
baptistry ts Iit up, one can see the water running over the rocks
and can fancy one is back again in the days of the man who was
sent from God to prepare the way of the Lord. On an average
Sister McPherson baptises about one hundred every week—some-
times seven in one family together—and on one occasion she bap-
tised a man one hundred and four years of age.

The first thing one sees when inside the Temple are the words,
‘“ Jesus Christ the same yesterday, to-day and for ever.” This
makes those who believe it at home right away. Before the
service commenced I could feel the presence of the Lord : later on
I learned the secret—night and day in the watch tower, away on
the third floor, men and women pour out thetr hearts in prayer for
the services held in the Temple. Another thing one felt as one
looked over this vast congregation of between five and six thousand
(which is the regular attendance) was what a wonderful testimony
it must be to an unbelieving world that the old Gospel has not lost
tts charm but has still a drawing power. Why are all these people
here ?—one would ask. Is it to listen to the latest prima donna
whose voice has charmed the world? Is it to see the latest film
which has cost, and at the risk of many lives, a quarter of a million
to produce? No! a thousand times No! To listen to the old, old
story of a Saviour’s love and His power to save to the uttermost,
have they come.

As the people sang the words of that well-known hymn, I
want to scale the utmost height,” one knew the Lord would give
the desires of our hearts and we would be lifted into a place that
we had never been in before. Our beloved sister, Aimee Semple
McPherson, Pastor of the Angelus Temple, spoke on the Baptism
of the Holy Spirit.  She showed clearly that the church, the
minister and the member who went in for this promised outpouring
entered into a rest: the Holy Spirit ran the church, the minister
and the member,
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Rumours have gone abroad that Sister Mcl’herson does not
stand for the Baptism of the Holy Ghost with the Bible evidence of
speaking m tongues. This 1s not so. In conversation with her,
she said, “ I hope you stand firmly for Acts it, 477

Angelus Temple stands as a monument to the lie circulated by
the Devil that those who have received rhe latter rain outpouring
do not go n for soul saving., I attended three mectings, in which
three hundred and sixty-nine came out for the Lord. At almost
every altar call over one hundred professed salvation, and this has
been going on for over twenty-one months.  Every meeting in the
Temple 1s a wonderful meeting. No two are alike, One is con-
tinually on the tip-toe of expectation, wondering what is going to
happen next, and something always happens.  Captives are set
free, sprritually and physically. The dry and parched lives of
some of God’s people are refreshed, and the Lord Jesus Christ is
continually being glorified.

The Lord is working with them in Angelus Temple Church of
the Lour-square Gospel, confirming His Word with signs
tollowmng. Hallelujah'!?

AN EXPOSITION OF THE FOURTH CHAPTER OF
CANTICLES (continued)

In the last verse of the preceding chapter the bride calls atten-
tion to her Bridegroom in the words, “ Behold King Solomon 17
Now we have a very beautiful word picture of the bride presented
to us in the first five verses of chapter iv, and we will do well to
remember that He Who presents us with the same is none other
than He Whose judgment is always right, and whose testimony
1s sure

He hegins with the words, “ Behold, thou art fair, my love;
behold, thou art fair.”  Dear tempest-tossed saints, ye who
hesitate to claim a place among the bridehood company, because
vou arc so deeply conscious of your creature blackness, hesitate
no longer; your loving Lord, your eternal Lover-Husband declares
that you are fair, and again in verse 7 says, *“ Thou art all fair, my
love ; there is no spot in thee.”

Just here we are reminded of that very wonderful statement
winch fell from the lips of the Lord Jesus when He was giving one
of his farewell messages. He said, “I love you as much as my
Father loves me; make your home in my love ” (John xv, 9). One
of the many things that might be said from this text is this, that
the Father loved His only begotten Son with cloudless love, and
that is just how our Bridegroom loves us: for he secs us, even
now, as we shall be when grace has put its finishing touch on our
lives.
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“Thou hast dove’s eyes-—not hawk’s eyes, thouglh they be
ever so sharp and keen,  Later on we learn of the bride having the
sense of smell developed in her, but that is an entirely different
thing from the spirit of criticism {(hawlk’s cyes), wiuch so many
people seem to possess. Bridehood samts are not given to criticise
one another, for under their tongue is the law of kundness. The
dove speaks to us of purity, simplicity and constancy, a very true
type indeed of that company of belicvers whose inner life is pure,
whose outer hfe 1s simple and modest, and whose conduct and
conversation convince that they have found a satisfying portion in
Jesus, and have no desire for other Jovers.

Reference is now made to the bride's hair, and it is said to be
hke that of the goats, which appear fromi Mount Gilead. Their
hair was long and siken, a result of not being shorn. Long hair
on a woman speaks of her bemg in subjection. I do not mean by
this that man has a right to make her his slave, and jyou will
remember that in Okl Testament times long hatr on a man spoke
of his being under a vow. The Nazarite was not allowed to have
his hair cut from the time of his birth until his vows were per-
formed. All bridehood samts are in subjection to their Lord and
are under vows to Him Who puarchased them with a price far
beyond rubies. Many a modern Dclilah desires to rob us of our
power, and 1f we will but consent to fall asleep mn her lap it wil}
not be long until our locks will be shorn and we shall be as helpless
to meet the foe as many another religious body that had almost as
much power to begin with as the Pentecostal people have.

In verse 2 the bride’s teeth are mentioned,  An old writer has
interpreted tlis to mean our mental powers, for just as our teeth
must masticate all food before it enters the body, so our mind or
intellect receives, and, so to speak, masticates what 1s given it
Here we learn that provision has been made for the cleansing of
the intellect, and just as the high priest was commanded to lay
aside all woollen garments, woollen being typical of the earthly,
ere he entercd the Holy of Holies, so we need to have our nunds
cleansed from carthly wisdom if we would enter the holiest of ail
and understand the profoundest mysteries of God’s inspired Word.
There is far too much loose thinking and carnal reasoning in these
days. As a rule, this develops in to-morrow disorder, We need
to gind up the loins of our mind. I we will consent to have our
intellects cleansed we will soon discover a fertility of thought and
clearness of mental perception which is suggested in the words,
* Every one bear twms, and none 1s barren among them.™

“Thy lips are like a thread of scarlet.” The white scurfy hp
speaks to one of leprosy, but there 1s no trace of that most dreadful
of all diseascs in the bride. She has expetienced the healing power
of the Great Physician, and has been delivered from the controlling
power of sin. A necw nature has been imparted to her.  She has
become a new creation.  Old things have passed away, and a new
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staie of things lias been brought into existence n lier soul. The
result is that her speech is comely. What a dreadful thing to find
professing Christians who can bite worse with tlieir tongues than
with their teeth! We would do well to give more attention to the
words of the Apostle James, “ Let every man be slow to speak. If
any man among you seem to be rcligious and bridleth not his
tongue but deceiveth his own heart, this man’s religion is vain.
The tongue is a little member, a fire, a world of iniguity, an unruly
evil, and a deadly poison.” Why do some Christians talk so
incessantly? Possibly because they cannot think, and it i5 a relief
to them to hear the sound of their own voices. Their minds are
like reservoirs with a large lcak and a small supply of water.
Everything that comes into them runs ofl at once, and they are
always empty. Death and life are m the power of the tongue.
The Psalmist said, ‘1 will {ake heed {o my ways that I oftend ndt
with my tongue,” and he prayed, “* Set a watch over my mouth and
kecp the door of my lips.”

*“Thy temples are like a pche of pomegranaie within thy Jocks.’
A pomegranate, when cut, is pellucid, like crystal tinged with red,
typifying the heart atlumment of a meek and quiet spirit, so
precious to God, resulting in that stamp of modesty on the brow
which calls forth the Bridegroom’s praise.

The bride's neck is mentioned next, and is compared to the
tower that David builded. There are three kinds of necks spoken
of in the Bible. Furst, there is the stiff unyiclded neck of the
unregenerate, then there is the bowed neck of legal bondage. It is
so difficult to convince some folk that it 1s their prnnle(rc to live
entirely under grace. It scems hard for them to part with old
legality. Too many of us seem to have the same opinion of our
Lord as the wicked and slothful servant had in the parable of the
talents.  Beloved reader, God is not nearly so much concerned
about the cut of your dress or the style of hat you wear as some
would have you believe. (f course he does expect us to dress
modestly, as becometh people prolessing grodliness, but let us enjoy
our freedom, a frecedom which is suggested to us by the upright
neck of the bride. “ Ye shall know the truth, and the ruth shall
make you free. If the Son thercfore shall make you free, ye shall
be free indeed. Stand fast therefore in the hberty wherewith Christ
hath made you free, and be not cntangled again in the yolk of
bondage.”

In the 5th verse the bride’s breasts are spoken of. This tells
us of her power to provide nourishment for her ofispring. She is
unlike the little sister referred to in the last chapter of the Song,
who is said to have no breasts.

In verse 6 the bride says, “Until the day break and the
shadows flee away, I will get me to the mountain of myrrh and to
the hill of frankincense.” Myrrh is a type of suffering, and
frankincense speaks to us of prayer. Thus we learn that the
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bride’s life is to be onc o) sullermny and prayer until the Bride-
groom returns and calls her to the bridal chamber. The ministry
of suflering 1s a very precious one. 1t 1s said that the mightingale
sings sweetest when its breast 1s prerced. 1t is only by our tears
that our cyes can be cleansed from thie sin dust which mars our
vision. The loneliness of our spirtts develops i us a sense of the
utter necessity of cullivating companionship with the Lord. The
clouds may block out the sunlight, but they help to keep the
pastures green. God’s subtractions are as much a proof of His
love as are His additions  So let us look up through our tears and
thank Him tor the nunistry of sorrcw which brings us into decper
tellowship with Himmself than we could ever realise il all were

smooth sailing.

God's Dealings with Sambakasa.

Sambaltusa hazs worked for the nussion ever since we started this withness
for God in Belgian Congo m 1813, Thus L has been thoroeghly conversant
with the Gospel message for some years, but fear of the scorn and displeasure
of the old men has kept hun from accepting Christ as his own  personal
Saviour.

Last year we camped out ot Tlhunga Muwila (the headquarters of a powerful
native magieian)  Sambakasa was evidently much moved at the Gospel witness
that we were giving w the solloge, aod when T weot out o the forest for a
time of guict woauting on the Lord he followed me and carnestly expressed his
destre to be right with Gad  Hevwever, huy three wives held him back, and
still he did not take the final step, though he was much prayed for and was
utider real consectran of soul

Last month he went out hunting, and came upon o herd of buffale in a
thick, dark part of the forest  No ane who has not forced his way through
these dense fhichets can imagme the tangle of creepers and  undergrowth,
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Sometimes one has to crawl through on hinds and knees, or again it may be
necessary to find a passage by climbing away up among the branches, wlile
festoons of crecpers (from hittle ones as thin and tough as a piece of string to
great knotted hapay thicker than onc’s arm} bar one's way and make guick
progress mmipossible

In this tangle of vegetation he shot and wounded a buffalo, and it inune-
diately charged him, sinashing its way in a fury through the bush. As it
came on, Sambakasa again fired, wountling it in the neck. Tlight was m-
possible, and he was caught on its horn. 1 dressed his wounds later, and it
was wonderful to see how the horn had just grazed his ribs  Another inch
would have meant his death. As 1t was, however, he was carried by the horn
through his shirt, and a moment later hurled into the air. Ile was caught in
the tangle of creepers just above the brute's head. Agam and agam the
bulfalo lunged at him, but missed. It even bit a picee out of his knickers
At last, however, it caught him in the groin, driving 115 horn through to the
bone, and dragging Sambakasa to the ground just in front of the animal

There he lay, expecting every moment to be his last.  But the buffalo made
na move, and looking round he saw It on its knees with its head down, and
blood still oozing from its neck. He at once jumped up, <nd wounded as le
was, chimbed a wree, remainng there for somwe time fill satisfied that the
buffalo was dead He then painfully made his way to the nearest village,
whence some of our native Cliristians brought him to Mwansa Mission n a
tammack

For four weeks we bandaged and cared for his wounds, and when able
to wallc he cane to the chapel, and his prayer will long linger in our minds:
** Lord, Thou hast saved me from a threefold death The buffalo’s horns
grazed my body instead of kilhing me  The crecpers held me when T was
tossed in the air, or othernise I should Tigve heen tossed to death And finally
the buffalo died of the wound n its neclt just when I thought it would kill me
Had 1t not been for Thy care, (0 God, I should row be in Hell I now receive
Jesus as my Saviour, though I am unworthy to tale Ilis name on my lips.”

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Was 1t any wonder that the Annual Gathering was a happy and praising
onc?  Only a person rvotd of emotion could have been there and remained
silent  If there was such a one present he must have been dead, as only dead
petsons have flesh mmus cuotion of any lkind,

The material, vumerical and financial aspects, too, called forth praise
from the hearts of the people. Some two and a haltf years ago we had tackled
the huge sum of £8,500 in all, the cost of purchasing, repairing and renovating
the old Mechodsst Church, as it was then known The Annual Meeting
revcaled the fact that some £3,600 had been pmd off and that a little over
£900 was now owing., WWho could help but shout and praise the Lord as they
saw in the near future the cpoch of Jubilee. All this without 2 bara.r
Without a sale of work' Without a sacred cencert, or even a jumble sale!
" hurely,” someone 1 the distiict recently said, ** you never cleared that debt
off without any of these things ™ ** Yes, my friend,”’ was the prompt reply,
** without them, but with God.”

The result numerically 1s considered by alinost everyone in the district to
be a prodigy At the opeming service we could only be sure of two that weuld
be present, Mr. and Mres Sherlocl, and they lived 1w Clapham Junction, about
