HOUSANDS of years ago, from different ob-

I servation points of prophetic vision, the pro-

phets of God recorded what the Holy Spirit
gave them to see of the remarkable racial vortex
which would form in the last days rthroughour the
Near East, and especially arcund Jerusalem.

purpose for Israel against every adversary (Jeremmah
*xxui. 19-28), and whose movemenis now measore the
fulfilments of s times for His naton; and some
wrote the literary record of these testimontes of their
brethren, placing upon them thus the smpromatur of
Holy Writ, and remforcing them with  their own
special vistons and Divimely given communications,
recorded in the Holy Scriptures as we have them to-
day. Thus the Great War was foretold by Daniul
and the Apostie John, following cryptic allusions to it
in that ancient wisdom of the Fast which came down
to the wise men who followed thereby our Lord’s
star to Bethlehem,—wisdom whicl: was bemng im-
parted by the eternal Sprrit to scers who found grace
and waited for glory centuries before Moses wrote
the Book of Geness.

On August 23rd, long.smouldering Arab discon-
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tent at Jewish ascendency in Palestine burst into
flame in an orgy of massacre in Jerusalem, Hebron,
and other cities, The Arabs are a Moslem race which
has overflowed from its fatherland in the great penin-
sula to the south from before the days of Mahomet,
and especially since Islam’s early conguests over
fwelve centuries ago. The Moslem population of
Palestine, now grouped for convenience as Arab,
numbers 650,000; there are hesides 140,000 Jews,
and 75,000 Christians, mostly of the Greek and Roman

Churches. ARAE AMBITIONS

are authoritatively summed up in the recent pro-
nouncement of thewr spiritual head, the Amir El-
Hussein. Grand Mufti of Palestine, and president of
the Supreme Moslem Council, uttered in that Mosque
of Omar which stil occupies the site of the ancient
Temple of Jchovah, and is the symbol of the
Mahometan desolater’s spiritual heel still restng upon
His commng Caprtal.  After declammg against the
ascendency of the Jewsh minority in the compara-
tively small area known as Palestine, this Mahometan
dignitary said ‘“We Arabs want an Arab Confedera-
tion, including Irak, Arabia, Syria, and Palestine,
and this confederation would naturally be a friend of
England in the East.”

The other chief Moslem Power, Turkey, is at pre-
sent & mute spectator. The Arab menace represents
the potential thrust of Moslem power in the approach-
ing sterm Then the thrust of Rome suggests itself
in the partial acceptance by the Italian press of Vis-
count Rothermere’s coatinued advocacy of the idea
that Britain should renounce wn favour of Italy her
manclates for Palestine and Mesopotamia  (Irak],
which 1t should be remembered are countries separaterd
from onc another by hundreds of miles of desert,
Irak covering roughly the lower basins of the Tigris
and Eupbrates, north of the Persian Gulf

The official British position taken up by the pre-
sent Labour Government is, however, that while
Britain will be ready to surrender her mandate for
Irak on 2 bass of mdependence for that country fthis
being the meaning of the proviso that Irak shall enter
the League of Nations), she wiil be unwilling to con-
sider any surrender of

THE MANDATE FOR PFALESTINE.
This 15 made clear in a statement issued by the
Celonial Office only last month, which, mn annoume-
ing a commission of enquiry into the recent Palestine
massacres, added as follows :

In view of suggestions which have been made In certain
quarters, the Secretary of State deslres to make It clear that
Hiz Majesty’s Government have no idea of reconsidermg
the British tenure of the mandate for Palestine, and that no
enquiry is contemptated which might alter the position of this
country m regard to the mandate or the policy Imd down
1in the Batfour Declaration of 1917 and embodeed in the man-
date, of establishing 1n Palestine a Natlonal Home for the Tew

The wnquiry now Initiated 1s therefore limited to the im.
mediate emergency, and will not extend to twnsiderations cof
major poltcy When 1ts rcport has been received, it will be
# matter of earnest consideration by His Majesty’s Govern-
ment along what lines within the terms of the mandate
future policy s Palestine should be direcled
The intcrest of ecclesfastical Italy (that is to say,

the Church of Rome}, at least, in Palestine is in the
religious sites and holy places, Rome has no such

interest in Irak. Econcmically, too, Palestine would
be a profitable mandate for a government ready to
exploit 1t by Mussolinian methods. But, again, there
13 no economic interest for Italy in Irak, in view of
the £250,000,000 sunk to lttle purpose 1 that coun-
wy by Brmain smee the War., Itahan interest, both
ecclesiastical and secular, is therefore in  Palestine
alone

Successive British Governments have viewed the
holding of Palestine. upon the military side, as im-
portant to the defence of the Suez Canal, the ‘“ wasp-
waist ' of the Rritish Empire; on the financal side
it 1z viewed as recessary to the placating of the
Jewish holders of the world's purse; and, in the
maintenance of the policy expressed i

THE BALFOUR DECLARATION,

it 15 viewed on the humanitarran side as the only
hopeful solution of the age-long tragedy of national
homelessness and international boyeott for the Jew.
Lord Balfour has just reafficmed, i a published letter
to Dr. Weznrann, the mmpossihility of revising that
instrument, so that from both extremes of British
political optnion—Conservative and Labour—the same
voice 1s heard. This solidarity of our country is a
remarkable practical commentary on the prophecies
concerned wath the Jewmish return

Further east, Brrtish nterest views an independent
Irak as the best provision for a buffer state against
possible Russian aggression toward both India and
the Suez. This threat has dominated not onoly
British but European diplomacy since the conquests
of Catherine the Great of Russia, just before the
Napoleonic era, and Soviet Russia had developed even
greater and more  reckless amibitions than  the
Romanoffs 1n the Near East—the hub of the Oid
World, for a military equally as for a naval power
Thiz i1z wn full line with the great prophecies of
Scripture concerning this Power - the Russign revolu-
tion of the *f last days >’ being noticed in Zech. 1
6, 9, in a tune ,assopation with the Jewish return
to Palestine—Babylon being a typr shadow.

THE RED HAND OF S0VIET PROPAGARDA

has been definitely traced in an mtensive effort to
agygravate the present trouble between Jew and Arab
throughout the country.

He 1s
the atal, the professional burden-bearer, and his one
arucle of equipment (other than tremendous strength
of back and leg muscles) 1s a rope above five yards
long, with a stout knot on the end The weights
that they will carry and the loads that they can lift
are almost unbelievable, unless you have seen them
do 1t with your own eyes The burdens shewn in this
photo look compatatinely small, yet even these loads
of coal are quite large enough when you know that
they have brought them that same day from the
valley sixteen mules below, and have chmbed over
6,000 feet up the mountain side before this phote was
taken The wonderful strength of such burden-
bearers can be more fully reahsed when you read that
m the Everest Expedition one woman carried her
child of about two years old on the top of her go-lb.
load from an altitude of 17,500 feet to 19,800 feet,
deposited her load there, carried the child back again,
and expressed herself willing to repeat the journey
if necessary? The work of an atal may be very dan-
gerous, because a false step over uneven ground or a
load that 1s too heavy may cause him to slip with the
load on top of hum, thus causing Iis back to be
crushed or

31, Heb) His strength can be made perfect only
in weakness, being made conformable to His death,
we are made recipients of His resuirection. Thus .t
is that ‘‘ he that loses lis Nhfe for Chrst’s sake
shall find 1t,”* for 1t 1s not the old lLife restored, but
a new life even His very own And this life is for
the triune man; for spirit, for soul, and fur body
It has not been understood by the many hitherto
that the spirit of the resurrection is to give life (zoe)
even to our mortal bodies (Rom vin 11) The
natural life 1s clearly distinguished in the original
from the new spiritual life. The natural hfe is called
psuche, and the regenerate hfe, szoe—resurrection life
which is to animate our bodies, as well as our souls

and spirnts The Zoe (life of Jesus) is to come out,
and permeate our bodics, and become manifest in our
mortal flesh (IT Cor. 1v. 10, 11). This is why the
beloved Paul was so willing to ** carry about in his
body the dying of jesus—to be alway delivered unto
death for Jesus’ sake, because in proportion as he
parted with lus own life, he gained the resurrecticn
Lfe of Jesus.

tatives n all ascetic and monastic systems of helsef
and practice

There 15 1n every human being a tendency to react
towards life in one of these directions The same
thing 1s true in Christian lives. there is a tendency
to one excess or the other Hence the need for 2
full vision of Christ This alone will save from ex-
cess, extravagance and 1ll balance, evils that attack
the Christian and the Church in every direction. “‘Ye
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are complete in Him ” (Col. 0. 10) “In Him
dwelleth all the fuloess of the Godhead bodily *' (Col
ir. 9). *In whom are hid all the treasures of wis-
dom and knowledge ' (Col. . 3)

Generally speaking there 1s some tendency in each
indsvidual character that draws it to some particular
doctrine; 1t 1s in the excessive accentuation of this
that there cnmes the lack of balance, which soon
makes itsclf painfully evident m the Dfe, ofttimes
exertmg a baneful influence upon the whole mmmstry
and seriously and permanently affecting the testimony
for God

It 15 through a deep knowledge of the wvarious

A Fruitful Foursquare Conference in Mexico

News from ocur Elim Missionaries

ASTOR and Mrs George Thomas, the beloved
Ehm miss.onaries to Mexico, write as follows
from Guadatupe :

We have just terminated our annual District
Conference, which has been a time of real spiritual
blessing. This district takes in eight or nme stages
tn the southern part of the Repubhc of Mexico, but
sad to say we huve churches in only four states This
means that there are a number of states—not merely
towns or villages, but whole states—in the Republic
where we have no Foursquare Gospel testmony. The
crymng need is for native workers, filled with the Holy
Spirtt and a wisron of lost souls, to go our to thesc
places where the people have never heard the mes-
sage of salvation through faith 1n the atoning sacr.-
fice af our Lord Jesus When we realise the need
here, we long to be able to go out to these places
and preach the Gospel, but oh, the sadness of it; we
foreigners are not allowed to conduct religious ser-
vices or be pastors of churches, As far as we know
this ig the only country in the world where such re-
strictions are laid upon ministers and miss.onaries who
are foreigners to the country,

There is no doubt that this law

FORBIDDING FOREIGNERS TO OFFICIATE

ay nunisters or pastors was introdaced to counteract
the political influence of the Roman Catholic Chuech,

many of whose priests were not of Mexican birth or
nattonality; thus the law cuts both ways, 1n that
Roman Catholcs and Evangelicals have to sulfer
alike. Many are praying that this condition of
things will soon be changed, and that ministers and
mussionanes of whatever natonanty will have liberty
to preach the Gospel here  We thank God for the
excellent work that is betng accomphshed by the
native pastors and workers, but the majority of these
lack real Bible traimng and experience. and have not
the nrtiative to open up new work as missionaries
from other countries have We notice too that some
of the native workers are not prepared to sacrifice,
and face the dangers that become part of the work
of evangehsing this country

In many places the people know nothing but the
Roman Catholic religion in 1ts worst form, and when
anyone attempts to introduce the Gospel, the priests
and others find their people ready instruments to op-
pose and persecute all such attempts to witness for
the truth

Buring this Conference we were again made {0
realise the great need of native workers to go to
these needy places scattering the seed of the Word.
Workers and delegates came from their various fields
of labour bnnging reports of blessing, of difficulties,
of steady growth; and in almost every case of the
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need of more workers How we long to be able to
send out these workers, but they must be workers of
the right kind, with a vision and an mntense love for
souls, otherwise they will not stand the test.

ONE OF THE MEXICAN BRETHREN

who attended the Conference is a former student of
our Bible School, he left here about nine months ago
to take charge of a new work at a place about 150
miles away He has a wife and five children, and 15
faithfully working to build up the assembly and bring
others to a knowledge of salvation He has the dis-
advantage to have to build a church to accommodate
his flock, which 1s far from easy, as the people among
whom he works are very poor and depend for their
Living cliefly vpon the land on which they live
Thesc Christians support their pastor and his famly
mainly by gifts of food, such as Indian corn and beans,
which are the staple articles of food

Among others of the declegates to the Conference
were

FOUR INDIANS

who came a long distance having to walk two days
to get to the railway station where they took train
It rejoiced our hearts to have these Indians with us,
and to see their earnestness in making the long jour-
ncy to be present for the occasion These speak a
language which 1s quite unbke Spanish, many of the.n
being unable to speak a word of Spamish  They
came to the Conference dressed ir pative fashron,—
white calico suits, large sombreros or hats, and bare-
footed The work at this place away up 1n the
mountains was started under pecular circumstances;
an Indian from this place while visiting bere about
three years ago heard of the Pentecostal assembly
where they prayed for the sick He attended the
services and for the first time in his life heard the
message of salvation and was saved On returning
to his home he told of his experience, and how the
sick were bemng healed in answer to prayer In his
village was a woman—erther a relative or friend—
who was very ill and had been suffering for some

time. He spoke to the woman and her husband, and
they consented to pray in the Name of Jesus that she
might be healed The Lord wonderfully answered
prayer, the woman was completely healed, and she
and her husband saved Others who heard of the
healing also believed, and meetings were started
in the house of the woman who had been healed
Others jomned the httle company of believers, and the
work grew and was blessed of God

This annoyed the fanatical Roman Catholics of the
village, and soon afterwards the hushand of the
woman whe had been healed was

MALICIOUSLY SHOT AND KILLED.

Although persecuted and sometimes 1  danger of
losing their lives the little church contmues to hold
meetings, at present 80 to 100 people attend tne
services

One of the students in our Bible School 15 a mem-
ber of this company of believers, and 1s doing weil
with his studies We pray that soon he will be able
to return to his home to help feed the flock who at
present are without a pastor

During the Conference two of our students were
ordained to preach the Gospel, and two other workers
who had not been as active in the work as they might
have been re-dedicated their lives to the service of
our Lord Jesus, and to preach the Gospel faithfully

On the Sunday morning there were over 450 present
in the Sunday School and morning service, while in
the evening every seat was occupied, there being 600
or more people present During this service fifteen
adult believers passed through the waters of baptism
The Conference terminated on the Monday night wi*
the celebrat.on of the Lord’s Supper, thus bringing
to a close a time of real blessing and fellowship with
these dear Mexican Chrnistians who are rejowcing in
a free and full salvation, and who with those of other
nations are going to sing around the throne in glory
unto Him who has loved us, and washed us from
our sins Hallelujah!

These were the words of Abyjah, King of Judah, to the child-
ren of Israel He was the son of Rehoboam, ard for a part
of his short reign appears to have gone strmight The end cf
his reign was marked with idolatry and immorahty If his
own hfe was not free from hideous sns, he spoke frankly and
fearlessly to Israel when under the wicked leadership of Jero-
boam How could prosperity come to any individual, com-
munity o raton, 1if they turned as.de the very Hand that
alone could help them? Men fight against God, when they
hand over the rewns of thewr own rebellious heart to Satan
