OR Ife to achieve its greatest glory and reach
F its highest spiritual consummation it must
first of all be invested with the sovereign
passion of love for the Master. This must become
the dommant and directing force, the all-sofficient
energy, the driving impalse, the propeling power,—
the sceptre that holds the throne of the heart and
brings the whole being under its blessed sway. This
princely passion will make the stammering tongue
eloquent, giving courage to the timid heart, and
steadiness to the faltering feet. And then 1ssuing
from this passion for Christ must come a passion for
souls—a passion to serve and save. Zinzendorf's
great love for Chrst 15 expressed i those histonc
words, ** 1 have but one passion—it is He.” And
this samntly man became the founder of the Moravian
Mission

REVEALING window from which to view an
A impostant sector of Central Afrcan missionary

work duneg recent years 15 provided in a
strifing new book by that Gad-honoured messwnary
poneer, Pastor W. F. P Burton, of Congo fame,
in When God Chenges a Man, just published by the
Victory Press, Park Crescent, Clapham, 5 W.4, 3/-
nett).

We are used 1o brographies of great mussionaries—
white men who dare all for Chnst and His Gospel
m lunds where they are strangers and foreigners
But biographies, or even considerable slketches, of
their native converts, the fruts and trophies of their
work, are all too few; yet the experiences of the
latter, as new-born men and women carrying on 1
the strange heathen environments of thewr native lands,
would be as fresh inspirapon to Christians at home.
This book 1s one of these exceptions—the hic story
of Shalumbo, a true thriller drawn from the fery
bosom of the original Africa {f your courage to look
at heathenism in the real 1s poor, dow’t read 1t)  And
it 1s caleulated truly to glonfy our Lerd 1n the won-
drous grace whoch drew to Himself the cruel and
hardened slave-rander who 1s the centrat figure of ihe
book and the side-nurratives of other striking heathen
characters whose lives touched his and were born
agamn on the mmpact

We do not think we have ever read a missionary
book so extraordinirdy vivid—with 2 vividness en-
hanced by the wmrer smplicty and  derectness witl
which the author brings home to the reader these
gripping pictures of the rea! Africa, and its *‘black,

but comely ** trophies of Pentecost Here was a man
utterly submerged 1n the hardening and debasing pas-
sions which rise rampant in the sickening cruglties
of the traffic in b1y own black flesh and blood, yet
‘* snatched from the burning " by the love of Christ
reaching him through the faithful testumnny of the
flogged and persecuted slave-wife, whom he owned,
as he thought, body and soul, progressing through
furcher to the highest Pentecostal axperiences, and
to a truly apostobc service of pastoral evangelism in
that savage beart of the Dark Continent where he had
once raided for slaves

Striking mterpositions of God’s providence light up
Shalumbe’s story  The return of the emancipated
slaves from Angola to their native Mwanza after
vears of exide 1s a treelife romance.

a message from Egypt took from forty to fifty days
to reach Rome. Now a message may be flashed
from London to Stongrapore, India, and South Afnica
01 five seconds, and to China wiilun a minute  Wil-
ham Carey was five months, lgss two days, in gong

from Lngland to Indm, eleven years before our
society was founded; you can now fly thither in
forty-mne hours

Railways bave developed enurmously o recent

years, our generation has seen the completion of lmes
across Asia and Bouth America, and the construction
of great trunk lines in Afnca It 1s now possible to
cross Africa from sea fo sea m under twelve days
by means of railway and motor car.

The greatest progress has been made with inven-
tions that were unknown to early Victorrans At
the time of our centepary the petrol-driven wvehucle,
made possible by the production of the miernal com-
bustion engine™by Gottheb Daimler, was coming into
its own. To-day there are over thirty mullion motor
vehicles in use.”” The report goes on to mention

personality among the small group of Christians at
this place 15 a woman of large stature, iliterate and
poor e wisited this woman first, and on nearing
ber house were met with the welcome words, ““Pasen
hermanos,”” bemng the invitation to enter The woman
and children were all barefooted, while the house
which consisted of one room was made with rough
boards with spaces between almost every two, through
which the nhght penetrated There was a doorway
but no door, the floor was just the ordinary earth;

3 FEW dais ago we visited one of the suburbs

some of our

CHICKENS, PIGEONS AND pOGS SHARED

this one room with the man, his wife and children,
while a few jards away werc a number of pigs in
a sty

Although this woman 1s unable to read, she pos-
sesses two Bibles which are constanthy 1n use, as she
lends them to different persons after explamning to
them the way of salvatton She had memonsed a
number of verses of Scripture, and knows where to
find them m the Bibie, and when she wants to diaw
the person’s attention to a particular verse she says,
““Look 1n chapter so-and-so of such-and-such a bool,”
and as the persan 1eads she explamns the verse She
has a simple faith and a courage born of God and
15 always busy for the Master, testifving and 1o ting
people to the services, many are those that she has
mnduced to come and hear the Gospel When the
persons invited say they cannot afford to pay the fare
for the 'bus, she sacrifices and pays 1t for them, when
she sees thev are sincere

Recently a Seventh Day Adventist preacher told her
that he was hoping to build a church and clinic 1 the
district, that he would be able to attend to the people
who were 1], and they could go te him for advice and
medicine She rephied saving that she would never
buy any medicine from his clinic, and when asked
why, said that she had a2 Diine Doctor, who, when
she was 11l and praved to Him, healed her free of
charge

AT THE NEXT HOUSE VISITED

we saw the woman on her knees on the earth floor,
grinding red peppers between two stones, the lower
stong on which the peppers were placed was about
24 inches by 12 inches, having a smooth surface; the
other stone which she held in ber hands was shaped
very much after the fashion of our rolling pms at
home, which are used for rolling our pastry These
peppers were ground into a paste, then put into the
pot with the meat, elc , to add relish to the food The
Mexicans are very fona of hot peppers with their
food

This woman had suffered with very sore eyes, but

tn answer to prayer had been delivered and now at-
tends the seriices

From here we weni o arother house, which was
nicrely one small room made of adobe {mud mixed with
straw}, and the dirt floor which we uspally see .n
this district, here too the chickens shared the room
with the people, and wiile we were talling, a pig
pushed 1ts head over the low parution which separated
its sty from the room in which the people lived, and
began to grunt There were three large pigs n this
sty, and as was to be ewpected the place was not
plensant  In these homes, however, where there s
so bittle material comfort, we find blessed opportunities

While at this house we were asked if we would not
caie to spealk to the people 1n the adjoiming house,
whe were Roman Catholics, but were making en-

to explamn the Gospel, after which we had a time of
pf,;-l}el

Thus 1t was n every house wisited—the peopie
seemed eaguer to listen to the Gospel, our regret being
that we could not spend more time visiing other
houses

On our return we had to pass the house fi*st men-
twned, and were obliged to stay as the woman had
prepared food for us  The mujority of the poorer
Mewicans do not use knuves and forks to eat, but are
wonderfully adept with their fingers, and therr
tortdlas (the flat cakes made from Indian corn ground
into a mass and baked on the fire—in appearancc
much like our pancakes, but not nearly as palatable)
They tear off pieces of the tortillas and use them as
we would use a spoon to pick up the pieces of meat or
vegetable  Thus they get along wonderfully well; we
have tried eating in this fashion, as occasionally we
have had to eat at a house where they have no knives
and forks, but have nor been able 1w manage it so
well as the Mexicans  In this case we were fortunate
